W h o  Ë 9  U  R e a l i y  F o r ?

IN THE 16S0's. the 
problem of the migrant child 
surfaced when in South 
Texas the children of crop 
pickers began to overflow 
classrooms. First Grade 
classes of 20 would bloat to 
30-60 dunng the crop season. 
As a result, the Texas Child 
Migrant Program was form­
ed and financed through 
Title I funds.

The goal of this program 
was to help eliminate the 
migrant child dropout rate. 
In SiWth Texas, the Spanish 
speaking child seemed to 
gain very litt le  in a school 
where he could not read or 
write, or even verbally com­
municate in his environment 
Bi-tingual teachers were 
hired, and eventually the 
program gained momentum 
It is now a nationwide 
program.

In Goldthwaite the M i­
grant Program is for grades 
K • 6th. The personnel 
consists of three women- 
Marge Studer. T itle  I 
Migrant Resource Teacher. 
Lupe Ynostrosa. Instruction 
al Aid: and Dohvres Humph 
lies. Community Aid

Mrs Studer is in her sixth 
year as Migrant Teacher in 
Goldthwaite. To qualify for 
this position, she had a B S 
in Elementary Education 
She is not bi-lingual. As the 
traditional teacher, she is 
accountable to Superintend­
ent G ilbert Davis and her 
prinapal, T J. Williams.

Mrs Ynostrosa is b i­
lingual. She was a migrant 
herself and started school 
speaking mi English

"Lupe is invaluable to 
me." Mrs Studer said. "She 
understands the problems of 
the migrant student and is 
devoted to helping them ." 
she continued

Dolores Humphries works 
in the community. She goes 
iiut into the community and 
finds help where it is needed 
for the migrant student and 
his family. She goes into the 
home and works with the 
pre-school migrant student 
She is involved with anciltars 
services and puts to use the 
very lim ited federal funds 
available for dental, medical, 
and other needs (This year 
these funds amounted to 
approximately S3.00 per 
child). Mrs Humphries acts 
as liaison between the school 
and the community.

At the present. Mrs. 
Studer and Mrs. Ynostrosa 
are working with 46 enrolled

students. They have these 
students for 43 minutes a 
day.

As w ith any government 
program, the Migrant Prog­
ram must operate under 
specific guidelines, Mrs. 
Sluder and Mrs. Ynostrosa 
are required to make two 
home visits a year. The work 
IS divided into four areas — 
Oral Language Develop­
ment, Reading. Math, and 
Self Concept.

The Migrant Program is an 
enrichment program. In 
addition to the four areas, 
science, spelling, art, creat­
ive writing and other activi­
ties are stressed.

When the chiid first enters 
the program, he is pre tested 
to determine w hich areas he 
needs the most concentra­
tion If there is a language 
problem, that is the area 
upon which Mrs. Studer and 
Mrs YniHtrosa focus.

There are two prominent 
goals of the M igrant Prog­
ram (I) To help the migrant 
child reach his fullest 
potential and to help him to 
understand the importance 
of staving in school; (2) To 
prepare him to take his place 
in and function on his own in 
the classroom.

"Our job is simply to find 
out where the child’s weak­
nesses are and turn them 
into strengths." Mrs. Studer 
said. "W e want to give the 
children an understanding of 
our language You don’ t 
have to be a Mexican - 
American to fa il to under­
stand our language. There 
are numerous children in our 
schools today who do not 
understand our language • 
who can't communicate 
properly." she added

With the bi-lingual hear­
ings in Austin this year, the 
M igrant Program has be­
come a topic of interest and a 
topic of misc«’ncepti«»n. Mrs. 
Studer feels

First, many people thing 
that the Migrant Program is 
for Mexican-American child­
ren. This is not true.

According to the United 
States Offue of Education, 
the definition of a migrant 
child is-

no Mexican-Americans. Cau­
casians. blacks Vietnainese- 
anv race’s children migrate. 
Anyone who has moved to 
Goldthwaite during the past 
vear for the purpose of 
seeking or gaining employ, 
ment in an agricultural • 
related field qualifies f«ir the 
Migrant Program.

The second misconception 
is that the Migrant Pr<*gram 
is fi»r educalionallv deprived 
children The program is not 
for the low academic 
achiever. It is NOT a 
remedial program The mis­
conception if formed because 
many of the migrant children 
are educationally deprived. 
Changing schools puls pres­
sure and hardships on the 
brightest of students.

This, coupled with the 
language difficuliy that mans 
Mexican-Americans in Gold­
thwaite and nation-wide 
experience causes generali 
rations. And the result is that 
many people think the 
M igrant Program is a 
"M exican program for the 
remedial child" It is not.

" I  believe in this program.
I don’ t believe in excessive 
givvernmeni control, hut I do 
believe in what we’re doing 
for the ch ild ren ," Mrs. 
Studer c<»ncliided

The Migrant Privgram has 
recently been housed in a 
new building The money for 
the build ing came from 
Migrant Funds alliK-aled by 
the U. S. Government Offke 
of Education.

Mrs. Sluder. Mrs. Ynos­
trosa, and Mr Williams 
cordially invite everyone to 
come by and visit with them 
and see the new building at 
Open H<vuse March 6.
