Mills County could have a 
new jail facility sometime 
neat year if the w ithes of 
the Com m issioners Court 
are earned through.

The Court voted unani­
mously at its meeting 
Monday to proceed with the 
building of a new jail, and 
to hold a bond election to 
finance the project.

The election, according to 
the motion, would be held 
the second week In F e b ­
ruary. i*mo.

T H E  C O U N T Y  has been 
studying the proposal of a 
new jail for several years, 
dating back to 1*172. when a 
new facility was constructed 
for lampasas County. The 
commissioners have put In 
countless hours of studs and 
thought into this project, 
and decided that a new 
building was the best 
solution to the local prob­
lem. since the refurbishing 
of the present antique jail 
was too e ipensive for the 
results

A (.R O U P  (4 Mills County 
men were at the meeting 
Monday voicing their sup­
port for positive action in 
the jail matter, citing the 
"absolute  n eed" as their 
prio rity, with the com ­
missioners. sheriff and 
judge to come up with plans 
and specifications for the 
project.

The commissioners decid­
ed that a bond election, 
with a short duration would 
be the best solution to the 
problem of financing the 
jail

O f course, the eiact 
amount w ill be known by 
the time the election is 
called, following the receipt 
i6 estimates of the constnu 
tion costs.

Details of the bond effort 
are still to be decided, but 
idficials believe that a figure 
in the S250 S.M)0.()00 range 
will probably be the amount 
necessary. The  amount of 
money needed for the jail 
project is small when 
compared to the valuation of 
property in the county, and 
should be raised without a 
large burden on the ta i- 
pavers of the county

It has been reported 
many times the reasons fiw 
the present transfer of jail 
prisoners from Mills County 
to Brown County for 
containment The old Mills 
County jail is not suitable 
for prisoners of any kind, 
and could conceivably result 
in legal action against the 
county if persons are kept 
there The transfer id these 
prisoners also costs the 
county a kit of money that 
could be used to furnish 
upkeep on a local facility

IN O TH E R  business, the 
commissioners voted to pay 
SI too to the M ills County 
Fire Departm ent's retire ­
ment fund The money will 
be matched by SHOO from 
the City of (ioldthwaite and 
SIOOO from the State of

Teaas to bolster the retire 
ment fund already estab­
lished It was also the hope 
of the court that the 
retirement would stimulate 
the enrollment of firemen in 
the organization, as they are 
sorely needed 

Several men from the fire 
department and others ea- 
plained the need for the 
retirement program 

The proposition passed 
unanimously by the court.

Along with the money 
went a vote of appreciation 
from the judge and comims- 
Stoners, rilin g  the many 
hours of work, not only in 
actually fighting fires, but 
in the preparation needed
