Another method of earrying fall pigs
through the winter is to maintain the
animal on a good growing ration which
is relatively rich in protein-carrying
materials, These are prerequisite for
the making of a large, bony frame-
work. The Idea is to prime the hogs
into good condition so that they may
be turned out on grass the next spring
with a well-developed framework on
which they can store a surplus of fat.
These animals can then be carried
through the summer on good pasture
with the addition little grain,
thereby making some gain in weight
and considerable gain in size, and be
In sptendid condition the following fall
to fatten rapidly on the new corn
erop.
