“ Raw. cold and dismal dawne<l the 
mi-mlng of the fourteenth of .April, the 
Easter Sabbath. In the fortunes of 
that day were Involved thtsie of all 
the persons who hitherto. In the course 
of this narrative, may have seemei.1 
to move In separate órbita from the 
Berv star of Warwick. Now. in this 
crowning hour, the va«t and gigantic 
destiny of the great earl comprehend­
ed all upon which its darkness or Its 
light had fallen; not only the luTurl- 
ous Edward, the perjurvd Clarence, 
the haughty Margaret, her gallant son.

The gn>at earl, who liad made Ed- 
uanl the E'otirih king, found hims.'lf 
for !ery |HTsolial reasons trying to 
unseat Itiat prince and to |>ut In bis 
plaiv another Edward, of the bouse of 
laincaater, beir to Henry tlie S'xtb. 
whom Edward of York was bolding a 
prlsiuier In the Tower. Yet NSarwlck's 
path was not an easy one: while his 
younger daughter was niarrhsl to Ed 
war!l of laini-asler, his other daughter. 
Isatad, was the wife of the king's 
younger brother I'larv'nce, who was as 
yet the male heir to the throne. How­
ever things might go, a Warwick might 
some day alt utnin flic throne of Kng- 
land--Zf one did not take thought of 
the |>oBslhlHtlc» that lay hidden behind 
the Inscrutable smile of the king's 
youngest brother, Richard, duke of 
tllouivster. But Warwick was at 
heart lighting the battle of arlstiH-rncy, 
while the king was with the cum'nt 
which was converting an agricultural 
Into a trading p.ipuIatlon. With War­
wick was his jHiwcrful tighllng hroth 
cr, Montagu; with him—or against 
him. who tsiubl tell?—was his other 
brother, the fuclU archbishop who 
aspir«sl to be a p<';>'. whose mansion 
waa at otii-e a sehtsil for youth, a court 
for middle life, an asylum for age, 
whither as to a MedUl fled the let­
ters and the art«.

In the end Warwick founil hlnis.'lf 
In open battle agnlnst the king he had 
placed upon the throne. The Impetu­
ous and fiery tennierament ef Edward 
the E'ourth was rendered yet more 
f«“arful hy the Indulgence of every In- 
tempi'nince. His very virtues strength­
ened his vices; his courage «titled ev­
ery whlsi-er. It almost seemeil a« If 
he loved to provoke a danger for the 
pleasure It gave his brain to battle or 
his hand to crush It. .An t yet he had 
a ahrvwd pidlcy which p«“rhaps drew 
him knowingly Into the quarrel with 

¡Warwick, which merelv hi« evil pas­
telón» seemed to provi'ke. “ I wish to 
mis.* a fresh nohlllty." he said, “ to 
counteract the pride of the old ; only 
up«'n new nobles can a new dynas'y 
rely." This was the Y'orklst j rinclpie 
of hnmldlng the baronial and raising 
the middle class. It was easy of exe­
cution at a p«“riod when a martial arts- 
tivcracy was beginning to merge into 
a voluptuous court.

Warwick was defen'llrg '-eedom for 
the baron.«. Robin H 'yard ■■ s s*rug- 
gllng to win freeilom for the • pie as 
against king an-1 nobles. Yet “'e  earl 
and Robin found themselves rgbt'ng 
In the same army “Neither whi'e 
rose nor red shall be on my banner " 
cried Hllyaril. “Tint our standard shall 
be the gory head of the first oppressor 
we can place up«-'n a pole. We are 
taxed, ground, pillaged. pIundere-1— 
.sheep, maintained to be sheared f  r 
vour peace or butchered f 'r > ur war." 
Through the cause of the g-ntie Henry 
In the Tower RoKn saw gr-ater free­
dom for the people.

Crttici*m Made That Tee Many Small 

Cemmunitle* Ar* Slow In Mak­
ing imprevemant*.

It has heen figured up that there are 
ahout 12.(inO small towns In the I'nited 
•States, half o f  them with populatiiM.a 
of f>«>0 or less, says the Thrift maga­
zine. It Is these small towns that the 
rural people are Intimately associated 
with. They sell their produce there, 
buy the things they need; In fact, 
these are a part o f the rural commu­
nity. Some o f these small towns will 
become cities, hut a very large per 
cent o f them will remain as they are. 
It Is no disgrace to live In a small 
town, hut the rule Is that these people 
nre wultlng until next year or some 
future year to improve their schools, 
put In sidewalks, a water system or a 
sewer «.»stem to safeguard the health 
of tfic people, or before taking an.v 
step to Improve the social and living 
conditions o f the children.

Proper Town Planning.
Scientific town planning takes Into 

eonslilenitlon the direction of street* 
nnd orientation o f houses from a .san­
itary standpoint. There has heen a 
temlency to make s'tre»'ts run north 
nnd south and east nnd west, but in a 
paper lo the Itoyril -Astronomical so- 
elety of C.mnda. H. L. i-eymour late­
ly stiowed that tliey should run north­
east and southwest nnd northwest and 
soutlieii't. Houses correspondingly 
pliKM'd have siinsliine In all rooms In­
stead of having It cut off from north­
erly walls for more than one-half of 
the time. .Also hc«ises shall be so 
plaeed ami o f such height as to shad* 
otliers ns little ns possible.

Theater and Church.
The problem of bow lo supply the 

community with both a church and 
thi'iuer on money siiflieient for only 
one hullding has been solved In a 
small w f'te m  town tiy hullding one 
large auditorium with a stage at one 
end of the hall nnd a pulpit at the 
other, according to a Y'. \V. C. A. 
dramatic director who visited the 
town reii'nlly. This novel arrange­
ment diplomatically mm-ts certain ap­
parent ohjectlons and at the same time 
gives Ihe proper setting for either. Th* 
seats are ri-verslhle.

City Planning Worth Whil*.
rity  planning of the right kind Is 

strictly a bus’ncss proposition. Its 
function is to aid In facilitating busi­
ness nnd maintaining property values. 
Its activity mean* a better looking 
city, a better city for business and a 
better city for homes.

Furthermore, city planning Is not a 
matter of concern to the few. It will 
work to the Interest o f the large and 
the small property owner, and to the 
Interest o f any person who expects to 
make the place his home.

Indian Cattle In th* South.
Some years ago It was discovered 

that the zebu, or humped cattle o f In­
dia. are Immune to the deadly "Texas 
fever" which wns poisoning the herds 
o f  the south. A few of the Indian 
cattle wore lm;>orted and did well, 
though without gaining any great pop­
ularity. Then more were Imported, 
and m>w there are quite a number of 
them In Texas, and one cattleman ral- 
nos hla chief "Brahmin" bull at $30.- 
000.

Electric WIrsa Kill Trsaa.
Electric wires which touch trees can 

easily kill the moat beautiful shad* 
tree. This may be doe partly to th* 
work o f the electric current or to tho 
wearing through the growing snrfac* 
o f  the treo by the wire, which d »  
prlvoa tho troo o f Us susteoaneo.

MORE GOOD THINGS.

For those who like rich pnsfry or 
cake the following will ho n treat:

Scotch Short 
Bread.— Beat one 
cupful o f butter 
to a cream, add 
one-hnlf cupful 
of light brown 
sugar, then work 
In four cupfuls 
o f pastry flour. 

If the flour Is slightly warm It will 
work In more easily. Form the mix­
ture Into two flat cake.s seven Inches 
tn diameter. l»ecorate the edge with 
a fork or by crimping with the thumb 
and finger. Sprinkle the top with 
chopi>eil cherries, caraway candles or 
preserved citron. Bake In a slow 
oven.

Tapioca, Pineapple Sponge.— Scald 
two cupfuls of grated pineapple and 
half a cupful of boiling water In a 
double b.illcr, add one-fourth o f a cup­
ful of minute tapioca and one-fourth 
o f a tenspoonfui of salt. Stir occa­
sionally and let cook about half an 
hour, then odd the Juice o f half a 
lemon and oiie-fourth o f a cupful o f 
sugar. Fold In the w hites o f  two eggs 
beaten stiff and cook until the egg Is 
set. Serve hot or cold In glass cups 
with wliippcd cream as a garnish.

Marshmallow Cream.—Soften one 
tenspoonfui of gelatin In two or three 
Inhlespoonful» o f cold milk, then dis­
solve by setting the dish In boiling wa­
ter. Add Imlf a cupful of sugar and 
one cupful o f double cream and beat 
until Arm. Beat ibe white of a small 
egg. then fold It Into the cream with 
half n teaspoonful o f vanilla, half o f a 
quarter-pound box o f nmrshmnllows 
cut In quarters, half a cupful of 
skinned and »ceiled white grapes cut 
In halves, one linnnna cut In cubes, 
and mixed with a tahlespiKinful of 
lemon Juice to keep the pieces from 
discoloring. Dispose In glass cups 
with a cherry here and there. Garnish 
the top with a quarter of a marshmal­
low. sprinkle with fine-chopped nuts 
and chill before serving.

O it« Cornmeal Pudding.— .Scald a 
pint of milk and pour It over one- 
half cui>ful of cornmeal, add one ta- 
lilespoonful of butter, one cupful of 
sugar, one^half tenspoonfui o f cinna­
mon, three-fourths of a cupful of well- 
washed dates cut in pieces, and two 
beaten egg»- Turn Into a baking dish 
and bake until o f the consistency of 
onlinnry custard. Serve with hard 
sn uce.

GIVE HOGS’ FEET ATTENTION
Bad Underpinning Are Often Due to 

Lack of Trimming a» Well a» 
to Overfeeding.

When the new breeder Is getting 
ready to exhllijt his hogs at the county 
and state fairs lie should pay atten­
tion to the feet o f the animals ns well 
as to fitting them. If the animals are 
overfed, very often they have a tend­
ency to go down In the feet. Bad feet 
are also often due to lack o f attention 
as well ns tn overfeeding and isior 
breeding. Animals that are not given 
an opportunity to fnke a proper 
amount o f  exercise on hnrd ground 
are apt to show this trouble more than 
those under ordinary conditions. In 
trimming the toes the pig Is thro»-n 
on Its side and with a sharp Jackknife 
the ends o f the toes can be pared o(T. 
Occasionally the sole of the foot may 
need paring also, so that the pig will 
»a lk  flat on the foot. Care should be 
taken to smooth up the Job and to not 
cut the foot too deeply, so as to bleed 
and cause lameness. The trimming 
should lie done at least ton days or 
two weeks before the show.

Operated at Loss— Similar Con­

ditions This Year,

Beef In the United States wns last 
year produced at an nvernge cost o f 
14 to 15 cents, according to figures 
furnished by H. C. Taylor, chief o f 
farm mnnngenient o f the United 
States department o f  agriculture.

However, only 58 per cent o f  the 
cattle conceriK'd were produced for 
that and 42 per cent cost more. Fifty- 
six per cent o f the producers kept 
these costs at 15 cents or less, so that 
nenriy half o f the fanners producing 
beef operated iit n loss. 1!»'20 figures 
Indicate that a slmlinr condition rules 
nnd tlmt production Is falling off con­
siderably ns n result, since no one 
likes to pnsiuce at a loss.

Feeding prices and Innd values are 
given as the reason for the fulling off 
o f the prollt. As a remedy for It Mr. 
Taylor suggests keeping of tietter rec­
ords of a'l farm accounts, elimination 
o f  excessive marketing churge.s and 
good management.
