A re 
sour«-eful corjMjral rolling |»ow«ler 
spills was slnick with nn Inspiration 
He made n iiiiiiiher o f spills In which 
he substituted grains of tohacco for 
gunpowder and then in a hiinteriiig 
ísslihm pr*-s»‘iile«l these little cylin 
ih-rs lo sohih-rs off duty. He then pul 
one of the spills to Ills mouth, saying 
that as long ns he could not smoke any 
more he was going to blow off his 
head. When Ihe iimtch wns applied

thus was horn the cigarette,

It Is evident that 
In rural districts whor.? there are no 
organized fire-fighting agencies, nnd 
where ii fir«* usually results In a total 
loss, builders should give more atten­
tion to tnuking the construction of all 
new chimneys as nearly fireproof as 
possible.

It a ehiinee to grow, whieh Is one of 
the Idg'gest mistakes a hog raNer ean 
make. .Ns Soon iis fall jdg.s will eat 
gruin and vvlillii they nre «fill sm’king 
their dam«, give them nil the grain 
they will eat.
