The large number o f re- j  
plies, department specialists say, in- | 
dicates the interest which 
breeders feel in this subject. Sonic 
of the questions asked in the ques­
tionnaire are: ‘From your exper­
ience, in what cla.«ses of live stock do 
the most runts appear ((cattle, hops, 
sheep, etc.)? " “ In what stage o f an 
animal’s development does runtine.ss 
apipear chiefly?”  “ In your exper­
ience what are the mo.«t practical 
methods of preventing runts?” 
“ Does is pay to raise runts to market 
size?" “ To what extent would your 
financial returns from live stock be 
increased if you had no runts?"

The replies thus far received show 
that inferior brtiding and poor feed­
ing are jointly responsible for near­
ly two-thirds o f the runts among live 
stock, and indicate that at least 7 per 
een o f farm live stockis commonly in 
the runty class. Detailed data on the 
times when runtiness appears, finan­
cial losses caused by runty stock, 
methods o f prevention, when it pays 
and when it does not pay to raise 
runty stock are now being prepared 
by the department for distribution 
to the public.
