Th(- ofh(*rs nn* the Harrison 
liray otIs house stamling at the cor­
ner o f I.yndt- and ('amhrldge streets 
In Boston, which has h(-<»n practically 
restored by the Society for the I’re.s- 
ervatlon of New Kngland AntU|ultl(‘S, 
and tietieral Knox's hea<h|uarters at 
lu l l s  (iafi*. In Orang(‘ counly about 
four miles southwest o f N’ewhiirgh.

Value of Pest Underestimated.
The greiit continental Ico sheet, In- 

vmllng Xnnh .America, left thousands 
of lakes In Its path, sprinkled over the 
tiorflieni stiiti-s from Minnesota to 
MnIne. In Minnesota alone then* are 
lO.tssi lakes and more, which are heliv 
Ing to make the North a great sum­
mer plsyground.

But the Interrupted dminnge o f the 
gliichited region gave these states an­
other priceless asset, Earl Christmas 
writes In the liearborn Independent. 
W ien great fields o f Ice covered the 
ground thousands of years ago nature 
was pnxvldlng, by u curious paradox, a 
way for future geueratiuna to keep 
wnrm.

I'ent, deposited In these lakes and 
marshes In quantities sufllclent to 
make Ml lions o f  tons o f  fuel, has been 
the henefleent gift o f the Ice sheet to 
Wisconsin. Minnesota, Michigan, New 
York and the New England states.

In the p(*at bogs, scattered over nine 
states and pnrts o f  a dozen others, 
there lies one o f the great unde­
veloped resources o f  the nntlon, now 
tieglnnlng to attract serious attention 
wltli iippreclable dlniliiishing o f the 
nvalluhle coal supply o f the countr.v. 
Only recently have we come to realize 
the Immensity o f these deposits, now 
apiiarently opprunching development as 
n fuel.

A good homely dish which Is suf­
ficiently satisfying for the hard-work­

ing head o f u family is : 
Dumpling* and Steak, 

— Cook the steak first on 
one side, then on the oth­
er in u .unokltig hot,
lightly greased frying
pan. Season well and
cover vxith hoilitig wa­
ter. Drop oil duinplliigs 
made liy using one cup­

ful o f Hour, two teaspootifuls of liak- 
hig powder, oiie-tlilrd o f u ciiiiful of 
swei-t milk, one-third of a teiisiMionful 
o f salt and one tahlespoonfiil o f fat. 
Drop liy s{ioonfuls on the steak and 
eover tightly and steam for twenty
minutes.

Tuna Fiah Loaf.— Take a pound cun 
o f tiiiiii H.sh, two whole eggs or wliltes 
of four, one-half cupful of water, otui- 
foiirtli teas|MMinful o f celery salt, one 
cupful of stale tiread cnmilis, one tea- 
spooiiful o f  baking poxvder, one tea- 
sfxsuiful o f salt, the Julct> of liiilf a 
lemon and a s|«eck of cayenne. Mix
well, season to taste. Back In a tiread 
tin ami brown. Turn out on u serving 
platter and pour parsley sauce over 

i the loaf.
Parsley Sauce.— Wash and cover 

with liollhig xvater one liiinch of 
pnrsh-y to xvhicli it pinch o f salt and 
soda has been addi^l. Cook ten min­
utes. strnln and add to a cupful of 
thick white sauce and stir la one 
talilespoonful of fresh mtiiced parsley, 
(hirnish with sprigs of fresh parsley.

Mock Lobster Chowder.— Take one 
cupful o f finked and sonk(‘d colfish, 
six inediuin-sIzfMl potatoes, three 
onions, two cupfuls o f stewtsl tomato, 
one talilespoonful o f salt, one-eighth 
o f a teaspoonful of pepper, two table- 
spoonfuls o f  butter, one-lialf dozen 
milk crackers, two cupfuls of milk, 
one-lialf teaspoonful o f soda. But 
fri'shened codfish, sliced potatoes and 
onions Into a kettle, cover with boil­
ing wnter and cook until soft. Add 
the tomato, seiisonfiig. hi'ut well, add 
the soda to the milk and add the 
crackers. Bring to the boiling point 
and serve.

Ox-Tall Stew.—Out one and one-half 
pouiidb o f ox-tall Into small pieces, 
cover with water, add salt and cook 
two hours. Then add two cupfuls of 
minced carrots, one cupful of minced 
onions, more seasoning, If nt“eded, and 
rook one more hour. The last half 
hour before serving add one pint of 
strained tomato. If It *eems too thin 
add a little Hour and cook until 
smooth.

Developing the Philippines.
Development of Bhilippine natural 

resources and the iminiifacturiiig and 
Industrial plants has hardly started, 
rapltul and xvorkers are nt^eded and 
the markets for both arc tight.

.Mxxut one-third of the Ictnl area o f 
the Islands Is covered with timlier. 
Bractlcnlly all of this 1« owned hy the 
government, which grants concessions 
for ttniher cutting and sawmills. 
There are about fifty sawmills, most 
o f them small. Bed and white launn, 
the trees ‘JOO feet high, are the princi­
pal wood o f commercial value. The 
red Is used ns n substitute for ma­
hogany. Apltong and guljo are the 
next tlmliers In value.

Coconut Pudding.— Orate one coco­
nut and beat eight eggs, reserving 
three whites for a meringue. Beat In 
one cupful of sugar and the eggs and 
coconut, put Into a buttered baking 
dish and hake until nearly done, then 
cover with tlie meringue prepared 
from the three whites and three table- 
spoonfuls o f poxvdei^d augur, spread 
over the pudding and brown. Serve 
at once. This amount will serve 
eight.

Coconut and Tapioca Pudding.—
Take one-half cupful o f tapioca, one 
pint o f  milk, two eggs, one-quarter of 
a pound o f granulated sugar (one-half 
cupful), one teaspoonful o f butter, 
three heaping tnblespooufiils o f grat­
ed ctK-imut. Mix the tapioca and 
coconut, add the milk, beat the yolks 
of two eggs with the sugar and mix 
with the rest; stir in the butter and 
hake in a well-buttered baking dish 
set In a dish of water. M'hen nearly 
done heat the two whites with two 
tablespoonfuls o f powdered sugar; 
spread over the top o f the pudding 
and bake a light brown. Serve hot or 
cold.

Coconut Biacuits.— Orate one coco­
nut fine. Bent the whites ( f  two eggs 
until stiff; mix in gradually one cup­
ful o f granulated sugar and hy de­
grees the grated coconut, heating all 
the while. With the hands lightly 
lloiired, roll this mixture into little 
halls the size of a walnu» and hake 
them on a greased baking sheet. Bake 
at first In a nuxlernte ovxa then In- 
crense the bent to brown and harden 
at the bottom or they w l ; crumble 
when handled.

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Panhandle Herald.— One hnsht 
sunshiny day. March 24th. 1917, the 
little town of Panhandle. Texas, was 
mysteriously shaken hj" some un­
known cause; business build.ngs were 
haken glass tumblers and bottles fell 

from the shelves of the drug stores; 
bnck »alls of buildings were crack­
ed: concrete waiki quivered; the two 
ftory high school building, which is 
built of brick was tremendously 
shaken; teachers and their pupils fled 
(ror.i the building ami school was dis- 
ir.isse.i for the rest of the day; peo­
ple paasir.g ever the railroad crossing 
in front of the depot, with their auto­
mobile? driving very slowly could 
hardly stay in their cars; the people 
-ere aroused and made the remark 
w,- would read in tomorrow's paper 
about some earJi quake in California 
or some other place. We all search­
ed the papers thoroughly, expecting 
to read about the quake somewhere, 
but nothing was ever seen cr hear»! 
finally through investigation we find 
that the shock felt only a distance of 
thirty miles square, extending north 
to the head quarters o f the 6666 
ranch, south as far as White Deer, 
and west as far as St. Francis, Texas.

In a very short time large com­
panies began leasing land in this ter­
ritory for the purpose of finding oil 
and gas.

One large company, the Empire 
Oil and Gas Com'pany begin leasing 
asking for every one-fourth section 
out of every sectioii, which they ac­
complished, with the exception of a 
very few leases to expire ten years 
from date ef contract.

A few months later several large 
drilling companies secured drilling 
contracts north and w-est o f Panhan­
dle, a distance ranging from thirty 
to forty miles; drilling started at 
once, which resulted in the discovery 
of large gas wells.

In Carson county. Texas, o f which 
Panhandle is the county seat, two of 
the largest drilling companies of the 
United Statgs which are the Gulf 
Production Company and the Hum­
ble Oil Company, secured drilling 
contracts from Burk Burnett. o»-ner 
of the noted 6666. ranch west and 
north east of Panhandle.

The Gulf Production Company 
started to work on their first well 
about .August 1st, 1919, bringing in 
ore o f the largest gas wells in the 
world making a production of 70 mil­
lion cubic feet per day.

.About February 1st 1920, the 
Humble Oil Company began drilling 
bringing “ another" large gas well. 
This company is still drilling. Some 
time in November 1920, the Gulf 
Production Company started drilling 
ihe;r second well, which is called 
Gulf No. 2, a few miles south and 
east of the large gasser Gulf No. 1. 
This is the well that tapped the great 
oil pool which under lies Carson 
county and the Panhandle country. 
From all reports this well is a good 
production and the oil tests is of the 
best end of a very fine quality.

It IS reported that other large corn- 
pan,es will start drilling at once 
further south than these mentioned.

The distance of the Golf No. 1, the 
large ga.s well is IS miles north of 
Panhandle.

The Humble Oil ar.d Gas Co., is 16 
miles North and West of Panhandle, 
while the Gulf .Vo. 2, the oil produe- 
er, is sixteen miles .North of Panhan­
dle.

The large gasser Gulf No. 1, came 
in at a depth of 2400 feet.

The oil in the Gulf No. 2 was 
struck at around 2900 feet.

The Humble Oil and Gas Company 
are now drilling around 2400 feet.

The people are now thoroughly 
convinced that this is no longer a 
wild cat, but a proven field.

Hundreds o f people are passing 
through Panhandle daily to visit the 
first oil well in the Panhandle coun­
try and the^inrt one this side of the 
EIcctra fields at Electra, Texas, a 
distance of about 200 miles.
