Sawdust Diet Progresses,

Hydrolized sawdust as a part bf a
ration for is apparently giving
sautisfuctory results in Wisconsin, The
forest service of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture reports that
cows at the agricultural college of that
state are Jdoing as well on a ration
of one-third sawdust as they
when their feed was only one-fourth
wood meal, That Is to say, they are
keeping up their weight and their milk
produetion and show no {1l effects from
the diet,

The burean of animal Industry is
considéring the proposal of the forest
service laboratory to start feeding
trials with dairy animals in which the
wood product will form a part of the
ration and the tests wiil extend for an
entire yenr at least,  The hs
wood feed for these cows will be made
at the laboratory. So far all the stock
feed has been made from white pine
sawdust.  Other =oft woonls, particu-
larly the western species, will be tried
in the future,

HAUL PRODUCTS TO MARKET

Enormous Amount Carried Over Coun.
try Roads Shows Necessity of
Better Condition.

The necessity of Kkeeping country
roads In good condition i3 shown by a
report recently compiled by the bureau
of markets and c¢rop estimates, United
States Department of Agnriculture,
showing the extent to which they are
used in hauling farm products to mar-

ket.  Aecording té the report, which
gshows the tonnage - of 11 products
hauled on country roads, giving ‘the
yvearly average for the period from
1015 to 1919, there were 27 tons of

crops hauled for every 100
acres of land. The average tonnage
of the 11 crops hauled on country
roads each year for the period men-
tioned amounted to SG,560.000 tons.
The 11 erops referred to in the report
are corn, whent, oats, barley, rye, rice,
flaxseed, cotton (including seed), to-
bacco, potatoes and cultivated hay.
