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AMENDHENT TO THE CONSTITUTION
Of the State of Texas, to. be Voted on Tuesday,

. November 6, A, D, 1909,
[H.J. R. No.35]

JOINT RESOLUTICN, amending. Article 8, of the
Constitution of the State of Texag, by adding thereto / |
Section 20, providing for the organization of irriga— A
tion districts, and for the levying and collection of a
tax for the construction 'of reservoirs, dams and
canals.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State of Texsas.

That Article § of the Coustitution of the State of
Texas, be amended by adding therato Section 20, as fol-
lows:

Section 20, In addition to the pawers of taxation
granted in the foregoing sections, it shall be lawful for
the Legislature of Texas to authorize the land owners
of the counties of Archer, Baylor, Clay, Wichita and
Knox to organize irrigation districts in said counties
without regard to county liues.

Iu making provisious for the cost of construction of
irrigation works within said territory, it shall be lawful
