The vote was aji 
bu: unanimous— I,:;H3 for, only 
•T2 airaiiisl.

“ Ciwo, one of the pioni*ers in 
water development with its "Rig 
liun ” , could join the new water 
district later if it sees fit or cir­
cumstances make it advisable. Ol­
den, lyinit between Eastland and 
Ranger, will be permitted to tap 
the pipeline.

“ The I.eon River, once called 
He Leon, is one of the longest 
minor streams in Texas, and a 
holy terror in flood. A huge gov­
ernment dam is being erected 
north of Belton, several miles from 
the river’s junction with Little 
River, just above the
stream's confluence with the migh 
ty Brazos.

Truce Meet

Effect Tdl TV 
Towers On Air 
Travel Studied
WASHINGTON, April 26 (UPi 

— Television and aviation officials 
met-: today to dl.scus.s air travel 
hazards that may occur when T-V 
towers spring up throughout the 
nation.

The meeting is sche'.Iuled in the 
offices of the E’ederal Communi­
cations Comn ission, which recent­
ly cancelled a freeze on new T-V 
stations.

The air .safety problem is ex­
pected becau.se some of the new 
stations will use ultra high fre­
quency (UHF) channels for trans­
mission. UHF is a short-range fre­
quency requiring h i^er trans­
mission towers within 15 miles of 
the community to be served.

The UHF towers would pose new- 
air traffic control problems as 
well as raise new questions con- 
cerninj legal control of the na­
tion’s air space. Up to now, the 
problems have been slight because 
there are few T-V stations and 
the very high frequency (VHF) 
band now used permits shorur 
towers.

Civil air regulations now require 
airplanes to fly at least 1000 feet 
above highest obstacles.

Aviation quarters think the 
T-V tower problem will be most 
acute in cities such as New York, 
Washington and Chicago, where 
airways approach from all direc­
tions.
