less a federal judge grantz a mo-
tion for a directed verdict of ac-
quittal

The secondary Red leaders, so-
called because they apparently re-
ceived orders from higher Red 6f-
ficials convicted in New York in
1949, face a maximum penalty of
f i v e years imprisonment of
$10,000 fines or both,

A jury of eight women anit
four men returned the guilty ver-
diet Tuesday after more than five
days of deliberation and study of
the mountains of documentary
and oral testimony presented dur-
ing the six-menth-long trial

The Communists immediately
were reranded to the custody of
U. 8. Marshal James J. Boyle,
Bail was denied.

Among the defendants was Wil-
liam S¢hneiderman, alledgedly the
former acting manager of the na-
tional Communist party. He was
reported to have taken over the
reins of the party after the trial
of the 11 top Reds in New York.

His fellow defendants were the
so-called cream of the California
party,
