Health Organization. This agency
of the United Nations represents
seventy-nine national governmenis
in the field of medicine, With
headquarters in Geneva, Switzer-
land, it has six regional offices.
Kach nation member's assessment
toward the funds of the organi-
zation is determined by comparing
national incomes and ability to
pay, but no taxpayer must give
more than one cent per year to-
ward its support.

Isolationism in health, as in
war, is almost a thing of the past.
Since 1948 when WHO was
founded, it has set off a movement
for world wide health improve-
ment. Great reductions in death

tes in many countries have been

irpassed by even greater reduct-

% of sickness, and increased gro-

ction of food and other goods

Iready has resulted from these
healty, improvements, The main
health problem of the world is
not death but chronic illness which
causes millions of people to be-
cong qependent on their own gov-
ernment or even on other nations.

WHO helps nations with low
living standards not enly during
disease emergencies but also seeks
W set up permanent, long-range
health programs. It sends teams
of medical specialists to under-
developed coun.ries to train local
doctors and to try to educate .he
people to better standards of liv-
ing chiefly in the fielis of malar-
i, vemeren! disease, tuberculosis,
and maternal and child welfare.
For most contagious diseases, pre-
vention lies in crealing healthful
surroungdings. Air, water and fool
supplies must be supervised and
any faults in them corrected and
a program to control insects and
other disease bearing animals
must be continued.

“The attainu.ent by all people
of the highest possible level of
health”, the goal of WHO, is in-
terjreted as meaning a state of
complete physical, mental, and
social well being, not merely the
absence of disease.
