Senator Lyndon B. Johnson pre-
dicts that Texas will have a “uni-
ted delegation” in the 83rd Con
gress which will fight wholeheart-
edly for the interests of the State.

Mr. Johnson, Texas' Senior
Senator and leader of the Texas
delegation, made the statement

during a radio broadcast over Sta-
tion KTSA in San Antonio, Texas,
recently. He was interviewed by
Ed Jamieson.

My, Jamieson complimented
Senator Johnson on his election
as Senate Democratic Leader—an
election w h i ¢ h made him the
youngest man in history te hold
that position. The Senator was
asked how he, as a Democrat, |
would regard requests of the Re-
publican Administration for legisla-
tion.

“Those that my conscience tells |
me are good for Texas and good
for the United States, I will sup-
port,” Senator Johnson replied.
“Those that I sincerely believe to |
be bad fox Texas and bad for the
United States, I will oppose.
Wherever 1 ¢an help in making,
legislation better, I will do my
bhest to improve it.,” Senator John-

son said that {he main pmhn

fore the 83rd Congress is ho\\ to
make America so strong that we
can bring peace to the world.”

“I don’t think any Americen will
be able to breathe easy unti] we
can end the Korean war on 'hon
orable terms and bring our boys!
back home under conditions that
guarantee they will not have to go
some place else to fight,” he said.

Senator Johnson explained the
importance of eliminating waste in
the preparedness program. He said
that the biggest source of waste

| was misuse of manpower.

The Senate Preparedness Com-
mittee, which Senator Johnson
headed in the last session, recom-
mended that the Defense Depart-
ment set up a group of “hard-
headed businessmen’ to reorgan-
fze personnel and cut down waste.
Such a group was established un-
der the leadership of David Sarn-
off, Chairman of the Board of the
Radio Corporation of America,

will mean heavy savings to t h e
