of the total Oilmer-Aikin program  
cxp>cn.-e a* they did when the pro- 
g r im  was sta rte il in 1949.

B efore I explain thi* plan in 
more detail, a couple o f term s need 
to be defined.

The “ available school fu n d ” 
eon.-i*t* of n-oney dedicated by 
the  coii.-titution and .-tatute* to 
the public arhool.s and distributed  
by the s ta te  on the  basis of schol­
astic-age population. Thi* i* the 
fam iliar “ per capita apportion­
m ent.”  At present th is paym ent is 
$68 a year per student.

Door dis­
tric ts receive sufficiejjt a inount- 
fiom  this fund to m aintain a 
"n.inim um  - ta n d a r l"  program .

The.-e two funds represen t en­
tire ly  d iffe ren t kind- o f aid. The 
.Ntnte’s school finance pan t- have 
wo pockets.

I M hat can we do Tone to  raise

the teacher* and yet avoid an in­
crease in S ta te  taxes?

Obviously, it would help if some 
of the exce - payment* now going 
lo certain  di tric ts  by "p e r capi- 
l;i" allo( ation could he given in- 
-tead to  di.-tilct- that really need 
the money Then we would not he 
continuing to eiirich a few districts 
nut of one S ta le  pocket while we 
spend niillio! - of d idlar- from an ­
o ther pocket to keep needy .school* 
up to recent stam lards. Some of 
the money from  the luxury pocket 
helung- in the nece.ssity pocket.

The per capita paym ent auto- 
maticiilly i '"u ld  tie lowered fioin 
$68 to alm ut $.^H l e r  atudent if 
we wouM go back to a strict in- 
ti-rpretalion of the S ta te  con-titu- 
tioii. .\c tua lly , aliout $L> million 
is going into the "available  school 
fund” MOW from taxes not -o ear- 
markf'i) tiv the constitu tion . That
