When we think of payrolls we
think of manufacturing plants, We
have a few of those, but others
are needed. Our businessmien can
not depend solely upon farm
spending, but a big industrial pay-
roll will provide a )enruouml
flow of money, and this will tide
us over our cconomic jolts,

But who can tell us where to
go to find factories and plants?
They do not simply sprout from
the ground and grow. If we are
to attract them to this or any other
city, we musi have inducements.
Do we have these inducements?
We think so.

When a manufacturer starts
seeking a location he is not inter-
ested in how badly you want his
ylant, but what you have to offer
in the way of climate, schools,
clubs and churches. His workers
will demand those things before
they agree to come.

There are many things we can
offer, and there are many ways
to go out and get a new industry,
and some of them we shall offer
for yvour consileration.

First, we must be organized and
our leaders must be in position to
speak for the entire community
No company wants to talk to a
dozen peeple when it starts look-
ing over your town. Let the Cham-
ber of Commerce form a commit-
tee, and Jet this committee speak.

And abeve all do not go in for
the wrong kind of factories, When
a small city in Nebraska landed a

manufacturing plant, after Lin-
coln and Omaha had been turned
down, it was found that small

city. had the right facilities and
were ready to talk business.
Maybe we should make a new

survey, for we can't give answers
about our city unless we know
them ourselves. How many plant

sites are available? How many lo-
eal men and women are available

for work? Is there a nearby mar-
ket for the nroduct? Plan. repre-
sentatives want to know these

things.

Railroad companies, truck lin-
es, gas companies and others who
would be directly benefitted, may
be expected to work with us. As
a matter of fact many large manu-
facturing companiés consult only
the large organizations when they
want to locate a new plant. Lets
ask them to help.

Pick your target, and don’t go
after “big indusiry.” Pick the kind
of manufacturer who will fit into
our ecity's. personality. If mest a-
vailable workers are women, don’t
try to attract a foundry. If lumber
supplies are limited, do not aim
for a furniture factory. And do
not woo an industry that will hurt
more than it will help.

One New England town attract-
ed 8 “smoke staek” industry. It
had been u beautiful resort town
and enjoyed a wonderful tourist
trade. But today we find that the
factory‘s belching. chimneys have
kMled most all the tourist trade,
and the city now has slums and
labor trouble instead.
