“hazard, and these hazards should
be removed.

Lag. year most cars were check-
ed, and correeted, and the vesult
was very pleasing. There were 65
less highway deaths than during
the previous year, and this is en-
couraging. In other state like New
Jersey and Penneylvania where
they have inspection laws,
death rates are 40 and cven
per cent lower than in Texas,

This leads us to think we thould
hiave s workable law of some Kind.
We should have a general inspec-
tion, and Where a car is capable of
creating a hazard it should be re-
paired or taken off the highway.

We are not making a special
distinction. Whethet the ear is a
new high priced vehicle or w hat
we term an old “jallopy™, a type
of *“‘mechanical cockroach™ it
should be road worthy. An inspec-
tion would reveal thesé defecis.
