Oi Medicine 
Scored By Cox
The cnreless or uniformed use 

of medicines cause much serious 
illneics and even many deaths in 
Texa.s every year, I>r. tleo. W. Cox 
State Health Officer. ,<aid today in 
a statement urging the public to 
u.ie caution in self iiiedicatioii.

" I t  i.s never safe to take medi­
cine in the dark," Dr. Cox warned. 
•’ .Always read the label careful'o 
to make sure the aspirin you ex­
pect to take is not a bichloride of 
mercury tablet or some other poi­
son. .As a matter o f fact, poisons 
and medicines containing poisons 
should be kept together, well out 
o f reach of children and marked in 
sontp distinctive manner. Another 
thing to remember is that medicin­
es should always be taken exactly 
as directed by e doctor because 
many beneficial medicines can do 
untold harm if taken too frequent 
ly or in too large quantities. It is 
well to stop and think that you 
may be taking your own life in 
your hands when you take medi 
cine casually.”

The State Health O fficer also 
warned o f the danger in the in­
clination o f many persons untrain­
ed to diagnose and treat their own 
ills. Such persons are apt to guess 
wrong he asserted, and while they 
may ntft take medicine that is ac­
tually harmful, they are neverthe­
less po.stponing an accurate diag- 

'■ nosU and the resulting proper 
j treatment that could help their ill- 
j ness.

The safest rul# is nqver to use 
medicine, internally or externally.

More money Is 
needed— and the logical place to 
get that money is by the levy o f a 
natural gas pipeline tax. I

"Texas needs more money fo r . 
an expanding highway system. j

"Texas ckies, caught in thW 
squeeze between a tax ceiling and 
rising costs, need money for city 
streets. I

“ Texas educational system' 
needs money to provide the best in

education for the school children 
o f the state.

"Texas needs an adequate and 
continuing water conservation pro- 
gram."

These needs can all be met by 
the levy of a U x on pipeline gas 

■ o f about two cents per thousand 
cubic feet, raising about $60,- 
000,000 a year, the legislators de­
clared.

"Tw o thirds o f that tax would 
automatically be passed on to the 
users o f Texas gas in other states 
—  but Texans would enjoy the 
benefi’ts through better highways, 
better streets, better education, 
anti better water conservation,"  
they said.

Exports o f natural gas from 
I Texas have climbed 900 per cent 
I in the last 12 years, the lawmakers 

pointed out.

“ In 1940, only about 19 billion 
cubic feet o f gas waa leaving the 
state each month. Today, only a 
dozen years later, Texas Railroad 
Commission reports show that 180 
billion cubic fact a month are 
leaving the state to provide fuel 
for home, stores and factories In 
other itates. Texas use o f  its own 
gas, in the same period, has in- 
rreased only about 860 per cent, 
from about 81 billion cubic feet 
a month to 107 billion cubic feet 
a month."

The gas tax bill sponeore urged 
the people o f Texas to make their 
wishes known by informing mem­
bers o f the legislature of their 
wishes as to a tax on natural gas 
pipelines to provide the revenue 
for necessary services.
