Many of the advancements of 
the past few year* may be traced 
to improved buildings, more sani­
tary living conditions, better food, 
and other physical a.specU of main­
taining the 12 units of th& Texas 
I’rison System. ^

Still more improvements of this 
kind are needed and should be 
provided at the first opportunity. 
.\s I have said previously, when 
and if the courts rule the Texas 
gas-gathering tax to be legal, I 
hope to see our State put part of 
the money that will become avail­
able into prison construction, along 
with other badly-needed capital 
improvements.

One of the most urgent needs of 
the Prison System exists at East- 
ham Farm, near Crockett, where 
overcrowding is a serious problem.

Despite all of our hopes and 
endsavors, the Texas prison popu­
lation continues to grow. By mid­
summer, there are expected to be 
than there were a year ago. This 
7,500 inmates— about 650 more 
makes the expansion requirements 
more urgent.

Aside from the matter of pun­
ishment —  which remains serious 
even though it is regarded by some 
of our modern thinker* as old- 
fa.-hioned—there are three chief 
objective of a good I’rison System. 
These are (1 ) protection of the 
public from the criminal element, 
(2 ) protection of the prisoners 
Irom each other, and (3) rehabill- 
tation of the Individual prisoners.

Mott of the State prison ex­
penditures go for the first two of 
these items, although protective 
walls and cells and guards form a 
definite part of the rehabilitation 
program.

Much of the Rehabilitating cost 
is paid by ineome from the annual 
prison rodeo.

The rehabilitation program is, 
briefly, the many-sideid task of 
providing opportunities so that any 
pri.*oner who desires to improve 
him.«elf may do so.

The "rehab” activities embrace 
general and vocational education, 
library operation, recreation. Tar- 
ious medical aids, and religious 
services and counseling.

A typical report, covering the 
activities of January and Febru­
ary, I5»53, indicates that the Pri­
son System’s five chaplains con­
ducted 7K pdigious services, show­
ed in.spirational films to 6,000 pri­
soners, conducted 450 individual 
conferences, and handled 192 let­
ter.- or telephone caHs about the 
per-onal problems of inmates.

In vocational training, 16 trades 
now are taught, including new 
courses in sign painting a n d  
welding. There are more than 150 
men enrolled in vocational corres- 
iwndence Rourses and 116 atteiiB 
classes.

The total enrollment in academic 
education is 1,800 students, only 
415 of whom are on the compul­
sory, or illiterate, level.

With the approval of the Texas 
Legislature, Mr. Elis began a 
thorough reform of the State’s 
prisons in 1948. This reformation 
ha* extended to improvement of 
inmate’s living conditions, rehabili­
tation of the prisoners, better sel­
ection, training, and compensation
