»dy going into the bull frog busi
ness, for rain has not been suffi-
cient. Yet these little showers we
are xo!tmg certainly puts new life
in growing crops and gardens.

We do not have what is termad
a “boitom season”, but we do have
a fair top season and with contin-
ued showers we may grow some
good crops.
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One out of every three persons
in Eastland county is a car own-
er. This includes men, women and
children. We remember registering
a car in this county some thirty
years ago, and remember that our
number was 165. At (hat time
there were about 40 people for
each car. Nobody but rich people

and foolish newspaper reporters
owned them.
How we ever came into pos-

sesion of ohe is a deep seated mys-
tery. Rich people paid cash for
their cars, but we were far from
rich. The onl) way we can figure
it out is that some finance com-
pany must have taken a “liking"’
to us and let us scatter payments
over a period of months—maybe
years.

Financing in those days was not
s0 easy as they are today. As we
remember we paid about 146 per
cent interest in those days, which
of course included inspection, com-
missions, liability and the interest,
all in one lump.

In those Wwe cranked a car
by hand and net by foot or finger.
We cranked that thing we had, on
cold mornings, until our eyes pop-
ped out. Twenty minutes cranking
would enable you to ride a mile
if the *“gooser” was in good con-
Adition, otherwise you would re-
move the spark plugs and spit on
them. If this failed you would
jack up a “hind” wheel do some
more high powered cranking.

One thing the car would not
do was pass a garage. If you tried
it you were in for trouble, for it
automatically turned in and if you
held her straight she wouli die.
And garage men charged more for
service when they had to walk
out to the street to do the work
Usually you didn’t need very much
but enough ¢o delay you and paci-
fy the car,

On one occasion we remember
finding & man who was driving a
big car all bogged down in the
mud on the roadbed of what ir
now the Breckenridge highway. Tt
appeared that he was hopelessly
stuck, and rain was pouring straig-
ht down,

We were riding in ruts abou’
18 inches deep and knew we could
not hope to bounce our little Mode'
T out of them. So we backed up 2
few hundred vards and made a
run for it, and when we got to a
place where ruts were no more
than a foot deep we gave the
steering wheel a quick spin and
out she came, We cut new ruts
to where the stalled car was and
the man asked for help.

Modestly we. told the man our
car was small and light, but we
would try. We got our pliers and
took down a half mile of barbed
wire fence and tied the cars to-

gether. (No bumpers in those
dnys.) We told him to get in his
car and start the motor. Our Mo-
del T wheezed a few times and
then we saw the big car was mov-
ing forward. Over the hill we went
with steam and water from our
radiator blinding us, We stopped
cutting the wirey while
the man stood in the rain and
cried as w ‘his heart would
break.

Cough Can Be
Symptom Of
" Serious Ills

A cough Is just a Symptom and
n« a disease, says Dr. Geo. W
Cox. State Health Officer. Tt is
an indication that something is
wrong in the body’s respiratory
tract or breathing tube.

When object obstructs the

respiratory passage a cough is na-
reflex to remove the obstru-

ture’
ction. Such a cough is simple and
transient. The same thing hdp-
pens when the throat or lower
passages are irritated’ during a
cold, whooping cough, asthma,
smoking, low humidity and dust.
A cough can be produced by
more serious cgnditions such as tu-

berculosis or ! cancer. Constant
coughing brings on fatigue as a
persons’ rest is affected by the
constant hacking.

A prolonged cough might indi-
eate chronic bronchitis, a condition
which in most cases is secondary
to an infection elsewhere, such as
the nose, throat or sinuses, Mucous
draining-into the throat may cause |
such irritation tha! the victim may
involuntarily cough repeatedly to
bring up the material.

Hoarseness is produced by per- |
sistent eoughing in some persons.
Hoarseness is a symptom of an
inflamed larnyx. Hoarsenness last-
ing for gix weeks or more is a
serious syr ptom suggesting can-
cer, and must not be disregarded.

No persistent cough should be

ed. The nature of the in-
fection and its location 7 be
shown by an examination the
material expelled, and a
examination by the family physi-
cian will determine the cause and
give a basis for treatment.
