Persons wishing to obtain com
missions as notaries public for the
beinnium starting June 1, may deo
so by making aprlication anytime
up to May 23, according to an-

nouncement by Johnson Smith,
Eastland County clerk, at East-
land.

Applications, accompanied by a
fee of $1.5 should be made to the
county clerk in which the person
to be commissioned is a resident.
List of those applying will be for-
warded to Secretary of State Ho-
ward Carney for appointment,

Persons who now hold notary
rublic commissions and who wish
to be re-appointed must quality
by filing an oath and bond with
the county clerk of their residence
between June 1 and June 10 Smith
said. He explained that ¢he law
requires county clerks to approve
notary bonds and individuals
should not send money or requests
for commissions direct to the sec-
retary of state. All notary matiers
can be received by the sercetary
of state only after county clerks
have acted -on them.

Requirements for appointments
as a notary public are that the
person be 21 years old and a resi-
dent of the county for which he
is appointed.
