Trap Rain And

’ Trap that rain! Hike that yield I
The.-e phrases may wax heavy 

with the refrains o f the familiar 
spiritual, "O le ’ Man River,”  but 
they carry more expression f o r  
the experienced winter wheat 
grower.

Grower!, who started to farm in 
the last 10 years, have known the 
lush years when it was easy to 
make a crop, .says Capper’s Farm­
er. But it takes a lot more skill to 
get the job done when rains are 
less favorably spaced and smaller 
in total.

Wheat fanners who have been 
at it a quarter o f a century know 
that In years with lets rain the 
best yields come from land that 
has been managed to trap water 
from all big rains that fall before 
wheat if sowed.

They say you can trap rain by 
keeping four or five inches o f top­
soil loose and cloddy, ready to 
grab an inch o f rain thlH pours 
down in 30 minutes. Only t h e  
water you trap does you any good.

•And the old timers say stubble 
is one o f your best helpers.
