Social Security
Tax Rate Due To
Jump In January

The social security tax rate for
persons whose work counts toward
oldage and survivors insurance
will increase on the first of Janu-
ary, manager of the Abilene social
security office told this newspaper
| today.

“This imcrease in tax contribu
tion is in accordance with the 1950
amendments to the social security
law, and was enacted by Congress
in anticipation of fulure obliga
tions of the program”, he said.

Employees in jobs covered by
the law will have two percent in-
stead of the present one and one-
half percent deducted from their
pay beginning with the first of
| January up to earnings of 3600 a

yvear; their employers will contri-
| bute an equal amount.

The new rates will apply to all
taxable wages paid after Dec. 31,
1953, regardless of when earned.

The social security tax for the

self-employed will increase fron
| the present two and one-fourth
percent Lo three percent, for the
period commencing Jan. 1, 1954.
Since the self-employed whose
work is covered by the law pay
their tax just once yearly at the
| time of filing their Federal income
| tax return, they will pay the pre-
| sent two and ene-four.h percent
social security tax on their 1953
income that counts toward social
security. Thig will be due not later
than March 15, 1964, Their first
payments at the increhsed rate of
three percent will be due March
15, 1955, for the calendar year
1954.

In the meantime the Internal
Revenue Service reports that em-
ployers are being furnished with
income tax withholding tables and
Federal Insurance Contributions
Act (social security taxes) tables
reflecting rates applicable next
vea.',

AUSTIN — The latest tabula-
tion of Texas hunting season fatal-
ities shows a total of nineteen
from bolh gunfire and drowning,
according to the executive secre-
tary of Game and Fish Commis-
sion,

The last previous report made

catalities,

Six of the eight additional
deaths were from drownings of
duek hunters. Two hunters, a fath-
er and . son, drownéd in North

Concho Lake near Abilene. Two
men drowned while hunting in
Galveston Bay. A Dallas man

irowned while hunting in Breck-
enridge city reservoir. A 17-year-
old Weslaco bey drowned in try-
ing to retrieve a wounded coot.
The gunfire deaths involved a
Waco railroadman shot in the back
and killed when he apparently
stepped into. the line of fire of a
22 rifle held by a 14-year-old boy,
who was shooting 4. u rabbit, and
4 Dumas pharmacist who shot him-
