For over three years, the Lub-
bock NOW Times has been the voice
of feminism and simple humanity in
a city where the voice of reason is
seldom otherwise heard. A succes-
sion of dedicated editors,--Jane
Seaver, Pam Brink, and now Marie
Pedesco--and many members of their
staffs have tried to produce a paper
of the highest attainable quality--
with some success in this observer's
opinion.

Burden of Cost

A number of local merchants have
provided needed monetary support.
But the NOW Times has not achieved
financial self-sufficiency, and the
cost of our extendedccirculation--
some five hundred copies a month,
while local membership is less than
one hundred--has long been a heavy
burden on Lubbock NOW. Sharply
rising production and mailing costs,
coupled with less than adequate ad-
vertising revenue, have at last made
that burden unsupportable.

Politics in March

The March Program Meeting will
feature a forum attended by vari-
ous Lubbock political candidates.
Audience members will be encouraged
to question the candidates about
their views on women's issues.

What is to be done? Unless the
Lubbock NOW Times can quickly achieve
financial self-sufficiency or some-
thing close to it, it must almost
certainly become again simply an
internal newsletter, a mimeographed
sheet containing little more than
notices of chapter events distributed
only to members.

The staff can do something. We
have launched a campaign to sell
more advertising at slightly in-
creased, but still very reasonable,

Just a year ago, Missouri was
generally considered arid ground
for ratification of the Equal Rights
Amendment, The seven-year history
of rejection by the General Assembly,
except for approval once by the
House, dictated a mood of gloom,
Proponents debated whether the issue
should be shelved until after the
1980 election,

Following several unexpected
developments that translate into
a broader base of support for the
legislation; it appears members of
the General Assembly will be asked
to stand up and be counted before
they go home to the voters, They
should be, The ERA is a significant
issue in Missouri and citizens on
both sides have a right to a clear
answer as to where their representa-
tives stand., A recorded vote
trumpets that answer where campaign
speeches often tumble about in a
fog of rhetoric,

ground for ERA ratification was the
spring formation of People for
Constitutional Progress under the
leadership of Charles E, Curry,
Kansas City business and civic
leader and Temocratic national
committeeman from Missouri, Battle-
weary proponent organizations got
more than just fresh troops when
Curry and colleagues joined the
campaign, Organized labor's sup-
rort has held firm, For the first
