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For School Incorporation.

I was glad to note The Mail’s > 
suggestions last week about in­
corporating the school district, i 
with a view to building a new 
school house. I suppose nonej 
will presume to say that the| 
school house we have is “ goodj 
enough for a while yet.”  If so,| 
let them visit the school some! 
day, especially when the weather 
is windy or cold. '^The house is 
very inconveniently arranged, | 
has large cold rooms, and can; 
not be closed of nitrhts and dur­
ing vacations to protect the' 
inside properly y Through thej 
summer, it is simply a public | 
“ play-house”  for children. But| 
few have the least idea of whatj 
an awful condition it is in when 
time comes to begin school in the 
fall. The windows and doors are 
all wrecked beyond repair. Be­
sides all this, we now have the 
house seated to its utmost capac­
ity, for 300 pupils; and have an 
enrollment of about 310, with 
new ones coming in every few 
days. If there are as many peo­
ple here at the time of the next 
scholastic enumeration a s are 
now here the funds will be suffi­
cient for the employment of six 
teachers next year, and the num­
ber of pupils will certainly de­
mand it. Would you think of 
adding to the present building? 
No, no, no!

Now, back to the question of 
incorporation. I hope all under­
stand that the object of incorpor­
ation is for SCHOOL PURPOSES, 
ONLY, and is not related in the 
least to municipal incorp>oration. 
When done, it doesn’t cost the 
citizens an extra cent, only as it 
is voted by t w o - t h ir d s  majority 
of the resident tax-payers; and 
where is the man who is not will­
ing to be governed by a two- 
thirds majority of h is  fellow 
citizens?

Incorporation simply gives you 
the PRIVILEGE of voting an annu­

al tax of 25 cents on $100 for 
building purposes, or of voting 
bonds for same. You could vote 
85,000 or $6,000 worth of 20 year 
4 per cent bonds, and the annual 
tax necessary to redeem them 
w'ould be but a trifle. Moreover, 
incorporation gives s e v e r a l  
weighty advantages other than 
that of building. The district 
has reached the stage of ad­
vancement where it should be 
incorporated whether there i s 
any building done or not. It 
gives the privilege of voting 25 
cents instead of 20 cents on the 
$100 for current school expenses. 
It also provides for six trustees 
instead of three. Thwe is also a 
“ president of the board,”  who 
does not vote except in case of a 
tie. Every school of this size, 
and larger, should have such a 
board. “ In multitude of counsel 
there is safety.”  Also it pro­
vides for the election of trustees 
in December instead of April, 
thereby removing the probability 
of making the election of some 
teacher t h e  leading issue in 
trustee election, as is common 
custom in many places.

Time and space deny me the 
privilege of stating here other 
benefits to be derived frow incor­
poration. The right thing to do 
is, first incorporate the district, 
then take up the question of 
building and put it through or 
vote it down, as the two-thirds 
may desire.

Let those who are interested 
rally to the cause.

not by any means impose a bur­
den upon the people. The law 
limits the privileges attempted to 
be assumed under circumstances 
of this kind.

$200, and what is $200, or even
double that amount, to a district
five miles square? This is the
sum total of expense that w'ould
result from incorporation. To
build a school building would
enhance the value of all property
many times greater than the cost
of incorporation and expense of
maintaining a n independent
school district. It would give us
a name abroad that would be the
