IRE AT SWEETWATER.
Thirteen Business Houses Destroy­

ed with Little Insurance.
A very destructive fire visited 

our neighbor, Sweetwater, Tues­
day night which burned the en­
tire block of business houses on 
the west side of the square, thir- 
'een houses in all. The origin of 
the fire is unknown, but it is 
thought to be the work of an in­
cendiary. The fire caught be­
tween a drug store and grocery, 
and wdien discoverd had gained 
such headway that all efforts to 
check it w’erc futile.

The buildings burned were all 
irame structures except one, the 
oriel: on the comer owned and 
occupied by Trammel & McCaul- 
;ey. Bankers. This building was 
fully insured, but the others w«re 
ilmost a total loss, including the

rebuilt, and it is rumored that 
rock buildings wall take the place 
of the former wixiden structures. 
There is a great amount of recu­
perative |X)W’ers about all West 
Texas towns, and Sw’eetw’ater is 
no exception. May she come up 
from the ashes.

From present appearances it 
seems there is an epidemic of 
incendiarism thniughout t h i s  
Western country, and what towm 
w'ill be the next victim there is 
no way of finding out. Certain 
it is that some dastardly work is 
being done. Many people hold 
to the theory that the “ floating”  
population are doing the W’ork 
for the purpose of pilfering, and 
their belief is not unfounded. 
There w’ere more strange faces in 
Merkel on the night of the fire 
than were ever seen here before, 
and many of them w'ere surprised 
at the work of pilfering, w'hile 
others w'ould not turn a hand to 
help save property unless they 
were paid to do so. Other towns 
along the T. A P. should keep a 
close watch on this shifting shift­
less class of humanity.

A petition is in circulation 
Msking th e  County .Judge to 
ttrder an election in this precinct 
for the purpose of voting on an 
independent school|di8trict. The

miles square, the limit of the law 
governing such districts. If the 
petition is presented to you, sign 
it, and thus perform the very 
best service possible f o r  the 
town.

not the district shall be incorpor­
ated, and if this carries we* have: 
the further privilege of voting an
additional tax for school purpos­
es, either to maintain the school^ 
or to build a new house. The; 
taxable values of the district are' 
larger than one would suppose.} 
A  tax of 20c on the SlOO valúa-! 
tion would bring in a yearly j 
dividend sufficient to pay all in-j 
terest and create a surplus fundj 
that would liquidate $10,000 of 4; 
per cent bonds in 20 years. Be­
sides, we would have the benefit 
of the increase in taxable values, 
which, because of the rapid de­
velopment of the town and coun­
try, would become larger from 
year to year, and the bonds 
could be paid off in much less 
time than stated. But we do not 
need |such a tax as this for the 
purpose o f building a school 
house alone; between $5,000 and 
$7,000 would be sufficient. This 
estimate was made merely to 
show what could be done. In 
this way the burden would not 
fall upon any one’s shoulders, 
whereas, if we attempt to build a 
new school house, or even repair 
the old one, the burden will fall 
heavily upon the few who have 
the best interests of the town and 
school at heart. Now, if your 
property is valued at $1,000 and; 
a tax of 20c is voted in you’d; 
only have to pay $2.00 yearly! 
for the length of time necessary | 
to liquidate the bonds. This' 
would be $40 for 20 years, an! 
amount which any of us should! 
be willing to pay when the good |

ed. It is a daily complaint from 
pupils attending the public school 
that the building is uncomforta­
ble, and all are aware that to put 
the building in good condition 
and at the same time make it 
larger would require a consider­
able outlay of money. It is out 
of the question at this time. 
Therefore, we have the alternat­
ive of voting a tax that would 
enable us to erect a building that 
would be the pride of the entire 
community, and at a cost of only 
a few cents to each individual. 
This would be the best day’s 
work we could possibly do.

The circulation of the petition 
is merely to feel of the public 
pulse.
