Corn is one of our most valuable
crops and subject to fewer casu-
| alities than any other staple, ex-
icept cotton.

l Wheat bran and oats mixed
forms an excellent feed for horses
or colts, or any other live stock
that will eat it. The mixture
should be fed moist. The bran
causes horses to eat slower, and
masticate the oats better, and
any horse that will not thrive on
this sort of food, needs some

sort of medicine *‘‘to loosen his
hide.”’

Hogs are omniverous, and as a
result are always on the outlook
for condiments to neutralize the
disagreeable properties of the
feed, and enhance the pleasures
of the palate. In their search
for such condiments, if they can-
not find what they need, they
will take what they can find, and
frequently they take that which
is not best for them.

A compound of charcoal, salt,
lime and wood ashes has been
found to be good for the appetite
and digestion of hogs, and if this
is supplied in abundance they
will not go after other less bene-
fioial substances. This com-
pound should be kept where the
hogs canfget it whenever they
think they need it.

As a rule, fall,grown grain, es-
pecially oats are 10t planted ear-

ly enough. If planted by the
middle of October there is time
for root-expansion and to grow
enough top to protect against |
'freezes. But late planting is not |
the only difficulty in the way of
success. Bad, slipshod planting
is generally expensive planting.
Grain sowed broadcast and disk-
ed, or harrowed must have
favorable seasons to do well, and
favorable seasons will not do to
depend on. Drilling is always
better than broadcasting. It
takes less seed to begin with, and
insures a better stand. When
the seed is scattered at all depths,
from four inches to the very sur-
face, can a good stand be reason-
ably expected? Press drills put
all the seed the same depth and
presses the soil about them, so
that every sound seed has an
equal chance to come up and
grow off. It is the plants from
shallow planted seed that freeze
out, and dry out, having no
depth of root, and but little top.

Bones, even dried ones, con-
tain all the elements of fertility
required by the soil except pot-
ash. This can be supplied by
composting the bones with un-
leached wood ashes and giving
the pile a good wetting. Exactly
how the ashes operste to disin-
tegrate the bones is not definitely
settled, but the fact is well known
that the bones are broken down
and softened. During the pro-
cess, however, the compost should
be well covered with ecoarse sta-
ble manure, rotted straw, or even
sods of surface soil to prevent
loss of nitrogen which will be set
free by the  resulting fermenta-
tion. Whether any chemical

change takes place in the phos-
phate of lime in the bones or not
we do not know, but their soften-
ing and comminution renders
their constituents more available
as plant food. 1t will pay far-
mers to collect scattered bones
whenever convenient, compost
them wtth wood ashes and stable
manure, and apply to their fields.
It is especially valuable for all
grain crops, as well as tree fruits.
