Temple, April 3.— Dr. A. C. Scott, 
vice-chairman of the Texas prison 
commission, has sent hia resignation 
to Governor Dan Moody. Pressure of 
private affairs and inability to agree 
with “ controlling influences of the leg­
islature in regard to prison reform” 
were his reasons for resigning.

Dr. Scott told the governor he de­
clined to become a party to the “ ex­
pensive piece of patchwork,”  his char­
acterization of prison relief legislation 
enacted by the recently adjourned 
special session of the legislature.

“ The legislature,”  he said, “ has 
made it mandatory that much of the 
money appropriated shall go into per­
manent improvements at the old 
Huntsville prison, and certain farms 
down in the Brazos bottoms; and it is 
obvious that the purpose is to defeat' 
permanently ail efforts to centralize i 
and modernize the prison system.

Capacity of Concho 
' Plant to Be Doubled
Abilene, April 3.— With more than 

100 men working full time, construc­
tion on the Concho Generating Sta­
tion enlargement in San Angelo, Tex­
as, which will more than double the 
output capacity of the plant, will be 

• completed by April 10th, according to 
engineer reports o f the West Texas 
Utilities company.

The project which will, when com­
pleted, add 15,000 kilowatts to the 
present 10,000 kw facilities, entails 
the enlargement of the building and 
accompanying substation. The boiler 
room has been extended 25 ft. by 115 
ft. and the switch room 40 by 50 feet. 
Included with the addition o f the 15,- 
OOC unit are raw water filters, a wat­
er distilling tank, two boilers o f 1,000 
horsepower each, a steam turbine, and 
condenser all of which have been com­
pleted. The men, at present, are work­
ing on the various pipe connections in 
the building and are completing the 
piping system in the new mammoth 
spray pond.

lia* proved satisfactory for fall and 
whiter eçg production at the Ohio ex* 
periiftent station, and is beiug used by 
inariyl successful poultrymen.

The only change in the ali mash for 
production, according to D. C. 

Kennard, station poultryman, is to in­
crease the meat scraps from & to 10 
per cent and decrease the com from 
70 to 65 per cent Coarsely ground 
wheat may be used Instead of mid­
dlings In the mash. And for best re­
sults, Mr. Kennard would also use 
uiilk in some form.

Success with all-mash feeding the 
laying pullets, especially for winter 
eggs, la largely determined by Mie 
kind of mixture and manner of feed 
Ing I t  The mash should be as gran 
olar as possible rather than Onely 
ground. A suitable type of feeder 
should provide 20 to 24 feet of eat 
log space per lOU pullets. Fresh mash 
should be fed daily in the evening, tin- 
amount being about what will be con 
sumed during the next 24 hours.

Electric lights may be used to ad 
vantage. A warm, moist mash fed In 
the evening, especially in cold weath­
er. may prove beneficial.

Details relative to the all-mush 
method of feeding layers may be had 
by writing the Uhio experiment sta­
tion at Wooster.

The iiullei 
that Is hatched from any particular 
egg lends to lay the same type egg as 
that from which she came. Succes'sful 
poultrymen Dike advantage of this 
fact and select only typical, large, 
uniformly colored eggs when setting 
the Incubator. Since sires, too. excri 
an influence npon the tyi>e of egg laid 
by the pullets, males selected for the 
breeding |>ens are from ancestors that 
were noted for their heavy production 
of large, uniformly colored aud shaped 
egge.

There Is an old Gerin.'in adage 
which wlien translated reads, “As the 
bird, so is the egg.” It probably was 
not originated for poultrymen alone, 
but it holds great signitlcance fur 
them.

Vitaminfrs for Fowls
Vltamlnes siiould not worry the 

good poultryman so much in summer 
us In winter. Qreen foods and sun 
shine supply the vltaiuincs tliat lire 
most apt to be lucking in the winter 
ration. During the early spring 
months these factors are apt to he 
lacking unless the poultryman takes 
special pains to see that the birds 
have green stuff and sunshine.

TON-LITTERS MAKE
PROFITABLE PORK

Best Returns on Pigs When 
Fed to Full Capacity.

rr<Nlu<-lng a *ton-llttpr” of hogs^ 
mcunliig a single litter which will 
weigh a total of 2,d<X) poiimlx or more 
wliiMi IHO days old—Is more than a 
merely spectacular stunt which en­
titles Its (lerformer to membership in 
an agricultural honor club and may 
cost him more money than It brings 
in. Baising ton-litters is profltable,
nccordtiig to testimony of men who
have raise-d them and wlio are now 
members of the Ohio Ton-Lltter 
Honor club, sponsored by the agrl-
culiiintl extension service of the Ohio 
Slate imtverslt'y here. These men
have reported to J. W. Wulchet, swine 
s|»eciullst in tlie department of animal 
Iiuslmndry, that their ton-lliters have 
lieen the most profltable hogs ever 
produced on their farms.

"The reason Is that the principles 
of pnidui'ing ton-lltiers are the same 
as those of producing pork profltahly 
In any amount," says Wulchet. "For 
one thing, it takes a large iiunilier of 
pigs In the litter to weigh a ton, and 
our re«'ords show that tlie cost of 
productiiig KNi pounds of |H>rk de- 
liends primarily on the numis-r of pigs 
marketed, per litter.

"In the second place, pigs which 
gain nio-t mpiilly make their gains 
oil the Kiiiallest amount of fee<I, time 
ami liilHir, Hogs are pork-prodneing 
niuchiiu‘s, and like other iiiacliines, 
ois-riitc most efiblenlly and eco- 
nonilcally when openiting at full ca- 
¡ai-lty. .\nd if fisl to cupai'Ity for 
tin' 111« st rapbl gii'iis, they roucli th« 
r.arkct at a more advantageous lime 
than If they were given a !iinlt»-d rn- 
tleii and to'ik more time to get ready 
for ni.irkft.’*

While In contliiuous use. old hog 
lots and houses muy hecoine centers 
for external parasites swell ns lice and 
mange mites aud more deuth-dealiiig 
microscopic organisms, those that 
cause pig diseasi-s such ns scurvy, 
scours, Infectious nasal catarrh, hron- 
chltlg. Infectious odeina, swine peat, 
undesirable seipiels to wound Infec­
tions. eczema, necrohaclllosis of the 
skin, nose, stomach, ami Intestines, 
and various types of pneiimoiila. Be­
sides all these trouliles, there are the 
ever-present round worm eggs.

Hog Cholera Prevented
by Right Use of Serum

I.et us not forpet that hog cholera 
has not lH*e;» entirely and completely 
eraiiicati'd In this country. I.et us not 
forget also that the disease may be 
easily prevented liy making pigs Itn- 
nuiiie with the prop«-r use of .serum 
and vims. I.et us keep In mind that 
after the disease gels a giwid start In 
a herd of pigs there Is little that can 
he done to stop It. While we are at 
It let us he reminded that it costs lesa 
to Imuiune weanling pigs than ir>0- 
IKiiind shonta. They are also more 
easily handled.

Feeding Orphan Lamb
I f the orphan lamb cannot be given 

to another ewe. It may be rals«*tl sat­
isfactorily on a bottle. Of course It 
Is better to get nimtlier ewe to adopt 
the lamb If possible. When necessary 
to raise a lamb on a bottle. It will 
need to be fed several limes a day at 
first. The numl>er of fe«*dings may 
l>e rediyed until by the time the lamb 
la six weeks old, three or four times 
a day will be sufficient. A creep 
should he provided where some ground 
iraia n>ajr be kept for the laxaba.
