Mrs. Ferguson has a winning av­
erage of .500, as she won two and lost 
two of her previous campaigns for 
governor. Jim won two out of three 
races he made, but he bore the brunt 
of all seven political battles for a 
combined win of four against three 
losses. That is considered a remark­
able record for any family or cam­
paigner.

It was in 1924 that Mrs. Fergu­
son first offered for governor, and 
she defeated Felix Robertson for the 
nomination and the late Dr. George 
C. Butte, republican nominee, in the 
election. She was defeated by Dan 
Moody in 1926 and by Ro.s.s Sterling 
in lO.'lO, but she came back in 1932 
and defeated Sterling in his race for 
re-election.

Jim Ferguson was successful in 
1914 and 1916, only to be removed by 
impeachment in 1917. He ran un­
successfully in 1918 against W. P. 
Hobby who as lieutenant-governor 
had succeeded him when he was im­
peached.

Home-Owners Must 
Render Places Before 

May 1 for Exemption
Property must be rendered for ad 

valorem taxes by May 1, or owners 
will suffer penalties, warns County 
Tax Assessor-Collector C. 0 . Patter­
son.

After the end of April, all prop­
erty not rendered by the owners will 
be listed on the unrendered roll, 
and a penalty of 20 per cent o f its 
value will be assessed.

Also, home-owneis must render 
their places for homestead exemp­
tions by May 1, or they will not be

listed as such. Homesteads, when 
rendered and identified as such, are 
not subject to the state ad valorem 
tax.

Homesteads must be re-rendered 
every year, Patterson emphasises.

Each taxpayer was mailed a ren­
dition blank with his tax statement 
last fall, and a Ixrge number filled 
these blanks in when paying taxes. 
If this was not done then, it should 
be attended to immediately, said 
Patterson.
