Both Stith Gin and Merkel Co-Op Gin crews would 
be finished with ginning Tuesday and Planter’s Gin 
has another 200 m o d u li waiting to be ginned.

The Merkel Gin w ill finish the year at 5560 bales 
ginned Their season was shorten^ somewhat when 
installation of equipment was not completed until the 
ginning season had started.

At Stith Gin, Finley Barnett told the Mail Monday 
that they only had about ten bales left in the yard 
and had a few remnants to put together. He said

City manager meets

Canada remains an impor­
tant exponer o f natural gas 
and some liquid petroleum to 
the U S Current long-standing 
contracts call for <. anadian ex­
ports o f  up to I trillion cubK 
feet o f natural gas per year to 
the U.S.. making up 5 percent 
of our domestic consumption. 
The actual amount o f  Cana­
dian liquid petroleum exported 
to the U S. (about 100.000 bar­
rels per day) is less signiHcant 
in terms o f overall supply than 
in Its importance in easing a 
critical transportation bot­
tleneck to the northern states

On another front, Canada 
recently took the position that 
they would not make up the 
shortfall o f  gram exports to 
Russia caused by the AmerK-an 
embargo pirecipitated by the in­
vasion o f  Afghanistan

While we might wish tliat 
our neighbor would join us in 
actual econom ic sanctions 
against Iran or m stopping 
tlyeir own scheduled gram sales 
to Russia, we cannot quarrel 
that when AmerKan lives were 
involved —  SIX o f  them — they 
stood strong and tall on oer 
side. That stand should not be 
minimucd —  or forfoiten

Speaking at the recent Texas Fish Farm ing 
Conference at Texas A4M University, Dr. Robert W. 
Brick, assistant professor with the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station, said interest in freshwater 
shrimp production is growing in Texas. However, 
general lack of experience in the field seems to be a 
problem for potential farmers The conference was 
sponsored by the Texas Agricu ltural Extension 
Service and the Fish Farmers of Texas. Inc.

Brick said freshwater shrimp production can be 
profitable in com m ercial operations or in a 
recreational program  Some producers charge 
fishermen a fee for trapping out shrimp

Referring to exte.isive shrimp farming in Hawaii, 
Brick said a type of river shrimp are used most often 
in commercial production because they are hardy 
and good producers This strain of shrimp can 
withstand extremes of oxygen and high tempera­
tures Me also said they mature sexually, mate and 
spawn quickly in a pond

Requirements for shrimp farmers are much like 
catfish operations, according to Brick. Shrimp are 
raised in ponds and will eat most any k i^  of 
material in the pond, but shrimp raised in an unfed, 
fertilized pond also do well.

Harvesting is easiest if shrimp are collected as the 
pond drains Producers in Hawaii rarely drain their

Meat Preservation As Sausages 
Can Help Cut Energy Usage

An method of
iitcal preservation, sausage 
making. liMiks increasingly at­
tractive because of space-age 
technology and scarce, expen­
sive energy.

Sausages are not just the 
pork panics or links that 
many Americans eal with 
their hteaklasl.

Ac'lually, sausages include 
ail meat pioducis that are 
ground, chopped, mixed and/ 
or seasoned and i Ik' ii encased 
lo retain shape A wide 
vaih'ty of elhnic I'imhIs are 
sausages, such as hratwursi, 
hologna. h4M.kwursi, salami, 
weiiK'rs. Iu ik Iicoii meals, 
canned pasta, chill. spKcd 
ham. cic.

Sausages are said lu be the 
oldest prefunnulaled conven­
ience food: no bone, easy to 
carry and keep, and easy to 
eat, hoi or cold.

Though many forms of 
sausage in the U. S. now 
require refrigeration, they 
have gotten away from the 
original purpose of sausage, 
according to Dr Robert Ter­
rell, who is in charge of 
txperimeni Station research 
to improve sausage technolo­
gy al Texas A&M University.

“ Since the ability of pro­
tein to bind is such an impor- 
lani quality in sausage pro­
duction, we have evaluated 
many non-muscle proteins for 
the:r ability to bind meal

ponds, but rather harvest every four weeks during 
their continuous growing season. They harvest by 
pulling a mesh net across the pond and pulling out 
only the shrimp ready for market. The rest are put 
back only to be collected when they get larger.

Marketing shrimp seems to be no problem. Brick 
said, because they are a luxury fo ^ .  In Hawaii, 
whole shrimp sell for about $5 a pound. Consumers 
outside Louisiana and Hawaii prefer to buy only the 
middle portion and tail of the shrimp so actually 
these consumers are willing to pay about SIO a 
pound

Production in Hawaii averages about 3,000 pounds 
whole shrimp per acre per year. There prcxlucers 
harvest all year m contrast to Texas where shrimp 
production is limited to a five or six-month growing 
season. Texas production averages about 1,000 
pounds of whole shrimp per acre per year

Factors affecting production include temperature, 
water quality, management of ponds, and density 
and size of shrimp stocked in a pond. To increase 
production per pond. Hawaiian producers hang mesh 
nets in the ponds so shrimp can climb the nets and 
increase pond capacity.

Brick said more work needs to be done on 
improving shrimp shell peeling in processing plants 
Freshwater shrimp have a tougher shell than marine 
shrimp, so equipment used for marine shrimp is not 
well-suited for freshwater types.

If you still have some doubts about whether you 
can do it or not. Brick reported on a man who raises 
shrimp in tubs in the basement of his home.

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USDA starting 60 day public 
review of conservation

This waak la the tU rt of a 6(Hlay public review 
period durinc which time interested people are being 
asked to comment on the direction they think future 
U.S. Department of Agricu lture conservation 
programs should take.

Tbe public review period starts January 28 and 
ends Aterch 28.

Four draft documents describing the nation’s 
nonfederal soil and water resources, their condition, 
projected demands, and seven proposed alternative 
strategies can be reviewed at the Soil Conservation 
Service, Room 2202 Federal Building.

Kenneth Cash said the proposals for a national soil 
and water conservation program were developed by 
a coordinating committee made up of members from 
nine U.S. D etr im en t of Agriculture agencies plus 
the Office of Management and Budget and the 
Council on Environmental Quality. The process, 
mandated by the Soil and W ater Resources 
Conservation Act of 1977 (RCA), included considera­
tion of public input from 9,000 public meetings held in 
the United States during 1978.

The Act directs the USDA to appraise the condition 
of the nation’s renewable natural resources and to 
propose alternative progranu to ^ id e  the nation's 
conservation activities. The appraisal revealed that 
one-third of the nation’s cropland-136 m illion 
acres~is eroding at an excessive rate.

Basic information about the RCA process and 
proposals nuiv be seen in four documents:

The firs t document, D raft Appraisal Part I, 
describes the status and condition of our natural 
résout ces and provides information on their quantity 
and quality and major uses of nonfederal land. The 
com pleted draft identifies national conservation 
objectives for:

Reducing erosion and preserving prime farm­
lands; Improving water quality; Consei*ving water; 
Improving fish and wildlife habitat, including the 
preservation of wetlands; Reducing upstream flood 
dam ages; Conserving energy; Solving related 
resource problems.

The second document. Draft Appraisal Part II, 
projects demands on soil and water resources to the 
year 2030 and suggests levels of management that 
could be used to preserve these resources. It also 
summarizes trends in rural land ownership and 
describes the contribution o f state and local 
programs to soil and water conservation.

The third document. P rogram  Report and 
Environmental Impact Statement, outlines seven 
possible approaches-called alternative strategies- 
for changing USDA conservation programs and 
outlines the probable environmental impact.

The fourth document. Summary of Appraisal, 
Parts I and II, and Program Report is a brief 
summary of the other three documents.

During the public review period, three public 
meetings will be held in Texas to discuss content of 
the documents and provide an opportunity for 
comments. The m eeting will be held in Arlington on 
February 26; Lubbock, March 4; and San Antonio, 
March 6.

Interested citizens are invited to send written 
comments about the documents or suggestions about 
future conservation programs to the RCA Respon^ 
Analysis Center, P.O. Box 888, Athens, (Georgia 
30603.

A U S T I N - T h e  Federal 
Trade Commiasion has issued 
s final rule which requires 
disclasure of energ>- efficieney 
ratinga and costs for seven 
categories of appliances.

Regardless of our concern 
about energy- consumption 
and conservation, the purpose 
of the rule will not be achieved 
unless consumers are aware of 
its e x i s t e n c e  and are  
sufficiently informed about its 
pu rpoae and scope to be able to 
take advantage of the new 
information that will be 
provided

The primary purpose of the 
Commission's rule is to 
encourage consumers to 
comparison shop for energy 
efficient household appli­
ances The rule was promul­
gated under the Enrrgy 
Poiiey and Con»m-atum A ft 
passed by Congress in 
I>ecember. 1975 as s result of 
hearings which indicated that 
home appliances account fer a 
sixeable portion of American 
energy consumption.

The rule covers the 
follow-ing categor ies of 
appliances

1. R e f r ig e ra t o r s  and 
refrigerator freeiers

2. Freeiers
3. Dishwashers
4 Water heaters
5 Clothe^ washers
6. Room air condiuoners
7. Furjiaces
The rule does not cover five

categories of appliances:
1. Clothes dryers
2. Home heating equip­

ment
3. Television sets
4. Kitchen ranges and 

stoves
6. Humidiriers and dehu- 

midifieri_

Beginning in May, 1980. the 
rule requires that specific 
energy cost or efficiency 
information for the covered 
home appliances be disclosed 
at the “point of sale*, that is. at 
the place w iere consumers 
shop for appliances The 
information relating to energy- 
efficiency must be displayed 
on label* or .forts sAerts. The 
information must include I Da 
highlighted energy cost or 
efficiency disclooure. (2) a 
comparison of the labeled 
product's energy- cost or 
e f f i c i ency  wi th that of 
competing brands, and (31 a 
chart that permi ts an 
individual to estimate how- 
much It will cost to run the 
appliance each year

To en su re  that  the 
disclosures are meaningful, 
each appliance's energy- 
e f f i c i e n c y  and cost o f  
operation must be measured 
by means of a standardized 
test to be used by all 
manufacturers.

If the labeling program 
works as expected, the 
avai labi l ity of  this new 
information should enhance

They p r o v i d e  
many details about flo­
wer varieties such as 

I^color, height, planting 
,s-tips and season 0 f 

bloom.
Armed with this infor- 

^  mation, it is easy to pt|in 
well-arranged, attrac- 

"  tive garden, believes the 
Texas A liM  University 
System specialist.

Janne suggests being 
adventurous by select­
ing one or two new or 
d ifferen t varieties for 
your garden as conver­

sation pieces.
Another interesting 

variation is to plant a 
flower bed that gradu­
ally shades from red to 
rose to pink, using diffe­
rent shades of the same 
plant species. Petunias 
work well because there 
are so many varieties 
available.

Whether starting an­
nuals from  seed or 
purchasing s t a r t e d  
plants, develop a well- 
organized planting plan, 
suggests Janne. This 
enables you to make 
your purchases early  
and obtain q u a l i t y  
plants.

Price should not be a 
major factor when pur- 
chaising seeds or started 
plants, believes the hor­
ticulturist. Q u a l i t y  
plants, while slightly 
m ore expensive, w ill 
usually provide more 
beauty and satisfaction 
in the long run.

in Abilene.
•A person receives so­

cial security credit, and 
must pey social security 
taxes, if net earnini^ 
from self-employment 
amount to »400 or mure 
in a year. For 1979. a 
maximum of $22.900 can 
count for social security 
credit.

Anyone who has both 
wages and self-employ­
ment earnings covered 
by social security pays 
the self-employment tax 
only on the difference 
between his or her total 
wages and the social 
security maximum. The 
1979 self-em ploym ent 
tax rate is 8.1 percent

Even though a person 
msv own no federa l 
mix»ne tax. an income 
tax return must be filed 
if there are social se- I curity self-employment 
taxes due. This is true 
even if the person is 
getting social security 
benefits.
