Santa Fe freighter 
derails Sunday

Santa Fe’s 508 freighter headed for California went 
no further than four miles south of Merkel as 38 cars 
derailed at 9:55 a.m. Sunday morning. There were no 
injuries.

According to Sante Fe conductor Jess Alexander of 
flw— ‘*Rr«m my poaidan in the caboose, I saw 
a huge cloud of dust and I immediately contacted the 
persons in front, the train went into full automatic 
stop and we lost about 40 cars.”

A tank car loaded with Naptha, a petroleum based 
industrial cleanser, broke open and was allowed to 
spill its load through Sunday night. Naptha is the 
base chemical for lighter fluids. Santa Fe officials 
told the Mail that an area of less than 250 square feet 
was contaminated by the spill.

The derailment ripped up one quarter mile of 
freshly refinished track. Alexander told the Mail that 
the track was now “ one of the best portions of the 
Main Line on Santa Fe's Northern Route,”  and did 
not think the track had anything to do with the 
accident.

Santa Fe crews worked through the night and had 
service restored on the Main Line by 10:30 Monday 
morning. Company officials estimated 21 trains had 
been delayed throughout the system because of the 
accident.

Local church joining boycott threat
The Merkel Church of Christ has joined in with 

a petition campaign to clean up television according 
to minister Laiiry Gill.

The Joelton Church of Christ in Joelton, 
Tennessee, began the drive to attempt to collect

Derailment could have been worse
By G oy A. Richards

You may have read the headline in the Abilene 
paper, and most of the television stations used the 
opening tag of “ and dangerous gas leaked from a 
container.”

For a derailment that did about three-quarters of a 
million dollars in damage, the Sunday derailment 
was not such a big deal, environmentally speaking.

The chemical that spilled was Naptha. Naptha is a 
petroleum based, industrial cleanser. It is a highly 
flammable liquid and is the base product of charcoal 
starter fluids and l i f t e r  fluid. But as far as 
Chemicals go, relatively safe.

I had a chat at the scene with the train’s conductor 
about their procedures in a derailment.

He said the first thing he did was to check the 
cargo noanifest to see what potentially dangerous 
cargo was aboard. After discovering that Naptha 
was the most dai^erous cargo on the 90 car train, he 
cross checked his state and federal regulations to see 
if Naptha spills required notification of certain state 
and federal agencies. It is not on the list according to 
the conductor.

Santa Fe officials told me that the company has 
p lan  to clean spills that have been approved by 
EPA, and that srwuld mean something. E PA  isn’t 
noted for the number of plans they approve. 'Thev 
said the Naptha, which did spill out on a small 
portion of a cattle-grase pasture, would be cleaned
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A total of 36 cars and two engines jumped the track 
and some cars ended up stacked six high. Other 
containers of beer, plastic balls, glass bottles, lemon 
oil and large paper rolls were also damaged Santa 
Fe officials estimated the cost might reach S750,oao.

Alexander told the Mail at the scene that the 
train’s log indicated he left Brownwood at 5:35 a m. 
Sunday morning and the train was scheduled to stop 
in Sweetwater before journeying to (California He 
said the train was moving about 48 miles an hour at 
the time of derailment.

A lexander said he had gone through the 
derailm ent procedures o f checking the cargo 
manifest to see if harmful chemicals were on boaid. 
He said Naptha spills were not serious enough to 
have warranted notification of various federal and 
state agencies.

Santa Fe officials were notified of the derailment 
after an excited farm couple called the Mail because 
“ They had no idea of who to call in such an 
emergency.”  The caller went on to say he had heard 
the accident while wmlcing in his fields.

Santa Fe roadmaster R.D. Nelson said they had 
not determined the cause of the derailment but said 
it was the worst he had seen in 10 years. He said 
Santa Fe would continue to survey the wreck site to 
find any clues.

MISD personnel seeking 10% raise
MISD employess offered a five point plan to 

the Board of Trustees Tuesday night that 
included requests of a ten per cent supplement 
and an insurance program for employees, 
financed by the district.

The board also accepted two resignations 
following a lengthy executive session. Resig­
nation were accepted from Karen Vinson, 
band director and from Coach Doug Guynes. 
All other MISD teachers were rehired at the 
Tbesdav meeting.

High ¡School teacher Kathy Chislom spoke on 
b ^ l f  of Merkel sclKxri e m p l^  and said the 
five steps would reduce the inflation bite on 
school personnel and that better provisions for 
employs w ill stop the mass exedous of 
en^ployee 'The five point proposal includes the 
tamination of the contingency on teacher 
contracts, continuing contracts for personnel 
with more than three years in the district, a 
ten per cent raise for all school personnel, an 
insurance program, and that teachers be 
allowed to accumulate 50 days of sick leave

C M am  went on to say the adoption of the 
five points would be a positive step toward 
attractii^ and keeping good teachers She 
glased by saying that adm inistrators had 
rkcently received a substantial raise and that 
other employees deserved that consideration

**School Board President Giarles Jacobs told 
the group of 40 teachers attending the meeting 
ttwt he recognized their problems and would 
»«k « their reccomendations under advisement.

The board had earlier asked Dr. Raymond 
Etheirdge, superin’endent to pen a letter to the 
governor asking for pay increases for teachers 
from the state level.

In other business, MISD athletic director 
Byron Shelley presented the board his plan for 
athletics next year. Shelley's r e p ^  indicated 
a substantial increase in participation in 
Merkel sports and reccomended a coaching 
staff of eight to the board. There are currently 
five coaches em ployed next year.Board 
president Jacobs said “ If we want to have 
winning teams in our system, we will have to 
do something.”

In the superintendent’s report. Dr. Elthe- 
ridge said the tax office had juit been audited 
by the state and said he would really Ike to 
scream loud about a $30.000 discrepancy in 
what the district is reimbursed for offesing 
property tax exemptions, but did not know who 
to scream to. He also reported that school 
would be released at 2 p.m. on March 28th for 
a professional growth seminar for teachers.

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Grubbs releases formal statement ^
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In a formal announcement for re-election as 
representative of the 6lst Texas Legislative District, 
Walter B Grubbs said. " I  am very grateful to the 
fine people of this West Texas distnct for their 
support and encouragement throughout my first 
term in the Texas Legislature "  Grubbs continued, 
“ The influence, friendship and cooperation of our 
people are largely responsible for my not drawing an 
opponent in seeking this post again "

In a statement t4 jhe news media Grubbs 
commented. “ The secret of Texas’ economic growth, 
in my opinion. lies in our politics-our willingness to 
limit government and free the private sector-and 
this growth relates directly to our state policies on 
spending and taxation In our free enterpnse system 
it IS no sin for people in business, whether 
agricultural, retail or wholesale, to make a profit.

the world insofar as our national government is 
concerned, this decade could see many far-reaching 
changes in the life styles of all Americans”  He 
further observed. “ Our energy and fuel problems 
continue to appear more critical and there seem to 
he no quick and <*asy solutions to these dilemas, 
which are more roo*ed in Washington than in 
Austin”

Grubbs statement continued. “ I am thoroughly 
enjoying my service in the Texas House and find it 
most interesting and challenging Regardless of 
whether one’s political views always agree with 
mine.

com m ittees All of these sta ding and interim  
committee assignments are made by the speaker of 
the Texas House

Grubbs said. "During my first sessior I was 
successful in getting two major bills passed through 
the House, one of which cleared the Senate and was 
signed into law by Governor Clemcnta The other bill 
was delayed by the ‘Killer Bees' and failed to make 
it on the Last day of the session in the Senate "  
Grubbs added. " I  also carried in the House five bills

for Senators Farabee. Traeger, Jones and Ogg, 
which gave me a lot of experience in handling 
legislation”

In mentioning his committee work and legislative 
program. Grubbs suggested that the news media 
cannot cover every  detail of each leg is lator's  
activities, and that hie has included this irdomtation 
in his announcement in order that the people of this 
district may know how his time is being spent in

Grubbs also referred to the "Difficulties our

taxpayers to operate and will be self-sustaining if the 
program succeeds as expected”  Grubbs said. " I t  
was my feeling that if we do not make it possible for 
our younger farm families to succeed we are goi.,g to 
eventually run out of people to produce the food and 
fiber this country has to have to survive."

In looking toward the next sessii^n of the 
legislature, Grubbs suggested. “ I am ho;icful we wil'. 
not have to waste a lot of time discussing 
unnecessary program s such as in itia tive  and 
referendum. wNch is a concept not needed in Texas 
herause of our sound fiscal c o i t io n  and our policies 
on spending and taxation. This might have been good 
fur Ca'.tfomia, but Texas does not need it at this 
stage and it is my feeling tiiat the citizens of Texas 
are not interested in writing the laws of this state," 
he concluded

Grubbs said he is looking forward to the next 
session and is alwavt pleased to have the views and 
suggestions from the people of this district, which 
are very helpful to him in seeking to adeiquateiy 
represent Uiis fine area of West Texas.

According to Merkel Veterinarian Dr. Warren 
Dozier, the labies rate has doubled, statewide in 
January and iffi rabies cases wore confirmed in the 
public health region that Taylor County is a part of.

Dr. Dozier also said there w ere fiv e  cases 
confirmed of rabies from this county last year, four 
skunks and a cat. He added ‘ ‘What is shocking to me 
is that there were 18 cases in Runnels County and 
eight in Clallahan County last year."

In cooperation with the Merkel Volunteer Fire 
Department, Dr. Dozier will be vaccinating pets in 
the annual rabies vaccination drive. Dr. Dozier told 
the Mail the drive would probably be held in April.

City ordinances require dogs to have rabies shots 
and proof that shot to issue a tag for the dog Dogs 
that do not have tags and are found running loose 
can be picked up, and destroyed after a certain 
period of time.

An Easy-to-Build Plant 
Ladder Makes Gardening 
Easy

Stepladdcrs and flower pots are 
two of the h an d iest too ls  
devised. But you can go one 
step better with a piant iadder. 
The plant ladder b  a gardener's 
dream — it solves many of the 
problems with potted plants. 
The pots are held by their upper 
rim so they cannot tip over. 
They are held off the ground to 
provide additional ventilation 
for the plant's root system. And 
the ladder makes moving the 
plants from one place to the 
other a snap.
Ydu doni have to be a master 
craftsman to make it. Anyone 
with basic woodworking skills 
and tools can do the Job.

Simply cut all pieces to size, 
then cut 45-dcgree angles at the 
top and bottom of the front legs 
and the top of the back legs. 
Cut out the flower pot holes 
and sand all rough edges of the 
two steps..
Now, the ladder is ready to 
assemble. Clue and nail each 
set of legs together and attach 
the upper and lower braces. 
Fasten the two pot-holding  
shelves to the braces in simitar 
fashion. Be sure to use water­
proof glue.

"Vegetable gardeninit is sweepinit Texas as well as 
he rest of the country.”  says Dr Sam Cotner, 

Horticulturist with the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M L’niversity System "Not since 
1974 has there been such an interest in converting 
backyard areas into productive vegetable gardens 

“Although the grocery bill is probably not the ideal 
place to cut costs because many things have 
increased at a higher rate than foixl, it’s the one 
place where many Texas families feel they can 
actually do something about the high cost of living," 
noit*s Cotner

If you plan on having a vegetable garden this year, 
the horticulturist offers these guidelines for an 
"inflation fighting garden"

I3etermine which vegetables you want to grow in 
your garden Plant only those crops which your 
family likes most and which you feel will be 
relatively high priced at the grocery store If your 
garden is small, do not plant crops requinng a lot of 
space

Li>cate your garden where it receives plenty of 
sunlight, IS well-drained, and is free from 
coiiH>etition with existing trees and shrubs 

Make a garden plan Note where crops will be 
planted and how much space each needs Plant 
Uiller-growing crops on the north side of the garden 
Group remaining vegetables according to their 
maturity rate

Have your garden's soil tested to determine what 
type of fertilizer and how much to apply Your local 
county Extension agent can help you take a soil test 

Plant only recommended varieties Check with 
successful gardeners, local nurseries and garden 
centers, and your county Extension o ffice  on 
\arieties best suited for your pailicular area 

Do a good job in preparing your garden soil befoi  ̂
planting Work the soil to a ckpth of 8 to 10 
inches-the deeper the better Add liberal amounts of 
organic matter such as compost, grass clippings, 
hay or similar material

Use healthy, vigorous, disease-free transplants 
where possible Ch^k at local nurseries and garden 
centers or grow your own 

Follow recommended cultural practices Keep 
your garden weed-free and try to keep an even 
supply of moisture Add fertilizer if needed during 
t f «  growing season, and use a mulch to control 
weeds and conserve moisture 

Inspect your garden closely for insects and 
diseases Your “ shadow" in the garden will prevent 
many potential problems before they start It you do 
have problems such as diseases and insects, use 
recommended chemicals according to label direc- 
tioas

Harvest your garden vegetables at their peak of 
quality Do not let crops such as squash, green beans 
and okra overmature on the plant or yields will drop 

Finally, keep a record of your garden activities 
during 198Ü A record of vaneties planted, amount 
and type of fe rtilizer used, and planting and 
harvesting dates will go a long way toward insuring 
a successful “ inflation fighting garden.”  believes

Two kinds of forms 
will be sent out. Most 
people w ill rece ive  a 
short form  containing 
severa l questions o n 
age, race, and housing. 
Every sixth household 
will receive a long form 
with additional q u e s- 
tions on housing and 
income.

Grubbs said: “ Some 
of the questions asked 
on the Census form may 
seem to be personal, but 
your answers are confi­
dential under the law 
and can never be re­
vealed to anyone. The 
answers to these ques­
tions are used in allo­
cating billions of dollars 
in federal tax money to 
the states. Texas re­

ce iv ing i ^  fa ir  share 
depends on you answer­
ing the census form and 
beiM  counted”

“ I m  most important 
use of the census figures 
w ill be in leg is la tive  
redistricting. Your right 
to fair and equal repre­
sentation in the U.S 
Congress and in your 
state legislature d e  
pends upon your being 
counted on April 1."

Congressional Com m ent
COSTS frequently 

receive more than their share 
o f the blame for rising infla­
tion rates and it's time we put 
those increases into true 
perjficctive.

A fccent report in Time 
magazine showed that o f the 
major items included on the 
Consumer Price Index, food 
and beverage costs were the 
second lowest calagory o f the 
m a jo r  increases. From 
January, 1979, to January, 
1980, food costs rose 9 percent, 
a heavy blow to the household 
budget until compared to the 
whopping 60 percent increase 
reported by gasoline.

Only clothing costs rose less 
than food last year, at 6 per­
cent. Other increases reported 
included: T o ^ l energy, up 42 
percent: mortgages, taxes and 
insurance, up 30 percent; 
public transportation, up 19 
percent; and medical care, up 
10 percent Total increase for 
the Index last year was 14 per­
cent .

Targeting on the last six 
months o f the year, the U.S. 
Department o f  Agriculture 
reported that food costs rose 
8.2 percent, while all other 
items on the list skyrocketed by 
16.1 percent.

One o f the reasons that 
food has been incorrectly 
fcKused upon in discussions o f 
“ who’ s to blame”  is the fact 
that food costs led the pack 
when inflation began its 
dramatic rise several years ago. 
In 1977, for instance, food 
costs rose 6.3 percent, about 
equal with all other items. By 
1978, food costs were up 10 
percent — and consumers 
began to holler — while all o f 
the rest rose 7.2 percent. Food

seemed to be the villian in the 
budget-stretching battle.

We must not lose sight o f 
the fact that, while consumer 
prices o f food have gone up 
during the past year, that 
doesn’ t mean that farm prices 
have kept pace. Prices for 
many commodities have drop­
ped during the year, while pro­
duction costs keep on going 
up. Many o f those price drops 
have been passed on to con­
sumers, particularly those 
items requiring less processing, 
and therefore less costs foi 
energy, transportation and 
labor.

Eggs are down, pork pro­
ducts are down, beef is down, 
turkeys and broilers are down. 
Food prices in general are up, 
but the farmer is the victim — 
not the villian.

THE WEEK I wrote to 
Secretary o f  Agricu lture 
Bergland, Joined by 12 o f my 
colleagues, asking for an exten­
sion o f the review and com­
ment period o f the Resource 
Conservation Act until April 
28.

Despite the best efforts o f 
the Soil Conservation Service, 
I felt that there was a great deal 
o f  m is in fo rm a tion  and 
misunderstanding concerning 
USD A ’s preliminary study o f 
future plans and programs for 
soil and water resources.

O f most concern to land­
owners in our area is the pro­
posal to require compliance 
with any and all USDA recom­
mended conservation practices 
for a given farm o f forfeit all 
federal program payments for 
which the individual might be 
entitled.
