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Saturday’'s Democratic and Republican primaries
provided no real surprises here as county and state
wide incumbents won either reelection, or qualified
for runoffs

In county races that effect local voters, Bill McKay
and John Middleton will go at each other June 7th in
a runoff for Sheriff. McKay received 164 more votes
than Middleton and both men will be hard at work
trying to woo the 3,176 votes Bill Olsen drew as well
as the 1,028 votes for Lee Thomas.

State Senator Grant Jones of Abilene swept his
reelection from an 11 county area but did not fare
well at the Merkel box. Roland Simon Arriola, Jones'
opponent outdrew Jones 234-182 at the local box and
19-9 at Pioneer Church Box. Arriola also defeated
Jones in three other rural boxes. Jones won
reelection by an almost 2-1 margin.

President Carter easily won the Democratic
popular vote. In local boxes, Carter drew a 10-1
margin over Kennedy in the Merkel Box, 14-1 at
Trent and won by a 5-1 margin in the Trent Box and
a 4-1 margin at the Tye Box

For Railroad Commissioner, incumbents John
Poerner and Jim Nugent both took the local boxes,
but statewide, challenger Buddy Temple defeated
Poerner for a spot on that powerful, statewide
commission.

TFUwants energy ideas

WACO--Texas farmers and ranchers are searching
for energy ideas. Through the Texas Farm Bureau, a
general farm organization of 255,000 members, a
program has been designed to surface ideas to
conserve and produce energy for agriculture.

The Farm Bureau Energy Idea Search program
was recently announced to the membership of the
organization, and FB leaders expect to surface some
innovative ideas and technology which will save
energy in farm buildings, farm operations, or
produce energy needed for agriculture.

Ideas will be judged by a panel of qualified judges,
and ideas selected will be published in Texas
Agriculture, the organization’s publication. TFB will
pay $25 for each published idea. Each idea selected
by the state organization will be sent to the
American Farm Bureau Federation headquarters in
Chicago, Ill., where a number will be selected for
publication in AFBF’s publication, Farm Bureau
News, for $25 each Up to ten ideas will be selected
for presentation as symposium papers with awards
for $500 each, and up to ten entrants will receive
$5,000 research grants to continue work on their
ideas.

“Federal funds for basic agricultural research
have fallen behind in the past several years,” said
Carrol Chaloupka, president of Texas Farm Bureau
and a cattleman from the Panhandle.

‘““Also, with the shortage of liquid fuel that
agriculture requires, there is a need for the private
sector to assume leadership in developing innovative
agricultural energy technology,” he said.

The idea search is designed to stimulate Farm
Bureau members to share their energy-saving ideas
and to encourage them to participate in further
research and development of ideas that could benefit
agriculture the most.

The Energy Idea Search is open to all Farm
Bureau members and their immediate families,
except Farm Bureau employes. Entry forms are
printed in Texas Agriculture, (May, 1980) and
additional forms can be obtained at county Farm
Bureau offices.

Ideas will be accepted through Sept. 1, 1980.
