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City hires police chief, rejects 
water proposal, adopts tax roll
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The Merkel Q ty Council hired a new police chief 
and rejected a water proposal from Keenan Land 
Development at their regular meeting Monday night.

Jerry Cowin, a 12 year veteran in law enforcement 
was hired effective Sept. 15th to replace Police Chief 
Ray Pack, who is resigning to accept a post with the 
Taylor County Sheriff’s Department.

Cowin ho l^  the advanced and intermediate 
certification for law enforcement, which is the 
highest certifications offered to city-county police. 
He has worked for the Concho Valley Sheriff's 
Department as well as the Colorado City Police 
Department.

Council also rejected a water proposal from an

attorney representing Keenan Land Development. 
The proposal called for the installation of a six inch 
main water meter and proposed a 65 cent per 1,000 
gallon charge. O ty Manager J.S. Sadler said the d ty  
currently only has a contract with the City of Tye 
and that contract is for .74 cents per 1,000 gallons

Council also approved the 1900-61 city tax roll that 
sets value of real estate within the city or $4,634,227 
and personal property at $1,442,801. That value will 
generate $01,154.98 in taxes.

Those figures compare to 1970-80 values of 
$4,520,147 in real estate, $1,431,760 in personal 
property that generated $90.049.60 in city taxes last 
year.

Mail Monday, ‘T guess you could sum up my 
philosophy on education with an old saying that 
certainly is not original. Everybody is Sometody.”

“ Kids are som eb^y, too. 'They are all made in the 
image of God and they should strive lO better 
themselves”

Everett came to MISD following a two year stint 
as superintendent of the Sands ISD. A graduate of 
Putnam High, as well as Cisco Junior College and 
Hardin Simmons University, Everett received his 
masters from Abilene (Christian and has accomplish­
ed some of his doctorial work at North Texas State 
University.

He :>egan his professional education career at 
nearby Trent, where he was a coach, but was 
interupted by Uncle Sam’s call for military service 
in the Korean Conflict. Following two years in the 
senice, Everett coached one year at Loraine, then 
went to Colorado (City as a coach. From there, he 
went to Irving where he coached before moving into 
administration as an assistant principal at an Irving 
Junior High school He was promoted to assistant 
principal at Nimitz High in Irving and then in 1972 
wa.'i named principal ^  Colorado (City High School 
He stayed at C-Ci^ for eight years before taking the 
superintendent’s job at Sands.

He said he accepted the Merkel job because he 
considered it a career advancement.

He IS married and his wife. Fredalyn, is a teacher 
at Sv^eetwater. He has two sons, Mike, 25 and Bill 22. 
He also has a seventh grade daughter, Anne, who is 
12

The superintendent said. “ I am a guy that likes 
challenges and I feel there is a healthy challenge 
here I am tickled to be returning to the Big Country 
(he grew up in Putnam) because I love this country 
and the people are the greatest people in the world.”

.\sked to prioritize his philosophy toward school 
administration, he replied (1) we are here to educate 
children. (2) I believe in strict discipline, (3) I 
believe in the faculty doing the teaching while the 
kids are doing the learning, (4) Fairness-tough but 
fair, (5) I believe in an open door policy, if someone 
has a problem with this school, I want to hear about 
it and will do my best to solve the problem, (6) 
Truthfullness with all people, (7) Enthusiasm.

I feel a keen responsibility about 
spending tax dollars and we won’t spend money on 
frills ”

Everett said he has been well received here and he 
wants to get to know the people in the community as 
quickly as possible. He also said he wants to become 
involved in community affairs and projects.

He added. ” I want people to realize that I am not a 
know-it-all. and anyone who comes in new will make 
mistakes, but I will correct them If the community 
will get behind us and back us, we will make this a 
better school I want to emphasize the open door

policy. I feel like parents have a right to see the 
superintendent if they have a problem 'The people 
will not agree with everything we do, and what we do 
and say may not be w l^ t t l ^  want to hear, but it 
will be the truth.

Everett said, “ I am sold on the school board, we 
have a good understanding and I feel like I know 
what they want me to do.’ ’

As far as future goals he added. “ I would like to 
start a superior talent skill program here I have 
started one at each school I have been an 
administrator at. If you are not moving ahead in a 
schod district, you will fall behind because 
education is always changing ”

He closed by saying, “Education is not totally 
successful because society never knows which 
direction it is going It is our j|ob as educators to 
steer the children in the right direction”

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON TH E BALLO T

Sanatr Joint Rcoolution 
S9 propooet a conititution- 
âl amcndmtnt that would 
authoriic the Legitlaturc 
to permit banki to eetab- 
lith and operate un­
manned teller machinei 
within the county or city 
where the lianka are lo­
cated and to ihare the uie 
of teller machines on a 
baaii conaiatent with anti- 
truat law i, if it finda auch 
operation will aerve the 
convenience of the public. 
The Lcgiilature haa al­
ready paiaed enabling leg- 
ialation (H.B. IKIO) for 
this proposed amendment. 

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows:
"The constitutional 
amendment permitting 
the legislature to au­
thorise banks to use un­
manned teller machines 
within the county or the 
city o f their domicile on 
a shared basis to serve 
the public convenience.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2

Hoose Joint Resolution 
17 proposes a constitution­
al amendment that would 
grant the State and the 
accused the right to an in­
terlocutory appeal from 
the following trial court 
rulings in criminal cases: 
pretrial rulings on the 
constitutionality o f a stat­
ute; on a motion to quash, 
dismiss, or set aside an 
indictment; and on a mo­
tion to suppress evidence. 

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
Eiallot as follows:
"The constitutional 
amendment authorising 
appeal o f certain pre­
trial rulings o f a trial 
court in a criminal case 
by either the sUte or 
the accused.”

Hoase Joint Resolution 
M  proposes a constitution­
al amendment that would 
require a single appraisal 
of all property subject to 
ad valorem taxation and 
would provide for a single 
board o f equalisation with­
in each county.

stitutional requirement 
that the county commis­
sioners court sit as a 
tward o f equalisation 
would l>e eliminated, and 
elected officials of the 
county or governing t>ody 
o f the taxing unit would 
l>e prohibited from serv­
ing as members o f the 
E)oard of equalisation.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows:
"The constitutional 
amendment requiring a 
single appraisal and a 
single board of equal­
isation within each 
county for ad valorem 
tax purposes.”

ceeds must be spent in 
Texas.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows:
"The constitutional 
amendment to authorize 
bingo games on a local 
option election basis if 
the games are conduct­
ed by a church, syna­
gogue, religious society, 
volunteer fire depart­
ment, nonprofit veterans 
organisation, fraternal 
organisation, or non­
profit organisation sup­
porting medical research 
or treatment programs 
and if the proceeds are 
to E>e spent in Texas for 
charitable purposes of 
the organisations.”

lature is not in session, to 
call a special session of 
the Senate which may last 
no longer than 2 days for 
consideration o f the re­
moval.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows:
"The constitutional 
amendment to authorise 
the governor to remove 
appointed officers with 
the advice and consent 
o f the senate.”

P R O P O S m O N  NO. 7 
ON TH E BALLO T
House Joint Resolution 

121 proposes a constitu­
tional amendment that 
would authorise counties 
with a population of 5000 
or less to construct and 
maintain private roads if 
they impose a reasonable 
charge for the work. The 
Legislature by general 
law may limit this au­
thority. Revenue received 
from private road work 
may be used only for the 
construction, including 
right-of-way acquisition, 
or maintenance of public 
roads.

"The constitutional 
amendment authorising 
counties with a popula­
tion o f 6000 or less to 
perform private road 
work.”

54 proposes a constitution­
al amendment which de­
fines separate property 
owned by either spouse as 
all property, both real and 
personal, of a spouse 
owned or claimed before 
marriage, and that ac­
quired afterward by gift, 
devise or descent. Persons 
about to marry and 
spouses, without the in­
tent to defraud pre-exist, 
ing creditors, may by 
written instrument from 
time to time partition be­
tween themselves all or 
part o f their property. 
Spouses may exchange a 
community interest in 
property owned or to Em  
acquired for a community 
interest in other commu­
nity property. The amend­
ment would allow spouses 
to agree in writing tliat 
income or property aris­
ing from any separate 
property is to Em  separate 
property rather tliM  as 
community property as it 
would Em  in the atMence 
o f an agreement. The 
amendment proposes that 
a g ift from one spouse to 
another is presumed to in­
clude all income or prop­
erty deriving from such 
gift.

W ASHINGTON, D.C. — 

Recent warnings by Saudi 
Arabia o f sharp cutbacks in 
Arab oil shipments to tlie U.S. 
take us E>ack to the pre-OPEC 
days wEien similar warnings 
were ignored. It took the 1973 
oil boycott to force this coun­
try to face tlie unpleasant 
reality o f our dependence on 
foreign energy supplies

Seven years later, how 
much iMtter prepared are we to 
deal with that dangerous 
reality?

We seem to have made 
some progress, almost in spite 
o f ourselves. We can all Etc 
heanened by tlie 12 percent 
drop in oil imports this year, 
tEianks to market preuures, in­
creased domestK production 
and conservation efforts. As 
we move toward decontrol o f 
oil and gas prices, we can ex­
pect that those influences will 
continue control o f our usage 
patterns. In spite o f one o f the 
moat serious blights on the 
kmg-range energy picture — 
passage o f the Windfall f^rofits 
Tax — domestic production 
lias increased temporarily. We 
have also tripled funding for 
solar energy research and 
development from last year, 
along with other commitments 
to development o f  other 
renewable energy sources.

All o f tEiese steps are vital 
to any long-range energy 
policy. But what o f our short- 
range — em ergency — 
capabilities to deal with 
another crippling Ewycott?

Congress voted down the 
first attempt at a rationing plan 
to deal with such an emergency 
in early 1979. I voted against 
that preliminary plan because 
it Eiad no provisions for a 
target amount o f shortages, or 
“ trigger’ ’ mechanisms. I fully 
supported a later bill which

Why then did I vote to 
block implementation o f the 
Adm inistration ’ s proposal 
Later? I objected — as 1 still oE>- 
ject — to Congreas’s refuaal to 
accept their rcsponaiE>iliiy to 
the people and to make uae o f 
a procedural vote such as this 
was to “ duck”  the issue. I f  we. 
as an elected body, were in 
favor o f a ratsoning plan, we 
should have reflected tboac 
feelings wMh legislative votes 
rather than taking the easy way 
out and accepting, by pro­
cedural vote, the Admin­
istrative proposal tEuu wc had 
not thoroughly considered and 
deEwted on tEic Hous; fk>or, 
parts o f which are already 
causing Members to Eiave 
serious second tlioughu alioui 
the plan.

A  less icnous objection 
(and one overridden E>y the re­
cent Saudi warning) was that 
once the door was open, so to 
speak. Congress would Ek  
pressured into dropping tliai 
trigger level to a leu deairaEilc, 
non-emergency level. For in­
stance, the long gu  Dims 
formed last year with only a 6 
percent thonfall. That was an 
inconvetuence, to be sure. Emu 
not a true emergency which 
warranted rationing. In such a 
case, rationing would Em  used 
as iEm  primary tool to cut usage 
instead o f relying on conserva­
tion methods and market 
pressures first.

While I remain philo­
sophically opposed to ration­
ing, no one can deny tEuu if wc 
reached the point o f a 20 per-

Therv's never been ■ shortage 
of devices to add onto your car, 
or to put into your gas tank or 
crankcase, that claim to give 
you better gas mileage

Surprise! Some of them ac­
tually work, under some condi­
tions. A few even pay for 
themselves in gasoline savings

Among the most worthwhile 
"a d d it iv e s " are the new 
improved-friction motor oils. On 
the average, they improve gas 
mileage about five percent. And 
that is equal to saving about siz 
cents a gallon on gas. or 80 
cents to S1.00 at each fill-up.

There are two types of 
improved-friction oils now 
available at most service sta­
tions: regular motor oils with 
special additives, and synthetic 
oils They test about the same 
for increased miles-per gsUon. ‘ 
although the range of results in 
different tests is very wide.

Both cost more than the 
regular oils, and the synthetics 
cost about twice as much as the 
other improved oils. Synthetics, 
however, are advertised for less- 
frequent oil changes las much as 
25,000 miles between changes).

If your car is still under war­
ranty, check first with your 
dealer before choosing a syn­
thetic and the less-frequent 
change interval.

Laboratory and road testa of 
the two types of oils give results 
ranging from small losses in fuel 
economy to improvements of 
nine percent. It is reasonable to 
ezpect an average improvement 
of about five percent, in combin­
ed city and highway driving, for 
both types of oil.

You'll have to do your own 
figuring to determine whether 
you're likely to save money as 
well as gasoline It depends on 
how much you pay for the oil.

and how often you have it 
changed.

An evaluation for the Depart­
ment of Transportation con­
cluded that it is reasonable to 
ezpect a three percent average 
improvement right after a tune- 
up The year long improvement

would be about one-and-one half 
percent, because the tuned con­
dition gradually deteriorates.

This means that the average 
driver, who spends 11.000 a

If you're willing to invest 
some dollars in hardware, there 
are a number of gauges and 
gadgets on the market that can 
help you help yourself to save 
gas. Tests show that the 
average driver is unlikly to save 
enough to pay for some of the 
gadgets But if you are above- 
average in your determination 
to increase those miles-per- 
gallon. the gauges may pay for 
themselves This is especially 
true if you can install the 
devices yourself

January 1, I9H0. to July 31. 
1980. the Division filed 60 
lawsuits and assurances of 
voluntary compliance During 
this same period of time. 
12.347.206 84 was obtained by 
the Division in judgments for 
consumer victims of deceptive 
trade practices 

The enormous variety of 
consumer problems attacked 
by the Division during this 
past year n notable In 
McAllen we stopped the 
manufacture of worthless 
drugs which promised to cure 
everything from high blood 
pressure to heart disease In 
San Antonio we stopped a 
valueless work at home 
sc hem e  whi ch  caused 
hundreds of thousands of 
dollars of losses In west Texas 
we stopped the sale of 
worthless real estate through 
a phony contest scheme which 
netted 12.000 victims before 
the first complaint was filed 

During the past twelve 
months, the Division has 
continued to improve on its 
ability to respond imme­
diately to situations when such 
a response is necessary For 
example, two separate bands 
of KypoiM. posing as paving 
contractors and preying on 
senior citizens, were put out of 
business in Nacogdoches and 
Amarillo. In both cases, court 
orders were obtained by the

Division within 48 hours of the 
receipt of the complaints.

Additionally, within the last 
ninety days, upon receipt of 
requests for legal action from 
the department of Health, and 
operating under the authority 
of the 1977 amendments to the . 
Nursing Home Act. the 
Division obtained court orders 
taking over the operation of 
three nursing homes whose 
patients had been severely 
neglected These orders were 
obtained in a matter of hours 
from the time the Health 
Department's requests were 
received.

The Division’s consumer 
complaint process continues to 
operate at the same level of 
efficiency it has enjoyed since 
1974 Approximately 60% of 
all complaints filed with the 
Division are settled to the 
satisfaction of the consumers 
involved Through this 
informal mediation process, 
the Division has recovered 
$512.49562 for individual

consumers in the last 12 
months

Approximately one year 
ago. we tried an experiment in 
resolving those complaints 
which fel l  outside the 
jurisdiction of the Division 
and other slate and federal 
agencies. Up until that time, 
consumer complaints that did 
not fall within the scope of the 
statutes enforced by the 
Division or other agencies 
were simply closed out. We felt 
that something should be done 
in an effort to provide some 
assistance to consumers who 
had legitimate complaints but 
for whom there was no legal 
redress. We contacted the 
Better Business Bureau of 
Texas and asked for their 
assistance. The Bureaus

agreed to provide whatever 
assistance they could in 
resolving these complaints. 
Fewer than 10% of the 
complaints received by the 
Division are forwarded to the 
Better Business Bureaus but 
we feel that this approach has 
helped to insure that when we 
are unable to assist, at least we 
can suggest an alternative 
source of help.

1 am justifiably proud of the 
job which my Consumer 
I’ rotection and Antitrust 
D i v i s i o n  has done in 
protecting the citizens of 
Texas and can assure you that 
this work will continue.

There is a modem nation which has instituted a 
cruelly unjust pension plan for its elderly. A person 
who retired in 1970 with a pension of $20,000 (based 
on a salary of $30,000 per year) now receives less 
than $10,000. And by 1995, this pensioner will receive 
less than $1,500, unless be or she is lucky enough to 
‘ ‘ leave the system" in the meantime.

The counti7  is the United States. 'The figures are 
the real dollar values based on the decline in the 
purchasing power of the dollar due to government 
fueled inflation.

These figures, drawn from the May 12 issue of 
Business Week, should surprise no one. It is well 
known that inflation causes severe economic 
hardships for most people, and especially for those 
on fixed incomes. Almost everyone has had to give 
up some of the luxuries that Americans have come to 
take for granted. Many retirees cannot even afford 
necessities like decent food and housiiw.

What may not be so obvious is that infution causes 
other and eaually serious ethical dilemmas. For not 
eve^one suffers equally from the effects of inflation. 
Retimd federal employees, for example, are 
protected from inflation by special laws which 
increase their pensions each year to keep pace with 
inflation.

Thus, a federal civil servant who retired in 1970 
with a final salary of $25,000 is now drawing a 
pension of approximately $35,000. But the private 
pensioner’s income has increased much less 
dramatically, if at all.

The private sector, itself a victim of inflation, 
simply cannot absorb the cost of including automatic 
cost-of-living adjustments in its pension programs. 
But the federal government has no such p i^ lem s. It 
can simply raise taxes.

The inflationary spiral makes it all the easier for 
the government to increase its revenues without 
appearing to increase taxes. The federal income tax 
structure does not adequately reflect the impact of 
inflation. As inflation forces businesses to grant 
more and more wage increases, people find 
themselves pushed into higher tax brackets at the 
same time as the real value of their incomes is 
decreasing. The government can then divert these 
increased tax revenues into such areas as federal 
pension programs.

Social security payments are increasing at the 
same rate as inflation. But it is a mistake to think 
that social security will pick up the slack in private 
pension programs. For social security payments are 
barely above the proverty level. Many Americans 
hope to combine them with their private pensions in 
order to stay at a more comfortable standard of 
living, but these hopes are being dashed as inflation 
destroys private pension plans.

Increased reliance on social security certainly will 
not help the economy. It will do nothinig to encourage 
productivity or saving. It will also require increased

;ovemment spending, which will mean either larger 
icits or increased taxes. Neither of these 

alternatives can have a desirable effect on inflation 
Nor will increased reliance on social security cure 

the inequities that result from continued inflation 
Higher social security taxes are an increasing 
burden on the most productive members of society, 
those who produce goods and services. 'These 
individuais are strug^ing to pay for their own 
pensions, while they alro have to pay taxes for the 
generous pensions of government employees.

What is perhaps most noteworthy is thist inflation 
is dnying the nation unconsciously toward one of the 
socialist’s dreams. As the real buying power of 
private pensions decreases and the importance of 
social security increases, there will cease to be any 
parity between an individual’s level of productivity 
and his or her level of reward. Societ’s wealth will 
not be distributed according to merit or contribution. 
It will be distributed according to the dictates of the 
state.

'The injustice of this to retirees is clear. 'Those who 
made the most valuable contributions to our current 
level of well-being cannot count on being appropri­
ately rewarded.

But it is also an injustice to those who are not yet 
retired. For they are deprived of the means to ensure 
their own security and well-being in retirement. 'The 
transfers of wealth that inflation brings about force 
the productive members of society into a condition of 
dependency on the state. 'This an odd state of affairs 
in a free country.

Inflation does not create only economic problems; 
it creates moral problems as well. And a country 
that allows inflation to continue unabated faces more 
than economic hardship. It faces broad and 
far-reaching p<^tical and social changes. If inflation 
is to be effectively attacked, we must understand 
what these changes are.

We must learn who benefits from inflation and who 
loses. A serious social problem such as the plight of 
the elderly can be solved in only one way: by putting 
a stop to the policies of our government which are 
causing it.
