City denies WTU rate increase, will

start charging for use of landfill

The Merkel City Council voted Monday night to
deny WTU's rate increase request and voted to
adopt an ordinance calling for fees to be paid for
dumping at the city landfill for non-Merkel
residents.

Council said, while voting to deny the WTU 8.27
per cent rate increase, the Public Utilities
Commission will end up setting the rate unless
we grant the increase.

Local manager Bill Button read a prepared
stalement from WTU management concerning
the increase. The company is asking for an
additional $12,729,000 in revenues company wide.

Button said the lower rates for a higher rate on
killowatt hours consumed has been removed, and
monthly service charges are going up.

New flat rate for service for residential
consumers will be $6.25 per month and 2.011 per
kilowatt. New commercial flat rate will be $9.25
with a 2,130 kilowatt charge. The city learned,
under the proposed rate, that street lights will be
costing an average of an additional 50 per cent,
because fuel charges will be included on street
light bills, as well as an approximate 40 per cent
increase in the flat rate.

Action on the proposed rate hike was denied,
and the rate will be set by the state public utility
commission, probably within the next 90 days.

Council also voted to adopt an ordinance on a

trial basis concerning landfill operations

Council voted to keep the landfill open 7 days a
week from 7 am. until 4 pm. to assess a
dumping fee to any person using the landfill that
does not have a city water card that will be
collected by a gate attendant, to not allow any
liquids to be dumped, to charge all commercial
users of the landfill, and to prosecute people who
do not use the landfill properly or attempt to
dump when the landfill is closed, it will also
eliminate pilfering at the dump. The ordinance
will go into effect as soon as an operator can be
found and the ordinance can be drawn up and
adopted. A list of fees will be printed in the Mail
when they are finalized.

Merkel Mayor Lou David Allen said the
changes would help to meet the four points to the
lawsuit, which was filed in 104th District Court
two weeks ago. The city attorney has until Nov. 3
to file a written answer to the suit. The city has
also been advised by the Texas Municipal League
to file a motion for dismissal of the suit.

The city also held a public hearing, designed to
gain input from citizens concerning areas where
federal programs could most benefit the city.
None attended the session and council passed a
fair housing ordinance, as well as a citizens
participation plan for the applicaiton and
implementation process for use of federal funds
for community and urban development.

Census Bureau counts 2463

Merkel's census estimation has risen from 2416
to 2463 as a result of the local review process.
That is a 13.9 per cent increase since 1970.

The Dallas Census office released those figures
Monday and said final figures from the 1980
(Census are expected to be released in January of
1981.

Merkel officially protested the pre-preliminary
census count in July and asked the Census

Bureau to re-check the number of vacant homes
in Merkel. That check found an additional 47
residents within the city limits.

By government estimates, that is a difference
of about $10,000 in additional federal money and
grants.

The Dallas Census Office added that the 2463
figure, would more than likely be the final
population count.

UIL investigating MISD enrollment

The University Interscholastic League is
investigating and will call for an executive
committee to decide possible penalties or
redistricting because of a mix-up on reporting
school enrollment figures.

Every two years, Texas schools are required to
submit average daily membership (ADM)
figures to the UIL. In the report prepared last
year by former MISD Superintendent Dr.
Raymond Etheridge, the average daily atten-
dance fi (ADA) was used and those figures
indicated Merkel was eligible to compete in AA
classification.

Bill Forney, executive director of athletics for
the UIL told the Mail Monday, ‘‘We don’t believe
that Merkel intentionally provided the ADA
figure so they could compete in a lower
classification, we feel it was probably an honest
mistake on MISD's part.

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Nine amendments on

Tuesday is the big day as voters will decide a
new president, but in Texas, voters will have the
chance to add to the Texas Constitution, as they
have done more than 200 times in 140 years

There are nine proposed Constitutional Amend-
ments on the ballot this year and the Mail asked
the League of Women Voters to help explain the
amendments, as well as agruments for and
against the amendments. The arguments were
not put together by the League The League
contacted organizations the changes would
effect, as well as watchdog organizations to get
their response to the nine proposed changes

Proposition 1. Senate Joint Resolution 35 would
allow banks to place unmanned telling machines
within the same county or city where the bank is
located. It will also allow banks to share the
machines as long as that agreement does not
violate anti-trust restrictions

ARGUMENTS FOR: The banking industry in
Texas has had a long fight for branch banks in
Texas cities. The banking industry feels their
clients can be more adequately served because
these machines would be installed at locations
throughout large cities, making banking easier
The telling machines may also be operated
around the clock. so a bank will always be open

ARGUMENTS AGAINST: Texas voters have
always been against the concept of branch
banking. because a large bank could gain a
monopoly if it has enough branches. There are
also arguments that this service is already
authorized, as long as the unmanned teller is
located on existing bank property, and allowing
the unmanned tellers to be placed anywhere
withm the county would put undo pressure on
smaller banks in rural communities

Proposition 2. The amendment would allow the
State and the accused the right to an
interlocutory appeal from the following trial
court rulings in criminal cases: pretrial ruling on
the constitutionality of a statute, on a motion to
quash, dismiss or set aside an indictment, and a
motion to supress evidence

ARGUMENTS FOR: The Texas Legislators, in
drafting this amendment, were seeking a way to
allow courts to make rulings in certain instances,
before a trial even starts. The Legislature
believed the amendment would cut down in trial
time

ARGUMENTS AGAINST: Leading state law-
yvers and civil rights groups have argued that
although the State is granting the same benefits
to themselves and the accused, the instances
when these motions could be used in court would
more favor the State, therefore infringing upon
the rights of the accused Trial lawyers in the
State, who will obviously benefit from the
decision for the amendment, have argued the
proposal 1s vague

Proposition 3. This amendment requires only
one Board of Equalization for the purpose of
administering a valorem taxes in each county.
The Constitutional requirement for county
commissioners would be eliminated and it would
prevent electedl officials of the county from being
members of the Board of Equalization.

ARGUMENTS FOR: When single tax appraisal
districts were authorized last year, Legislators
left the option to the county of belonging to the
county-wide tax appraisal district or not. The
amendment would require all counties to join the
taxing district within their county, and would
place a more appropriate share of the burden of
equalizing taxes

ARGUMENTS AGAINST: Although more than
65 per cent of Texas counties have joined their
county-wide, tax appraisal district, it has been
argued that a constitutional amendment requir-
ng counties to do so would erode the power of the
county. There is still a large sentiment that does
not agree with single appraisal districts for
counties, because it erodes local control of taxing
authority

Proposition 4. Probably the most controversial
f the proposed amendments, this amendment
would allow for local option bingo games for
charitable organizations. The games must be
approved by local elections and all proceeds
must be spent in the State. The State
Comptroller’'s Office would have power to
determine what is and isn't a charitable
organization

ARGUMENTS FOR: What is being done
illegally all over Texas will now be legalized and
various church, civic and fraternal organizations
will receive the benefits of money spent.

ARGUMENTS AGAINST: Texas lawmakers
and enforcers have argued that Bingo will bring
in organized crime and that the statute is not
clear as to who is and is not a charitable
organization

Proposition 5. This amendment would give the
governor expanded power to exercise fiscal
control over appropriated state spending. It does

not, however give the governor unchecked -

control, because all decisions made by the
governor would have to be approved by a panel
made up of Legislative leaders and budget
committee chairmen.

ARGUMENTS FOR: Texans have never had
the priviledge of having one person in control of
appropriated state spending and the way the
amendment is set up, it would place the control of
appropriated spending into the hands of the
governor, as well as other elected officials.
Proponents argue that state spending can go
unchecked, if this proposal is not approved.

ARGUMENTS AGAINST: There is a large
sentiment the Texas governor has too much
power as it is and that same thought says this bill
will do nothing but add one more bureacratic step
to budget au ization, which has never been a
smooth process in the past.

Proposition 6. This amendment would give the
governor the right to remove any person he
appointed to a state office. The removal must be
approved by the Senate, and if the Senate is not
in session, a special session may be called, to last
for no longer than two days.

ARGUMENTS FOR: Texas governors have
always been held ::rtive’ by their political
appointments and ¢ not have them removed

they were convicted of a cha serious
enough to warrant removal from . This
power will allow the governor to get rid of
incompetent persons in State jobs.

ARGUMENTS AGAINST: bill would allow
the governor to fire his appointed state officials if
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they do not do exactly what the governor tells
them to do, and many of the firings could be
purely political. Opponents of the bill also say the
governor should more closely check out people he
is appointing, thereby removing the need for

removal

Proposition 7. Allows Texas counties with
populations less than 5000 to construct and
maintain private roads, as long as the county

charges a reasonable rate for their work

ARGUMENTS FOR: Rural Texas counties
rarely have private road builders and costs of
constructing private roads are inflated because
of travel time by the contractor. Since oounties
are required to have road maintenance
equipment, counties could financially benefit

from the road work.

ARGUMENTS AGAINST: The Texas Consu-
mer Federation says that many Texas counties

have been doing private road work for years at

no charge and the amendment would only give
the priviledged few more priviledges. They also

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Stenholm,Carter better for farmers

Congressman Charles W. Stenholm today
called upon Republican Presidential candidate
Ronald Reagan to ‘‘either repudiate the
anti-farmer statements of his chief agricultural
advisor or quit saying he is for improving the
income and lot of American family farmer.”

Stenholm, a member of the House Agriculture
Committee, cited statements in the Sunday
Dallas Morning News which quoted Reagan's
farm and food division co-director Richard Lyng
as saying “the dwindling number of family
farmers are no reason for alarm and that, in fact,
the reductions have been necessary for the good
“n Auue e -

n Abilene for part of a District-wide s i
tour, Stenholm said, “‘Such thinking is devut:g
ing to every hardworking family farmer and
rancher and to the small businesses and
communities of this land who depend upon the
viability of the family farms and ranches.

“If that statement is an accurate reflection of
Ronald Reagan's beliefs, then I invite him to get
out and drive through the small rural
communities of the 17th Congressional District to
see how ‘helpful’ it is when we lose our family
farmers. To see the boarded-up downtown
businesses and to witness the closed schools and
churches in these small communities, and then to
hear that ‘these reductions have been necessary
for the good of the country’' leaves me in utter
amazement.”

Stenholm said, *'If this statement is true, than I
believe the message here is clear to America's
farmers and ranchers as to where we are headed

Proposal limits
cottonacerage

Cwton growers have a high stake in the U.S.
Department of Agriculture's proposal to require
growers to plant within their normal crop
acreage (NCA) to be eligible for 1981 upland
cotton program benefits.

USDA announced the proposal in the Federal
Register Oct. 3.

National Cotton Council President Herman
Propst, a grower of Anson, Texas, has asked
producers and other industry members to
petition USDA for re-consideration of the NCA
proposal.

“USDA has already made NCA compliance a
part of the wheat program announced in August,
and there are indications it plans to do so for all
the other program crops,”’ Propst said.

“While not mentioned in the cotton proposal,
we have determined that USDA will also demand
cross-compliance among crops and compliance
on all farms owned and-or operated by a grower
on which a program crop is planted,” he
explained.

Propst said the NCA requirement discriminat-
es against cotton producers because crop
acreage is a much higher percentage of the NCA
in the Cotton Belt than in most other regions. In
most cotton states, present crop acreage exceeds
the official NCA by a substantial amount. NCA is
the total of all major non-allotment crops planted
in 1977.

‘““Besides the obvious problem NCA compliance
creates for a farmer who is cropping land that
was not in crops in 1977, there is another problem
that many producers may not be aware of,”
Propst said.

He referred to the customary USDA reduction
of field acreage in measuring row crops to allow
for turnrows and other service areas, but said no
such allowance is given for close-planted crops
such as small grains.

“Growers who plant wheat or barley behind
row crops this fall to a greater extent than in 1977
may find themselves out of compliance with 1981
NCA unless the same amount of turnrow acreage
5 idled,”’ Propst explained.

He added that Council delegates this year went
on record opposed to letting the Secretary of
Agriculture require farmers to plant within the
NCA if there is no set-aside program, and USDA
has indicated there is not likely to be a set-aside
for 1921.

Until this year, farm law prohibited the NCA
requirement in any year when set-aside was not

n effect.

Propst said he is urging Council members with
in interest in the acreage rules to write
USDA-ASCS, Room 3630 South Building, Box
2415, Washington, D.C. 20013.

Farmers mustwatch
cost factors

With increasing production costs continually
nibbling away at farm profits, a producer must
give closer attention to cost control. This is where
his machinery ownership habits come in.

“A farmer can control some of his operating
costs by the number of hours he uses a piece of
equipment per year and the number of years he
owns that equipment,’” points out Lawrence A.
Lippke of Corpus Christi, area economist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System. . .

The more or longer a piece of equipment is
used, the cheaper the per-hour cost of operation,
explains the economist. For example, it costs a
farmer about $27 an hour to operate a $30,000
tractor 300 hours a year for seven years. He can
reduce his cost of operation to $21 an hour by
using the tractor for 500 hours a year.

“Given that most farmers will spend about two
hours of tractor time for every acre of land in
cultivation, using the same $30,000 tractor for 500
hours a year instead of 300 would rpduce
production costs by $12 per acre,’”’ says Lippke.
“On a 500-acre farm, that’s a savings of $6,000 a

ear.”

' However, the effect of years of ownership is not
really so dramatic, notes the economist. If this
tractor is used only four years at 500 hours per
year, cost of tion is about $23 per hour, only
ummthanzmedtheume amount of time for
eight years.

“The main reason that hours of use per year is
$0 important is related to the interest either paid
or foregone on the investment,” emphasizes

Lippke.

““We need national political leaders who share
a committment to the importance of the farm
and ranch families of America and not someone
who feels that their work is ‘drudgery’ from
which they need to be relieved ‘for the good of the
country,” Stenholm concluded.

the Legislature of Texas has
recognized this as a problem
area and passed legislation
governing under what
circumstances you may be
towed legally at your own
expense, as well as when you
may recover @epenses
incurred due to an illegal tow

Article 6701g-2 of the Texas
Revised Civil Statutes
addresses the removal

the parking facility owner or
towing company the right to
remove and store any
unauthorized vehicle without
the consent and at the expense
of the owner or operator of the
vehicle, if & sign or signs are
prominently displayed
specifying who may park in
the facilities and stating that
all others are prohibited. The
sign(s) must be readable from
all entrances to the parking
facility, however, they need
not be illuminated. The
parking facility owner or
towing company also has the
right to remove and store an
illegally parked vehicle at the
owner’s expense and without
his consent if the vehicle is
obstructing an entrance, exit,
fire lane or aisle of the parking
facility. If you as the operator
or owner of an unauthorized
vehicle have received actual
notice from the facility owner
that you will be towed away if
the vehicle is not voluntarily
moved, the law gives you no

of recourse. Here again the actof

unauthorized vehicles from the facility owner towing your

parking facilities or public car away is legal and will be at
highways. The statute gives your expense. The towing

company is also insulated

from liability in this situation
80 long a8 it receives written
verification from the parking
facility owner that the
owner/operator of the
unauthorized vehicle actually

has been notified of the intent
to tow if the vehicle is not
removed. In all other instances
a parking dagility owner or
towing cofMigRy may not
remove any unauthorized
vehicle unless it is done under
the direction of a peace officer
or the owner/operator of the
vehicle.

Any parking facility owner
who removes an unauthorized
vehicle under the conditions
set out above will not be liable
for any damages arising out of
the removal or storage of the
vehicle, as long as the removal
is accomplished by an insured
towing company.

It is important to note that
this statute also is violated if
the parking facility owner has
& pecuniary interest in the
towing company or if the
towing company has a
pecuniary interest in the
parking facility. That is, no
