f bomb scare case

The Merkel Police have some leads, but have
made no arrests following the third bomb threat
in eight days at Merkel Middle School.

Merkel Police Chief Ray Pack told The Mail
Tuesday he had some leads furnished to him by
the FBI and the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms.

The latest bomb threat was called in about 6
a.m. Monday morning to Eddie Lang’'s home. The
Dyess bomb detection team responded and no
explosives were found by bomb detection dog
“Killer'',

Pack also told The Malil that Continental
Telephone has intsalled phone traps on some lines
to help in identifying the caller.

MISD is now offering a $500 reward for the
arrest and conviction of the person or persons
responsible for the threats. Persons having
information are asked to call Chief Pack and
callers need not identify themselves.

§ Pack also told The Mall they had some leads in
the case they are working on, but were not close
to making an arrest.

The first threat was received by an MISD
janitor who answered the middle school phone
early last Monday morning. The second threat
came the next day and was answered by Middle
School princiapl David Laman and the third
threat was called in to Coach Lang's home. All
three callers had different voice characteristics
but the police have no idea if they are dealing
with one person or three callers.

Greyhound hearing held here

The Texas Railroad Commission, at the request
of State Representative Steve Carriker, held a
public hearing here Wednesday concerning
Greyhound Bus Lines proposal to stop service to
58 Texas cities and about 75 to 100 Merkelites
attended

Most of the interested were Senior Citizens and
noone spoke in favor of stopping bus service here.

Hearing examiner Ren'ee McRight told The
Mail she would be handing down a decision this
week in the matter and said the Merkel hearing
was the 12th held on the proposal to stop service
here June 1st

Mac Knitfen, county judge for Callahan County
spoke on behalf of the mayors of Clyde and
Putnam and said he did not want to see the bus
service stopped in his county.

Forty-three local citizens spoke in favor of
retaining the Greyhound service and noone spoke
for it to be discontinued. The stories seeemed to
be the same, the Senior Citizens said they depend
on Greyhound to get them in and out of Merkel
and local merchants said they needed a fast,
dependable way to get small freight

During the hearing, Q. L. Brentz told the
hearing examiner a bus line he operates will
apply with the Raroad Commission to start a
commuter service to Abilene and he said they
would also handle small freight. He said they
wanted to offer a commuter operation serving
Swoeotwater . Rotan, Roby, Trent and Abilene. He
said the busses would get 1o Abilene each
morming al 7 45 a m and would leave atter 6. He
Al1s0 sand they would ot danly package oxp oss

Ms McRight, the hearing examiner, told The
Mail “‘We will be releasing our initial ruling by
Friday. We don't just look at the profitability of
the routes for Greyhound, we also have to ook at
service t0 the general public. She said the 12
hearings she had held on the matter suprised her
because she had no idea there would be that much
public comment on the proposal. She said she had
heard from a lot of county judges and attorneys
on the matter and said it would take at least a
week to review the testimony.

“This level is about as high
as we can go and still make
decisions in a resonable length
of time and at a reasonable
cost. Using the 80 percent
level of confidence, with se-
quential sampling we can
make decisions in an average
of 15 minutes per field for
both pests and natural en-
emies.”

Under field conditions,
when the target population is
very abundant or very scarce,
Sterling says that management
decisions can often be made
with only ten samples and
still retain the 80 percent
confidence in decision.

number of pests present 1s
not always a predictor of crop
loss. Bollworms, tobacco bud
worms and boll weevils are
particularly susceptible to pre
dation and other mortality
factors

Sequential sampling plans
are available for sampling
natural enemies as well as
pests,” Sterling says. “These
plans are currently being used
in Australia, Brazil and Israel
Publications which show how
to use these plans are availa-
ble from my office at Texas
A&M University at College
Station.

“As with most techniques,
sequential sampling is not a
panacea for all our decision-
making problems. It is a
powerful tool but must be

used with common sense.
"For example, the sampling
plan is no better than the
action levels used for pests or
the inaction levels used for

predators.

“The action level is the
number of pests requiring
control and the inaction level
is the number of 'beneficials’
that will control the pests.

"At A&M University, we
are working on computer
models of key pests, their
natural enemies, and the cot-
ton system. In my opinion,
the greatest payoff of this
modeling research will be to
provide more accurate esti-
mates of action levels for the
pests and inaction levels for
the natural enemies.

“"Many factors will affect
these levels such as geogra-
phical area, fertilization, irri-
gation, planting date, variety
of cotton, history of land use,
insect distributions, etc.

“"Computers can handle this
multiciplicity of factors much
more easily than our mental
computers. Once reliable
action and inaction levels are

generated by our computer

.models, we can have even

greater confidence in decisions
made by our sampling tech-
niques.

"Sequential sampling can
add o this level of confidence
so that management decisions
are made with the highest
level of configence and the
smallest sample size that is
economical to achieve,” Ster-
ling concluded.

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State Highway System
In Financial Crisis

AUSTIN — Texas is in the
grip of a highway crisis
that threatens the state's
future

and its citizens'
ability to move about effi
ciently and safely, accor

ding to some state officials
and the Texas Good Roads
and Transportation Asso
ciation (TGR/TA)

Rep. David Cain (D) of
Dallas, House sponsor of
legislation to ease the
desparate situation, said
that unless the Legi

slature provides adequate
funding during the cur
rent legislative session,
that the resulting damage
to the roadways would be
irrevocable and Texas
would diminish as an
industrial leader and as a
good place to live.

Cain and the TGR/TA
have immediate concerns
that the state cannot
provide enough matching
dollars to qualify for the
maximum amount of fed
eral funds available to
Texas. Without these
federal dollars even the
interstate and U.S.
highway systems would
be threatened.

Without additional fund-
ing to the highways,
millions of dollars in state
projects will have to be
cancelled just to provide
the state's mateh for
federal monies allotted to
Texas.

Projects to ease the
major traffic snarls in
almost every urban area
would not be built, and the
farm to market system
would continue to de-
teriorate

Congress has passed a

five-cent motor fuels tax

Texas will
receive about $400 million
more for highways annually

increase

Those funds, however, are
tagged for the interstate
and U.S. highways. The
state must also provide
matching funds - from 10
percent to 25 percent for
these projects

That means that the
state has less dollars to
spend on its state
highways and farm to
market systems. Rep.
Cain’s bill is designed to
provide $700 million
annually for repair and
improvement of the state
system. Additionally,
$100 million annually
would be earmarked for
city governments to
repair and rehabilitate
city streets.

TGR/TA has suggested
that those funding needs
should be met by those
who use the highways.
Among the alternatives
suggested is a five cent
hike in the motor fuel tax
and increasing vehicle
registration to $25 a year.
The rise in the fuel tax
would mean a motorist
who drives 10,000 miles a
year would pay about $100
in tax, compared to the
$53 that has been paid
since 1955.

“There are a number of
ways the Legislature can
provide the funds,” Rep.
Cain said, “but the one
alternative we can't afford
is to do nothing. We must
fix our roads now or face
disaster. The longer we
wait the worse it becomes
and the more costly it is to
make repairs or re-
construct.”

AUSTIN ~Consumers are ad-
vised Lo obtain & second opi-
nion when they inquire about
servicing a major appliance,
according to the Independent
Appliance Service Associa-
tion. This newly organized
association was created by the
Independent Service Com-
panies in response to the grow-
ing number of consumers who
are subject to false, mis-
leading or deceptive business
practices by unscrupulous ap-
pliance repair companies.

It has come to the attention
of many of the members of
this Association that con-
sumers, who know little or
nothing about repair of a ma-
jor appliance such as a
washing machine or refriger-
ator, are being deceived by
repairmen who has the advan-
tage of such knowledge.

Often & consumer will call a
repairman to make an eesti-
mate as to what has to be
repaired and how much it will
cost. Be wary of a company

that double bills you for the i

service call by charging once
for the estimate and again for
the actual service. When mak-
ing an estimate unprincipled
repairman may relate in detail
that there are repairs needed

really necessary and to shop
around as to the cost. This
practice is not only beneficial
L the consumer but it would
also be conducive to the
Association to ascertain which
companies are damaging the
reputation of all repair com-
panies. It is relatively easy
for an unethical repairmen to
