If you ravent re-
ceived yosr tax pack-
age by mw, you pro-
bably von't receive
one ths year, the
Internsi Revenue Ser-
vice siys.

Ta» packages are
maild each year
shotly after the De-
cenber holidays, and
ard received by most
tixpayers during the
irst two weeks in
January or earlier.
Due to the postage
costs involved, tax pa-
ckages only receive
limited forwading.
Those that cannot be
delivered as addressed
are not forwaded out-
siage of local carrier
routes, |IRS explains.

Some taxpayers wait
well into February ho-
ping that their tax
package will still ar-
rive in the mall.
Although tax packages
are very helpful in
filing federal tax re-
turns, especlally due to
the computerized peel-
off address labels and
coded envelopes they
contain, these items
are not absolutely ne-
cessary to file a re-
turn.

Taxpayers who do
not receive tax returns
by maill may obtain
forms from many Ii-
braries, banks post

offices, IRS oftices, or
by calling the IRS at
1-800-424-1040.

Parents of school aged chil-
dren will receive a letter this
week from the district that will
Include a form from Young
People Prints a national, non
profit organization dedicated to

the safety of children.

The Merkel school board
approved the idea at their
January meeting as a safety
precaution for parents.

Doc Dozier had a customer
last Thursday he thought was
unusual enough to give the

paper a call. Jerry Lynch, 34
and his dog Marie are two and a
half years and 3,250 miles into a
six year journey that will carry
them some 6,000 miles. It
appears they are way ahead of
their schedule after two and a
haif years, however, Jerry says
he will be volunteering along the
way for any function held in
support of the handicapped and
retarded. He has spent a week
helping at the ‘‘Special Oly-
mpics'’ and has visited some 60
state and federal agencies for
the handicapped. He has played
his guitar and sung songs and
spoke for the handicapped ever
since he began his journey Sept.
21, 1981 in Seabrook, New
Hampshire :

So far, his travels have taken
him through 13 states . He has
encountered so much that is new
for Jerry. He calls himself a
"“Dumb Yankee'' because he
had lived in New England for 31

years and feels he led a very un-
enlightened life as far as the
rest of the country went. He did
not know of Cajuns at all and
said he had never seen sugar
cane or pump jacks (if you can
imagine that.)

His occupation betore starting
the walk was that of electronic
engineer, but Jerry felt that he
was missing something. He was
inspired by a book written by
Peter Jenkins A Walk Accross
America. He though that would
be a most interesting project.
Jerry feels he may follow his
walk with a book Paws Across
America due to the difference of
his canine companion, who, by
the way, loves to walk.

Jerry accounts that the people
he has encountered have been
99.5 per cent firendly and has
had no real problems with
undesirables. As a matter of
fact, the weather is the only real
problem he encounters. Ex-
treme cold, of course, keeps him
from walking as does extreme
heat since he carries a backpack

Man walking cross-country says
99 % of people he’'s met are good

that would choke a dinosaur.
While passing through the
site of the first episode of Bill
Moyers A Walk Thr the 20th
Century (PBS- Wednesdays)
Marshall Taxas, he encounter-
ed a blizzara. A couple of the
towns people would not hear of
him walking in that kind ot
'weather so they insisted that he
get In the car and they would
run him to Austin, where it
would be much warmer they
assured him. When they arriv-
ed, it was 7 with a wind chill
factor of 28 below, the coldest
weather he had encountered his
whole trip so far. The record
warm weather he has encoun-
tered was 102 in Fort Meyers,
Fla. He has scheduled enough
time to encounter even more
extreme cold and heat than this.
He will hibernate when it gets
too bad. He asks anyone who is
interested in his cause and in
encouraging him to give do-
nation to someone in the com-
munity who can really use it. He
wants to help the handicap
and retarded at the local level.

Uiabetes Mellitus:

The Diabetic Emergencies
seen by ambulance personrel
usually fall into two different
situation. The first is with a
person who doesn’'t know he has
a prohlam and suddenly they
are Iin trouble. The second is
with a person who knows, but
does not take care of them-
selves,

When the pateint's system
fails to produce the required
insulin needed, they get in
trouble. This medical problem is
known as diabetic hetoacidosis,
and pro?reesee slowly over a
period of 12 to 48 hours. The
signs of diabetic hetoacidosis
are:1. excessive urine output
(using the restroom often), 2

excessive thirst, 3 excessive
eating, 4 nausea and vomiting, 5
fast heart beat, 6 deep rapid
breathings,7 warm, dry skin and
dry mouth, 8 usually patient will
have a fruity odor to their
drinking problem), 9 sometimes
drinking problem(, 9 sometimes
fever, abdominal pain and dizzi-
ness problem related to diabetic
patients is a condition known as
too much insulin,

Signs of toQ muych insulin
include: 1 weak, rapid pulse, 2,
cold, wet skin 3, weakness and
no coordination, 4 headache, 5
irritable, nervous or bizarre
behaviour, 6 possible seizures
and coma In severe cases. In
both the problems delaing with
diabetic patients if the patient is
completely conscious and aware
of what is going on try to get
them to drink or eat something
sweet. If they are unconsclous
or in a stupor behavior, do not
glvo them anything by mouth.

he insulin patient (too much
insulin) usually will feel better
with the sugar given. It usually
will not harm the diabetic
problem so if they are aware of
the problem and conscious, give
them something sweet. If, while
you are with a patient before the
arrival of the ambulance and
the patient should pass out, try
to keep them from hurting
themselves In the fall.

When confronted with a pat-
lent who acts strange, smells of

and death.

In the patients with too much
insulin, they can ao from being
fully aware of their surroun-
dings to coma and death in a
very short period. Don't hesi-
tate, call for an ambulance.
