That move was made due to a 
clause In the contract between 
Merkel and Abiler>e for water 
purchase. Under that clause, 
Merkel will Impose the same 
water plans as Abilene.

The Abilene city council voted 
last Thursday to go into Stage 4, 
which eliminates lawn watering, 
Saturday.

Lake Fort Phantom HIM stood at 
20 feet below the spillway Tuesday 
morning according to the Abilene 
VUiter Utilities office. They also

reported that Abilerte police have 
issued 13 citations for violations of 
the ordinarKe. Merkel has not 
issued a citation under Stage 3 or 
4, but a few people have been 
cautior>ed.

Stage 4 of the plan, which went 
into effect here Saturday, states 
that all Irrigation of lawrw Is 
prohibited. Also, washing of cars, 
trucks, trailers, boats and other 
type of mobile equipment is 
prohibited unless they are washed 
at a commercial car wasn 
using recycled water or have 
nozzles that lim it water output to 2 
gallons per minute.

Small businesses in Ibxas and 
other states have been receiving calls 
from salespeople in California “boiler 
rooms." These sellers make various 
misrepresentations about themselves 
and their products, including; Ij that 
they are associated with the local 
dealer for copier products: 2) that they 
are authorized ^stributors of name 
brand copier supplies: 3) that a price 
increase has just taken effect on the 
customer's brand of products.

CHECK SUPPLIES IN 
CAREFULLY. SOME COMP­
ANIES “SHORT SHIP” TO 

INCREASE PROFITS

Sometimes the seller will tell the 
unsuspecting office worker that he is 
calling about an order previously plac­
ed by another employee in the office or 
that a shipment which is on the way 
represents the balance of a previous 
order. In addition, we have received in­
formation that there has been "short 
shipping" of ordered supplies. Some 
consumers have found that invoices are 
inflated with unexplained charges and 
others have been billed twice for 
the same shipment. The companies

have not returned money to coosumers 
who later discovered the double billing.

In some inatancee, the companies 
will send supplies which have not even 
l>een ordered They are sent CO.D. and 
the unsuspecting office employee may 
pay for something that waa never 
ordered, not needed and more expan­
sive than their usual supplies.

W H AT TO DO

You can protect yourself against 
such unscrupulous operators by follow­
ing some fairly simple ruke: Dieal with 
your local supplier only. Get to know 
the people at the company youVe work- 
ing with and don't do business with 
strangers who call you about your copy 
machine.

I f  you receive aoincthiBg in the 
mail that yon have not ordered, you 
have no obligation to pay for it. Make
sure everyone in the office knows the 
proper procedures for ordering supphee 
and the dangers of dealing with 
strangers on the phone

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT

Houae Joint Resolution 29 pro­
poses a constitutional amendrr.<‘nt 
that provides to state-chart r red 
banks the same rights and priri- 
leges that are or may be granted 
to national banks o f the United 
States domiciled in this state. For 
example, i f  national banks become 
authorized to maintain branch of­
fices, this amendment would extend 
the same privilege to state banks.

>oses for which the bond proceeds 
an be spent; and (4) for the Hedi- 
ation o f the dividends, interest, and 
ither income from the Permanent 
Jniversity Fund remaining after 
layment o f principal and interest 
lue on bonds and notes issued, to the 
»revision o f support and mainte- 
lance (over and above normal leg- 
slative appropriations) for Texss 
LAM University in Brasos County, 
*rairie View AAM  University, and 
rhe University o f Texas at Austin.

House Joint Resolution 19 also sn- 
lually appropriates SKX) million in 
aeh fiscal year, beginning Septem- 
e r  1, 1986 (from  the first money 
offiing into the state treasury that is 
K>t otherwise appropriated by the 
onstitution) fo r the use o f those

agencies and institutions of higher 
education which are not included in 
The University o f Texas or Texaa 
AAM  University Systems and, there­
fore, not eligible to participate in the 
Permanent University Fund bond­
ing program. The amount o f this 
appropriation could be adjusted 
every five years by a H vote of 
the Legislature, but could not be 
adjusted in such a way as to affect 
outstanding bonding indebtedness. 
Each institution of higher educa­
tion that is eligible to participate 
(i.e., those institutions o f higher 
education outside The University o f 
Texas and Texas AAM University 
Systems) would be authorized to 
expend directly ita share (such 
share to be determined pursuant to 
an equitable formula) o f the $100 
million appropriation for the pur­
poses of acquiring land, construct­

House Joint Resolution 66 pro­

Senate Joint Resolution 20 pro­
pones a constitutional amendment 
which abolishes the office of county 
treasurer in Bexar and (Collin coun- 
tiea i f  a majority o f the voters in 
each o f thoae counties vote in favor 
o f abolishing the office o f county 
treasurer in a local election to be 
held on the issue. All the powers, 
duties, and functions o f the office 
o f county treasurer in each o f these 
cou.ities would be transferred to 
the county clerk.

House Joint Resolution 4 pr<>- 
P06.-S a ronstitutional amendment 
to change the membership o f the 
State Commission on Judicial Con­
duct to include one .Tudgr- of. a .Mu­
nicipal Cqurt anu one Judge o f a 
County Cuurt at Law, who shall be 
selected at large and Appointed by 
the Supreme Court with tile advice 
and consent o f the Senate.

The amendment also provides 
additional grounds for removal from 
office o f judges or justices o f Texas 
courts, and provides additional dis­
ciplinary action«! that cbuld be taken 
in lieu o f removal or censure.
