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Council planning more paving; 

looking for more houses to re-model

The Merkel city council held a 
•hort, routine nrieeting Monday 
night and decided to go along with 
a locally funded paving program, 
at soon as the weather is right for 
shooting asphalt.

The paving is being payed for by 
a fund set up that uses past due 
property taxes owed to the city.

City manager J. A. Sadler 
sought and received council’s 
permission to move ahead with the 
paving because city crews have 
been applying and smoothing the

base material and Sadler feared 
rough weather would ruin work 
already done.

In another move, courKil auth­
orized ’ Sadler to seek bids on 
digging a new household garbage 
pit at the Merkel City Landfill. 
The last pit cost S4.000 and was 
dug during the holiday season last 
year.

They also approved a change in 
the contract between the city and 
Rarutolph & Gilreath, a consulting

firm  that has been hartdling the 
implementation of Community 
Development block grants here. 
They will now also be responsible 
for housing inspections.

Sadler wanted to emphasize to 
local homeowners that there is 
still plenty of money left in the 
remodeling funds and all people 
have to do is meet income 
guidelines, live within the target 
area and own their home. More 
information is available by con­
tacting a ty  Hall at 92M9n.

Outlooks for the 1966 USDA 

cotton and wheat programs show 
stable prices, surplusses and 
federal program changes that w ill 
have impact here.

According to Food and Fiber 
Economics, a newsletter published 
by the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, some major changes 

^ e re  announced In mid-Septem­
ber. _ .

According to the report, the 
outlook for cotton said foreign 
consumption of cotton should 
decrease after a good 1964, and 
possibly decline. They also predict 
weak prices due to the stable 
market. Carryover July 15, 1906 
was set at 4.6 million bales.

The target price will remain at 
81 cents.

In the Feed Grain Program, the 
carryover was set at 1.1 billion ‘ 
bushels. Not suprisingly, the na­
tion's production was set 70 per 
cent ahead of 1963 and that 
increased carryovers by 37 per 
c e n t^

The feed grain program is 
basically the same and the USDA 
is predicting ^ 1965 increase in 
production and stocxpiies, which 
will have a negative effect on 
prices.

USDA Is expecting a maximum 
percentage of farmers claiming 
maximun and minumum defi­
ciency payments, so they are 
preparing for the worst in 1906.

Cotton
§ Highlights of the cotton program 
has some major changes over the 
1964 program. Procucers will have 
until March 1, 1966 to sign up.

This year, USDA has established 
an advance on deficiency pay­
ments. Producers may request 
half of their payment at sign-up 
and the payment rate has been set 
at .196 cents per pound.

Prxxiucers will also be limited to 
70 per cent of their established 
base and also unlike 1964, there 
w ill be a paid land diversion of up 
lo 30 per cent. The diversion 
payments will be .30 cents per 
pound of lint. As with deficiency 
payments, producers may request 
half at sign-up.

According to the newsletter, the 
Texas Agriculture Extension Ser­
vice analyzed participation from 
the five major Texas cotton 
producing regions and they say, 
based on figures already published 
by USDA, producers would find It 
profitbale to participate.

The “ increased return above 
variable costs" is expected to 
rartge from $15.56 per acre In the 
Rolling Plains to over 963.00 for 
irrigated cotton.

Aa always, the nawlsatter said 
prooucars should consult me local 
ASC8 office for a ' complete 
explanation of the program and Its 
provisions. They said it was 
Important to restate that upland 
cotton producers who do not 
reduce their planted acreage to no 
more than 70 per cent« of their 
established upland cotton base w ill

USDA was pessimistic about' 
any chances for better exports or 
prices for the two basic reasons. A 
strong doilar makes US wheat less 
of a bargain and iarge surplusses 
will keep prices down.

USDA says production w ili be up 
In 1966.

Major provisions are the same 
target price; maximum deficiency 
payments wfft remain the same 
and the acreage lim it has been set 
at 90 per cent. Aa in the cotton 
program, producers may request 
half of their projected payment. 
Those who accept advar>ce pay­
ment, and then don’t comply with 
the acreage lim it, will be required 
to refund the paynrvent plus 
interest, as in the cotton program.

Grazing will only be allowed 
outside the five month growing 
period permitting one less grazing 
month than the 1964 p an. Aod 
immediate entry Into the l-a i- 
mer Owned Reserve w ill also 
not be permitted. Participants w ill 
be required to sign contracts that 
are binding.

Evaluated in the same manner 
as the cotton program, the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
has found that it would be 
profitable to participate in the 
program. The service estimated 
that farmers would realize any­
where from $8 to $24 per acre for 
dryland producers and $33 to $41

for irrigated producers.
In their report, the service 

concluded “ Abeent diversion pay­
ments. the feed grain program 
was a surprise to many observers 
of farm policy. Since corn Is the 
barometer for the prices of all 
grains and oilseeds, questions 
arise regarding the potential for a 
reoccurarKe of large surplus 
stocks. Anticipation of such con­
ditions combined with appropriate 
metlon to ormfoM thefr devafop- 
ment is the key to success in tarm 
policy deveiooment. I

'Conclusion "  - -
The report said farmers should 

contact the local ASCS office 
before making any decisions about 
participatirig in the program and 
to verify the accuracy of files on 
themself at the ASCS office. They 
also said penalties for not abiding 
by acreage set-asides would be 
strictly enforced with stiff penal­
ties awaiting violators.

And although they predicted 
that farmers would make more 
money by participating, they said 
a little  leg work and some simple 
math may be the beet sdvics 
available.

They also reccomended that 
farmers who belong to various 
farm organizations, to start learr>- 
ing more about the provisions of 
the 1966 Farm Bill and to make 
their feelings kr>own to farm 
organizations they belong to.

Nelda Masonheimer of Trent 
won a recipe contest sponsored by 
the Fort Worth Star Telegram 
with her recipe for Cabbage Patch 
Bread.

She won a ceiling fan from a 
Fort Worth business for her 
efforts.

Her recipe for the bread con­
tains: 1 package yeast; 3-4 cup 
evaporated m ilk; 1 egg; 1 carrot, 
cut up; 1-4 cup snipped parsley; 1 
teaspoon salt; 1-2 cup wheat bran; 
1-3 cup warm water; 1-4 cup 
vegetable oil; 3-4 cup coarsely

chopped cabbage; 1-4 cup sliced 
celery; 2 tablespoops honey; 3 
cups whole wheat flour and 3-4 cup 
all purpose flour.

Directions are: In a large bowl, 
dissolve yeast in warm water. In 
blender or food orocessor. com­
bine m ilk, oil, egg, cabbage7 
carrot, celery, parsley, honey and 
salt. Cover and blend until smooth, 
add to yeast mixture. Using a 
spoon, stir in oil, wheat flour and 
bran. Kneed in enough of the all 
purpose flour to make a moder­
ately soft dough, that is smooth

and elastic, about 8-10 minutes. 
Shape into a ball. Place in greased 
bowl; turn once. Cover, let rise 
about an hour and a half. Punch 
dough down. Divide doujth in half 
Shape into two loaves. Place in 
greased loaf pans. Let rise until 
double, about 1 hour. Bake in 360 
degree oven until done.

If necessary, cover with foil 
during last baking minutes to 
prevent over browning. Cool on 
wire rack. Serve warm. Cream 
cheese and chives make a delight­
ful spread for this bread.
