George Lee Construction of 
ADlene was the low bidder on 
wrks tor a second city park here.

'he Northside park is being 
co'ttructed with joint funds from 
tht-Texas department of Parks & 
Wdlife and from the Community 
Dvelopment Block Grant here.

.ee Construction's bid of 
$"j5.4fiA 42 was the iowest of seven 
bi3 on the program and is slightly

out of the funding (about $131,000) 
the city has to spend on the 
project. Merkel city manager J. A. 
Sadler and Billy Jacobs will work 
with the contractor to bring the 
project in within the budget.

The Northside city park's birth 
came from a master plan that was 
created for the city two years ago 
during the initial stages of the 
current Community Development

Block Grant, administered by the 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development.

Billy Jacobs, an engineer on the 
project, said his office would, re­
tabulate the bids and present it 
before courKil at their next 
session, March 11th.

The bids were opened at 1 p.m. 
Monday at the Merkel Emergency 
Medical Service Building.

Farming is a risky business. 
MIh narrow profit margins, man- 
ig^rs are continuously concerned 
«Ith risk management strategies 
for countering price and produc­
tion adversity.

"Although soil moisture condi­
tions over most of Texas are 
currently favorable for the '86 
crop season, there are other 
production risks that farmers 
must face," says Or. Ashley 
Lovell of Stephenville, economist 
with the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, The Texas A&M 
University System.

"Assuming drought won’t be a 
problem this year, farmers still 
may have to do with crop damage 
from excessive rain, hail, wind, 
hurricanes, tornadoes, lightening, 
insect infestations, plant diseases, 
flooding, wildlife, and fire ," says 
Lovell.

certain menaoement stra­

tegies may counter some ui inese 
risks, they are all insurable under 
Federal or multi-peril crop insur­
ance, the economist points out. On 
the other hand, insurance cannot 
be purchased to cover losses from 
poor farming practices, theft or 
low commodity prices.

“ Thus, multiple-peril crop Insu­
rance is an alternative strategy 
for managing yield or production 
shortfalls," explains Lovell. "Xhis 
strategy should be evaluated by 
producers who may wlsji to pay 
the subsidized-premlum to shift 
the risk of a crop failure to 
another entity."

Farmers who bought crop Insu­
rance last year w ill have their 
insurarKe contract automatically 
rer>ewed tor the same crops In 1906 
unless the policies were cancelled 
or terminated, says Lovell. How­
ever, deadlines for first-time crop 
insurartce customers are rapidly

approaching. The deadline is 
March 1 In South Texas, March 31 
for far western, central aruj 
eastern areas, and April 15 for the 
plains and parts of north central 
Texas.

Farmers decidirtg to purchase 
multi-peril crop insurance can 
choose among three levels of yield 
coverage (SO, 06 or 75 percent) and 
three levels of price coverage (00, 
70 or 90 percent of a projected 
market price).

"Evaluatir>g multi-peril crop 
«'JnsurarKe Is a challer^lng pro­

cess," says Lovell. Completing a 
whole farm production and finan­
cial plan requires consideration of 
the marketing, financial and 
production characteristics and 
intentions for the business.

For effective whole farm plan­

ning, accounting and budgeting 
functions must be Integrated. The 
accounting system and enterprise 
production budgets are expected 
to provide data for establishing 
cash flow requirements as well as 
estimating the timing and amount 
of cash available month by month. 
Additionally, the balance sheet 
depicts the financial condition of 
the business and provides liquidity 
indicators, including the current 
ratio and amount of working 
capital and solvency measures, 
such as the leverage ratio.

“ Accounting and budgeting data 
must then be integrated with yield 
and price risk data along with 
multi-peril crop insurance pre­
miums. The objective of this 
analysis is to select a yield 
protection strategy that w ill as­
sure the business survival and 
maximize growth In net worth," 
notes Lovell.

Survivability and growth in net 
worth have been used to measure 
payoff from various crop insur­
ance options, based on the analys­
es of several >! representatives 
Texas Panhandle cotton and 
wheat farms. Results suggest that 
businesses with high debt (and 
higher leveragr ratios will benefit 
from purchasing higher levefs of 
protection relative to similar 
businesses that have less debt 
(and thus lower leverage ratios).

Lovell advises farmers to work 
through enterprise budgets and 
cash flow projections using seve­
ral yield and price assumptions to 
determine the risk of unfavorable 
yields He also suggests working 
with a lender in the whole farm 
planning session to get his sugges­
tions for yield and price risk 
strategies

Local ASCS offices have addi­
tional information on certifying 
yields, insurance yields and nam­
es of insurance agents.

Ä tunny little  thing happened 
last week and I want to share it 
with you.
