What's Happening to Farmland With Agriculture in Turmoil

Conversion of farmland to urban
uses in the United States has become a
widespread issue. A major concem of
some 1s the adequacy of food and fiber
production in the not-so-distant future

Many people, aware of the steady
decline of farm nuribers over the past
three decades and the current econom-
Ic turmoil in agnculture, are con-
cerned with what's happening to the
State and Nation's land supply, ac-
cording to agncultural economists
with the Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station.

In Texas, during the 1970's, popu-
lation and employment grew at more

than twice the rate of the U.S. The,

State added over three million people
in the 1970’

Mhis rapid increase in population
centered mostly in the major metro-
politan areas of Dallas-Fort Worth,
Houston, Austin, San Antonio, El
Paso, and the Lower Rio Grande Val-
ley. Sixty-eight percent of this popula
uon growth occurred in 15 of the
State’s 254 counties

As mcpopolnan areas expand in
population and economic activity,
agnicultural land is converted to non-
agricultural uses. Most future expan-
sion of the highway system, airports,
industnal expansion, housing con
struction, parks and recreational de-
velopment will be in these metropoli-
tan areas.

The loss of prime farmland in these
areas will depend on the intensity and
proximity of this growth to farmlands,
especially cropland. And, as one econ-
omust observed, once converted to non-
agncultural use, an acre seldom reverts
to food and fiber production

Agncultural land-use policy is a
controversial issue. Debate over land
use anses because various social,
economic and environmental goals
are pursued, each in competition with
each other, observes Dr. Lonnie
Jones, an agricultural economist for
the Texas Agricultural Expenment
Station

Some of Jones' research has been
used fog decision making by both the
legislature and vanous governors

To discourage the conversion of
agricultural lands to non-agncultural
uses, governments at all levels have
enacted a variety of programs

For example, differential assess-
ment programs, which provide tax
relief for farmers, are most commonly
used to protect agricultural land.
Another Station economist, Dr. John
Stoll, who made a study of the effect
of such devices concluded that they
might delay conversion but that they
didn't prevent it.

In 1966, Texas approved a constitu-
tional amendment providing for the
special assessment of agricultural
land for property tax purposes. Only
agncultural land was eligible for the
program and the basis for assessing
farmland was its “‘agricultural use’
value. This legislation was amended
in 1978 and coverage extended to
forest and open space. It also liberal-
ized the requirements for coverage and
allowed more landowners to qualify.

What impact have these deferred
taxation laws had on agricultural land
use in Texas? The study by Stoll
implies they have had little or no
impact.

The yearto-year changes in total
agricultural land use remained about

the same. The deferred taxation laws

have not produced an increase of the

agricultural land base or significantly
affected land use patterns.

In assessing trends in Texas farm-
land by type, agncultural economists
use data taken from the U.S. Census
of Agriculture, the Crop Reporting
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Board and the Conservation Needs
Inventory of Texas for 1970

I'he analysis of data, for each cen-
sus year from 1959 through 1982,
shows that during this period, total
land in farms decreased slightly, Jones
says. Pastureland acreage fluctuated
between 87.3 million acres and 85.4

million acres, whereas cropland fuc-
tuated between 36 .4 and 39.4 million
acres, since 1969

Harvested cropland, on the other
hand, increased from 19.8 million in
1969 to 20.7 million acres in 1982.
Immgated land has, however, shown a
decreasing trend since 1969.
