Dudley downs Bridges, 
Keenan-Mashburn race goes
to June 7th run-off election
Taylor County Precinct 2 Com- 

miMioner Don Dudley was re- 
eiected and a runoff w ill be held 
June 7th in the Precinct 2 Justice 
of the Peace race between Jack 
Kaanan and incumbent Leo Mash- 
burn.

In county-wide races, Aleta 
Hacker was elected judge of the 
32Bth District Court, James Hol­
loway as county judge and Anna 
Moore was elected county trea­
surer.

Final totals In the JP Precinct 2 
race included Jack Keenan lead-

ing the way with 432, Leo 
Mashburn had 376 votes and 
Stuart Bishop reveived 234 votes.

A runoff between Keenand and 
Mashburn w ill be held June 7th to 
determine the winner in that race. 
Ballots w ill be cast in the same 
locations as in Saturday's elec­
tion

In The County Commissioner’s 
race, incumbent Don Dudley 
defeated former Abilene City 
Councilman Julian Bridges 1,794 
to 631. Dudley is not facing a 
Republican opponent in the No­

vember general elections.
In local results in the governor’s 

race. Mark ^ i t e  gathered 245 
votes in Merkel, 24 in Trent, 26 in 
Tye and five at rural precirKt 27.

Bill Clements received 20 in 
Merkel, one in Trent, 26 in Tye 
and five rural box 27.

The local numbers of people 
voting were good but did not set 
any records, according to Taylor 
County Elections Administrator 
Pauline Pittman

was the only band in Class AAA to 
receive 1st division awards Book­
er High School in Class A. OIney 
and Petrolia High Schools were 
awarded first* division in Class 
AA. lows Park High School won 
the concert award in Class AAAA 
and Monterey High School in 
Lubbock received the AAAAA 
award. Monterey also won the 
Overall Concert Band in Classes 
AAAA-AAAAA

Sixty-one bands attended the 
three day event, along with 24 
orchestas, 20 stage bands, 69 
choirs, arnJ 10 show choirs 
Festival officials estimated 10,000 
students competed in the event

Judges for the band portion of 
the event were: Bill Dean,
director of the Texas A&M 
Symphonic Band, Mel Montgom­
ery, director of bands at Stephen 
F. Austin State University, Robert 
Winslow, director of the famed 
North Texas State University 
COftcert Band, and Charles Nail, 
director of the Permian High 
School Band of Odessa, Texas

The local band left Merkel 
Thursday afternoon after school 
ar>d arrived in Amarillo at 10:00 
p.m. They performed at 9 20 a m 
on Friday morning During their 
free time in Amarillo, they heard 
other competing bands, wont 
shopping at the new mall in 
Amarillo, swam at the motel, and 
went to the VWncarla-id Amuse­
ment Park before returning home 
Saturday evening at 10.10 pm 
Mr. and Mrs Obie Coker remain-

from festival officials They then 
relayed the word to band direc­

tor’s wife, Myrna Woods, and she 
told the band the results upon 
their return to Merkel.

§ Blood pressure represents the 
force of blood against the arterial 
walls. It is measured in m i­
llimeters of mercury (mmHg) by 
two numbers:
§ Systolic Reading: the first (and 
greater] number, represents the 
blood pressure when the heart is 
pumping.
Diastolic Readirtg: the second 
[arm lower] number, represents 
the blood pressure when the 
heart is at rest between beats.
§ Blood pressure may vary as 
much as 30 to 40 points during the 
course of the day. It can rise with 
exercise or r>ervousness and can 
be low while you sleep. A single 
reading may r>ct be represen­
tative of the average daily blood 
pressure

Generally and average daily 
blood pressure reading of higher 
than 140/ 90 is cause for corKern. 
It the diastolic (second number] 
is greater than 110, you should 
contact your physician promtply. 
$ High blood pressure is a 
common, but serious disease; it 
can, however, be treated and 
controlled.
§ High blood pressure has few 
symptoms. The best way to find 
out is to have your blood pressure 
checked pericmically.
§ Uncontrolled high blood pres­
sure is a major cause of heart 
attacks and strokes.
§ 80 per cent of all doctors, in a 
recent survey, would reccom- 
merit that patients with high 
blood pressure be trained to take 
their own blood pressure read­
ings at home as a supplement to 
regular office visits.

The 1965 farm bill is aimed at 
getting crop acreages down across 
the nation, and that approach 
seems to be working in Texas. 
Consequently, farm income is also 
expected to tumble

With Texas farmers still in tha 
thick of the spring planting 
season, overall crop acreages 
should be down sharply when the 
dust settles, says Dr. Carl Ander­
son, economist with the Texas 
Apr icultural Extension Service, 
The Texas A&M University Sy­
stem.

Rice and soybean acreage is 
expected to be about one-third less 
than 1985 plantings, the sorghum 
crop should be down 16 percent, 
cotton acreage should be 12 
percent less, hay production 
should drop 9 percent, and the 
corn and peanut crops should be 
off 3 percent from last year’s 
plantings

The deadlines in Texas plant­
ings should be greater than in the 
nation as a whole, Anderson points 
Out. Nationally, cotton acreage 
should be down 10 percent, corn 6 
percent and sorghum 3 percent.

•’While the new farm bill 
provides a safety net under farm 
income by keeping the same 
target prices as last year, the 
main feature of the bill is to let 
U.S. prices fall to market clearing 
levels,”  Anderson says. "That 
should boost use of crops and 
discourage production somewhat— 
especially in foreign countries All 
this should encourage recovery of 
U.S. exports markets”

Although a weaker dollar over­
seas and lower prices could lead 
to a sharp increase in exports by 
1987, the economist believes a 
noticeable market price recovery 
is still several years away.

"M arket prices for 1906 should 
be near the adjusted loan rates," 
predicts Anderson. "These include 
S2.40 per bushel for wheat, SI 92 
per bushel lor corn, S3 25 per 
hundredweight for sorghum, S3.60 
per hundredweight for nee and S5 
per bushel for soybeans.”

The adjusted loan repayment 
level for cotton w ill be 80 percent 
of the base loan rale, says 
Anderson.

"SirKe most market prices for 
crops are expected to fall below 
the variable costs of production, 
most farmers w ill likely comply 
with the farm program for target 
price protection and usa of the

regular farm loan," notes the 
economist.

“ AM this means that net farm 
income in Texas will likely fall 10 
to 15 percent from the depressed 
SI.4 billion level estimated in 1965. 
says Anderson. That’s a particu­
larly sad situation considering 
Texas farmers only realized about 
a 1 percent return on their 
investment last year.”
