Take cover when lightning hits All sports banquet is May 24th
by Jerry Eckhart

Each year, over 100 people die 
from lightning strikes. Another 
250 are injured and property 
losses run into the multi-millions. 
The property loss generally can’t 
be avoided, but we humans can, 
for the most part, avoid a similiar 
fate.

Although lightning is an unpre­
dictable killer, there are a number 
of precautions we can take to 
protect ourselves. First and fore­
most, if you can hear thunder, you 
are in danger. Lightning has been 
known to strike objects on the 
ground as far as 15 m iles from the 
thunderstorm. That’s about as far 
as you can hear the thunder.

Here’s a list of safety tips to use

when thunderstorms threaten:
1 Get inside a home or large 

building, or inside an all metal, 
not convertible, vehicle.

2. If inside the home, don’t use 
the telephone except in an emer­
gency.

3. If Outside with no time to get 
indoors, follow these guidelines:

a. Don’t stand under trees, 
metal poles, antennas or anything 
else that can act as a natural 
lightning rod.

b Avoid being the tallest object 
such as you would be if you were 
standing out in a flat field, on the 
beach, or fishing in a small boat. 
In fact, get out and away from 
open water.

c. Get away from tractors and 
other metal farm equipment

d. Get off and away from 
motorcycles, scooters, golf carts 
and bicycles. Put down golf clubs. 
Lee Trevino learned this the bard 
way.

e. Stay away from wire fences, 
clotheslines, rails or anything else 
metallic that could become a path 
for lightning.

f. Don’t take shelter in sroall 
isolated sheds or other small 
buildings in an otherwise open 
area. They make an excellent 
target for lightning.

g. In wooded areas, find a low 
area under a thick growth of small 
trees. Out in the open, go to a low 
place such as a ravine or gully but
