Plains Co-Op looks 
at Post for new site 
by Wesley W. Burnett 
Post is among several South Plains cities being considered by 

Lubbock's Plains Co-Op Oil Mill for an expansion site, which will 
employ approximately 50 people and cost an estimated $30 million 
to build. 
Citing increased regulatory problems in Lubbock, Plains Co-Op 

chief executive officer Wayne Martin said in a Lubbock Avalanche-
Journal (10/29/95) article that the board of directors voted in October 
to expand the operation to another city. 

Mayor Jim Jackson and city manager Rick Hanna met with Martin 
October 19 and were well received. Martin explained to Jackson and 
Hanna that the company is looking for a 640 acre site, situated 
adjacent to a strong railway-connection and with major highway 
access. 

Hanna also reported that the company is seeking a site which will 
include cooperative working arrangements with local government. 

"We feel we have demonstrated we fit those conditions quite well," 
Hanna emphasized. "We will do everything we can do to secure this 
new industry for Post," Mayor Jackson added. "Right now, we don't 
really have anything specific to work with, we are waiting for details 
from Plains Co-Op." 

Martin said that he expects to pick a site in January. Among the 
cities included in the search are Hale Center, Littlefield, Snyder and 
Post. "We've had several offers from area cities," Martin told The 
Post Dispatch in a telephone interview Tuesday. 
Hanna sent a letter to Martin last week, outlining the strong 

interest of our community toward meeting the needs of Plains Co- 

Op. "We are looking for an appropriate site for them, and we have 
gotten terrific cooperation from the Chamber of Commerce and 
everyone we've asked to help," Hanna added. 

The Plains Co-Op is owned by 77 cotton gins spread throughout 
West Texas. It has been located in Lubbock since 1936, with its 
current mill at 34th andAvenueAgenerating more than $100 million 
in annual sales. The plant now employs approximately 200 people. 

Martin also said that the new plant could be the site for moving the 
entire Lubbock operation at some future date. 

Martin said the Co-Op is looking for other sties for expansion due 
largely to the stifling regulation and and anit-business atmosphere 
in Lubbock. One ingredient is the storm water run-off tax being 
levied on property owners in Lubbock based on square footage of 
roofing. With large warehouses, this can be a serious problem.

Every now and then an issue pops up which demands attention and 

inspection. Such an issue came to light a couple of weeks ago when 
I received a notice from Garza County Tax Assessor Collector Laura 
"Chita" Hataway concerning new vehicle registration requirements 
beginning November 1. 

New rules issued by the Texas Department of Transportation, the 
agency of state government which Mrs Hataway and her staff 
represent here through their administration ofvehicle registrations, 
state that "Texans who request title transactions in counties using 
the Registration and Title System (RTS) must provide their social 
security number." 

Whoa! Just a minute! Hold the phone! Time out! 
Must provide their social security number? 
I thought I had fool proof assurance that this travesty of individual 

liberty could not be enforced on citizens of this great and wonderful 
nation, home of the brave and the free. I turned to a copy of the 
federal law, known as the Privacy Act of 1976, which states that "no 
government agency" may deny benefits or privileges to anyone 
refusing to disclose their social security number. I gave a copy of this 
to Mrs Hataway, who was not in at the time. We then placed a call 
to our state representative David Counts, who referred us to his 
assistant in Austin. 

Friday I received a set of documents from Austin, including a ruling 
by the Texas Attorney General, and amendments to the federal 
privacy act which appear to make exceptions for "driver's licenses 
and motor vehicle registration." However, none of these documents 
cite Constitutional authority for allowing state government agencies 
to demand such identification as a social security number. 

So, I ask my original question one more time, "What Constitutional 
authority is there to require Texas citizens to provide a government 
issued identification number in order to own or operate a motor 
vehicle?" 

I don't believe such authority exists.

City gets 35% sales tax increase

Two recent reports from the State Comptrollerpoint to a healthy 
economy in Garza County, with a 35.1 percent first quarter 1995 
increase over last year in the sales and use tax analysis. The latest 
city sales tax rebate reflects the continued sales strength with a 
check for $13,999.91, compared to $11,944.71 last year. The 17.2 
percent increase in sales is for the reporting month of August. 

Total rebates to the City of Post through the October payment are 
$168,440.60, 11.26 percent increase over the same period in 1994 of 
$151,381.79. 
The sales and use tax analysis shows a total of 204 reporting 

outlets, compared to 129 last year. The dramatic increase is primarily 
related to the opening and continued operation of Old Mill Trade 
Days, whose vendors report sales tax directly to the comptroller. 

Gross sales for the first quarter 1995 are reported at $11,953,136, 
compared to $8,845,880 for 1994. 
"Since the inception of the Main Street Project and the development 

of tourist attractions in Post, the economic impact of tourism is now 
clear," Post Chamber of Commerce president Jim Plummer 
commented. "Every dollar spent in Post by visitors has a multiplying 
affect on all businesses. It is obvious that we are thriving, for 
example, there are no vacancies on Main Street. Not many small 
towns in West Texas can make that claim." 

"The Chamber of Commerce is proud to support and be a part of the 
third largest industry in Texas and we intend to continue finding 
new ways to attract tourists to Post," Plummer added.

Bring Your Spouse Along! 

Bringing along a spouse on a 
business trip is no longer the free 
first-class vacation it used to be, 
thanks to tighter tax rules, but that 
doesn't mean that one's better half 
has to stay home. Tagging along 
can still be a good deal. 

What you can't do anymore is 
charge a spouse's expenses freely, 
unless he or she is a company 
employee eligible for travel ex-
penses on his or her own. It's no 
longer enough for a spouse to co-
host a cocktail party for custom-
ers, for instance. 

But you can still deduct most of 
the trip's cost -- those items the 
company would have paid for 
anyway. You can deduct the cost 
of a single hotel room (and pay a 
little extra on your own for the 
double), the cost of the car you'd 
have rented anyway (even if a 
spouse uses it) and the cost of your 
single airfare (even if you get a 
family discount fare). A spouse's 
meals, of course, are not deduct-
ible.

Secondary 
sources include: dried beans, oys-
ters, salmon, sardines, shrimp, and 
tofu. Most fruits and vegetables are 
major sources ofvitamin A and C but 
are poor sources of calcium. Foods 
from the grain group provide carbo-
hydrates and little calcium. 

Most people in this country grow 
up drinking milk and learn in school 
that milk helps build strong bones 
and teeth. But what do you do if you 
find out from your doctor that you 
are having trouble digesting milk, or 
lactose intolerance? Lactose intoler-
ance occurs when the lactose or sugar 
in milk passes through the digestive 
system without being digested and 
absorbed. Your doctor might recom-
mend managing the problem by add-
ing enzymes. Be sure to check with 
your physician before adjusting your 
calcium intake. Listed below are 
some easy ways to keep dairy foods 
in your diet: drink milk in one- cup 
servings or less with a meal or snack, 
choose cheese, try yogurt, treat your-
self to half-cup servings of ice cream, 
and look for lactose reduced or lac-
tose-free milk in the grocer's dairy 
case. 

Always remember to talk with your 
physician about your personal di-
etary intake.

There is no cure for osteoporosis, 
and that is tragic, because you can 
take steps to prevent it. We never 
outgrow our need for calcium.

The Libertarian Party ()rites executive committee has issued a resolution 
calling for the restoration ofthe Constitution for the United States, specifically 
demanding Congress rescind the Emergency Banking ReliefAct of March 9, 
1933 and for a presidential proclamation ending the related state of national 
emergency. 

"We have been under a national emergency for 62 years," rites Libertarian 
Party chairman Jay Manifold declared, "it is time that we face the reality 
that the great depression is over." The resolution points out that U.S. Senate 
Report 93-549 admits that the emergency has resulted in authorization rule 
without regard to normal constitutional process. 

Using the vast and almost unlimited power authorized by the 1933 
amendment of the War Powers Act of 1917, the nation has seen a continuing 
erosion of individual liberties and disregard for Constitutional limitations, 
both from the executive, judicial and legislative branches of government. 

"Careful study of the 1933 legislation authorizing the prelident and 
treasury such broad powers," Manifold added, "explains why there is such 
widespread federal and state government abuse. Ruling by executive order 
has become the primary instrument of government control, not unlike King 
George's royal decrees." 

Manifold cited the executive order to use tax funds to bail out Mexico, over 
the objections of Congress, as one example of such decrees. "With the 
Emergency Banking Relief Act as his foundation of authority, the President 
has no obligation to abide by the Constitution," Manifold insisted. 

"The President can, at his discretion, declare bank holidays, seize financial 
assets of citizens, declare national emergencies and suspend Constitutional 
rights as he pleases," Manifold emphasized. "Obviously, if we continue in a 
declared national emergency, we will also continue to lose our freedoms."

Amendment No. 8 
Section 1. Section 18, Article V, Texas Constitution, is amended by amending 

Subsection (a) and adding Subsections (e) and (f) to read as follows: 
(e) The office of Constable in Mills County is abolished. The powers, duties, and 

records of the office are transferred to the County Sheriff. 
(0 The office of Constable in Reagan County and the office of Constable in Roberta 

County are abolished. The functions of the office are transferred to the County 
Sheriff. However, the office of Constable is abolished under this subsection only if, 
at the statewide election at which the constitutional amendment providing for the 
abolition is submitted to the voters, a majority of the voters of Reagan County or 
Roberts County, as applicable, voting on the question at that election favor the 
amendment. 

Section 2. The following temporary provision is added to the Texas Constitution: 
Temporary Provision. The abolition of the office of constable in Mills County under 

the constitutional amendment proposed by the 74th Legislature, Regular Session, 
1995, providing for the abolition of the office in that county takes effect January 1, 
1996. This provision expires January 2, 1996. 

Section 3. The following temporary provision is added to the Texas Constitution: 
Temporary Provision. The abolition of the office of constable in Reagan County 

and in Roberts County under the constitutional amendment proposed by the 74th 
Legislature, Regular Session, 1995, providing for the abolition of that office in those 
counties, takes effect January 1, 1996, if the conditions of Subsection (0, Section 18, 
Article V, as added by that constitutional amendment, are met. This temporary 
provision expires January 2, 1996. 

No. The Texas Constitution is crammed with county exceptions such as these, and 
make for a nightmare of trying to figure out which is where, and what is what. Either 
the office of Constable is necessary for effective law enforcement in our counties, or it 
isn't. To use the Constitution for special situations such as this are administrative 
and legislative matters, not Constitutiona. Another example of the silliness of most 
of these proposals. 
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Amendment No. 9 
Section 1. Article XVI, Section 70 (r), of the Texas Constitution is repealed. 
Section 2. This proposed constitutional amendment shall be submitted to the voters 

at an election to be held November 7, 1995. The ballot shall be printed to provide for 
voting for or against the proposition: "The constitutional amendment allowing 
investment of money from the Texas growth fund in a business without the business's 
disclosure of its investments in or with South Africa or Namibia." 

Yes. Investment should be based on sound economic and market principles, not 
political. This Constitutional ankle should never have been approved in the first 
place. A big however, should be the caution that governments generally do not do well 
as investors, and revenue from taxes should always be at the very lowest necessary to 
maintain the limited and proper role of government. We should look for ways to cut 
government spending before worrying about investing excess tax collections. 

Amendment No. 10 
Section 1. The following temporary provision is added to the Texas Constitution: 
Temporary Provision. (a) This temporary provision applies to the constitutional 

amendment proposed by the 74th Legislature, Regular Session, 1995, abolishing the 
constitutional office of state treasurer. 

(b) The constitutional office of state treasurer is abolished effective September 1, 
1996. The transfer of specific constitutional powers and duties to the comptroller of 
public accounts under the constitutional amendment takes effect on that date. The 
statutory powers and duties and the property and other obligations of the state 
treasurer are transferred to officers and agencies of state government in the manner 
that the legislature provides by general law.  

No. It's just doesn't seem right. lam concerned that by eliminating the Treasurer's 
office, we would be placing too much power in the State Comptroller's office. 
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for everyone — push them out of traditional fee-for-service medicine into 
HMOs in order to save money, never mind if the quality of care suffers. The 
proposal, you see, lets beneficiaries opt out of traditional Medicare coverage 
in favor of private insurance or HMOs. The New York Times' story on 
Thursday's House vote said the measure would "curb Medicare spending 
and encourage the elderly to turn to private managed-care organizations. 

So what's the difference between Clinton's approach and this one? A crucial 
innovation that would allow the elderly to keep the same doctors they have 
now without paying a financial penalty, while giving them powerful incentives 
to eliminate unnecessary expenditures. It s called the Medical Savings 
Account, and it holds considerable promise. 

Here's how it would work. A Medicare recipient would get the money the 
government now spends each year on the average beneficiary (currently 
about $4,800). Then she could buy a catastrophic insurance policy covering 
only those expenses above $3,000 and put $1,500 in a special account to pay 
for expenses below the deductible. 

This has several virtues: It gives patients the freedom to go to the doctor 
they choose; it reduces their maximum out-of-pocket exposure; and it gives 
them a stake in eliminating unnecessary spending, since they would get to 
keep any money left in the MSA at the end of the year. Contrary to myth, 
MSAs would be a winning bargain for the sick as well as the healthy. 

Critics assume the GOP plan will dragoon the elderly into HMOs, but the 
assumption is mistaken. Peter Ferrara, a health care expert at the National 
Center for Policy Analysis who helped draft the legislation, estimates that 
at least half of the people in Medicare will choose MSAs instead — for the 
simple reason that it offers the best deal. No more than 20 percent, he says, 
will join HMOs. 

That's a good thing for the rest of us, because HMOs give the individual 
patient no reason to economize on medical care and have proven a weak 
antidote to our money troubles. MSAs, on the ocher hand, restore many of 
the cost-control incentives needed to rein in health care expenditures 
without compromising quality. 

If the plan works, it would be a great improvement in our health care 
system, preserving the best of the status quo at an affordable cost. There are 
no guarantees, but give the Republicans points for boldness.

but often they do nothing more than distract. The Medicare 
debate has rarely risen above Democrats accusing 
Republicans of wanting to rob the elderly to fatten the rich 
and Republicans accusing Democrats of endangering old 
people by bankrupting the program. You've heard all this 
before, maybe? 
- When the back-arid-forth gets less cliched than that, it 
focuses mainly on the amount of money the GOP proposes to save over the 
next seven years — whether $270 billion is far too much or just barely 
enough. All this amounts to an exercise in missing the point. You'd never 
know that the House and Senate have agreed to a basic restructuring of our 
biggest health care program, with huge potential benefits for the entire 
system of medicine in America. 

The problem with Medicare is that it costs a lot today and will cost far more 
tomorrow. It is the third biggest single item in the federal budget, swallowing 
$180 billion a year, with expenses rising 10 percent annually. It also 
generates health care inflation by increasing the demand for treatment and 
minimizing the need for doctors and patients to control expenses. 

Controlling expenses is the chief problem in American health care. We 
know how to stamp out polio, prevent heart disease, treat cancer, transplant 
organs, you name it. We even know how to extend medical insurance of one 
kind or another to everyone (as we do for the elderly through Medicare). 
What we don't know how to do is assure universal coverage and the most 
advanced medical treatment in the world without going through money like 
a drunken sailor.

Section 1. Article VIII, Section 1-d-1, Subsection (a), of the Texas Constitution is

(a) To promote the preservation of open—space land, the legislature shall provide by

All that plywood heading south meant plywood 
prices rose in other locations, perhaps discouraging less valued uses of 
plywood, such as home improvement projects. That's wonderful. After all,

Amendment No. 12 
Section 1. Section 1, Article VIII, Texas Constitution, is amended by amending 

Subsection (d) and adding Subsections (g) and (h) to read as follows: 
(d) The Legislature by general law shall exempt from ad valorem taxation 

household goods not held or used for the production of income and personal effects not 
held or used for the production of income. The Legislature by general law may exempt 
from advalorem taxation: 

(1) all or part of the personal property homestead of a family or single adult, 
"personal property homestead" meaning that personal property exempt by law from 
forced sale for debt; and 

(2) subject to Subsections (e) and (g) of this section, all other tangible personal 
property, except structures which are personal property and are used or occupied as 
residential dwellings and except property held or used for the production of income. 

(g) The Legislature may exempt from ad valorem taxation tangible personal 
property that is held or used for the production of income and has a taxable value of 
less than the minimum amount sufficient to recover the cost of the administration of 
the taxes on the property, as determined by or under the general law granting the 
exemption. 

(h) The Legislature may exempt from ad valorem taxation a mineral interest that 
has a taxable value of less than the minimum amount sufficient to recover the costs 
of the administration of the taxes on the interest, as determined by or under the 
general law granding the exemption.

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Amendment No. 13 
Section 1. Article VIII, Texas Constitution, is amended by adding Section 19b to 

read as follows: 
Section. 19b. The governing body of a political subdivision may exempt from ad 

valorem taxation boats and other equipment used primarily in the commercial taking 
or production of fish, shrimp, shellfish, and other marine life. The legislature may 
provide for the administration of the exemption authorized by this section and may 
provide additional qualifications and limitations for the exemption.

Amendment No. 14 
Section 1. Section 2, Article VIII, Texas Constitution, is amended by amending 

Subsection (b) and adding Subsection (d) to read as follows: 
(b) The Legislature may, by general law, exempt property owned by a disabled 

veteran or by the surviving spouse and surviving minor chidren of a disabled veteran. 
A disabled veteran is a veteran of the armed services of the United States who is 
classified as disabled by the Veterans' Administration or by a successor to that 
agency; or the military service in which he served. A veteran who is certified as having 
a disability of less than 10 percent is not entitled to an exemption. A veteran having 
a disability rating of not less than 10 percent nor more than 30 percent may be granted 
an exemption from taxation for property valued at up to $5000. A veteran having a 
disability rating of more than 30 percent but not more than 50 percent may be granted 
an exemption from taxation for property valued at up to $7,500. A veteran having a 
disability rating of more than 50 percent but not more than 70 percent may be granted 
an exemption from taxation for property valued at up to $10,000. A veteran who has 
a disability rating of more than 70 percent, or a veteran who has a disability rating 
of not less than 10 percent and has attained the age of 65, or a disabled veteran whose 
disability consists of the loss or loss of use of one or more limbs, total blindness in one 
or both eyes, or paraplegia, may be granted an exemption from taxation for property 
valued at up to $12,000. The spouse and children of any member of the United States 
Armed Forces who dies while on active duty may be granted an exemption from 
taxation for property valued at up to $5,000. A deceased disabled veteran's surviving 
spouse and children may be granted an exemption which in the aggregate is equal to 
the exemption to which the veteran was entitled when the veteran died. 

(d) Unless otherwise provided by general law enacted after January 1, 1995, the 
amounts of the exemptions from ad valorem taxation to which a person is entitled 
under Section 11.22, Tax Code, for a tax year that begins on or after the date this 
subsection takes effect are the maximum amounts permitted under Subsection (b) of 
this section instead of the amounts specified by Section 11.22, Tax Code. This 
subsection may be repealed by the Legislature by general law.

Further, I am discouraged that our elected officials, including sour own state 

representative, would approve such legislation without first demanding that there is 
Constitutional authority for the proposed law. It seems elementary to me, that all 
legislation should meet Constitutional muster... otherwise, it places the burden on 
law abiding citizens to challenge Constitutionality in the courts, which is an expensive 
proposition. 

Let us suppose, for the sake of discussion, that I do not have a social security 
number... I believe I am correct in stating that there is no law requiring a citizen to 
have such a number... unless that citizen wishes to be considered for specific 
government benefits pertaining to the Social Security System. 

So, having decided that I am not interested in obtaining any benefits from the 
government, other than the benefit government is required to provide by guarding, 
defending and insuring my Constitutional rights, I go to the courthouse to transfer a 
title of a vehicle I might decide to purchase. 

I am pleased to report that Mrs Hataway is every bit as unhappy about this 
legislation as I am, and declared that she and her staff will give citizens the 
opportunity to voluntee r their socialsecurity numbers, but will process title applications 
regardless of whether or not a social security number is provided.

Now what? 
Will I then be required by the state to apply for and obtain a social security number 

in order to prove my ownership of a vehicle? Or, will Ijust have to walk away from the 
counter, happy to have a bill of sale or some other document to prove my ownership? 

Say, for the sake of discussion, that I decide that obtaining a social security number 
is not in my best interest, and so therefore, I do not comply and simply go about my 
business. 

Now, I have this vehicle with an invalid registration sticker. 
That's okay, I couldn't get one because I do not have the identification number 

required by the state. 
Then one of our friendly law enforcement officers notices I do not have a current 

registration sticker on my windshield. They stop me, go through the usual routine, 
write out a ticket, ask me to sign it... which I might or might not do, and I'm on my 
way... except now I will get a demand letter from one of our Justices of the Peace to 
appear and pay the fine for not displaying a valid vehicle registration sticker. 

So, I go before the judge and explain my predicament... I don't have such a sticker 
because the appropriate state agency refused to provide me such a certificate on the 
grounds that I did not have the required identification in the form of a social security 
number. 

So, now what? 
The judge, or jury, then has to decide whether or not I am required to produce such 

a number, even if I don't have one.

The Bible tells us about the great victory obtained by a young 

shepherd over Goliath. It has been a story that fills us with hope even 
today. Hope to face up to the impossible and not fear any adverse 
situation that you may encounter in your life, but rather to see the 
great possibilities we have when we let God manifest His power 
through us. Goliath can be equated to the devil. Satan came to kill, 
steal and destroy, but Jesus came to undo the works of Satan. God was 
the source of David's faith and inspiration when he faced Goliath. 

When Samuel, sent by God, arrived at David's house to choose a King 
among his family, no one considered David for this position— not 
Samuel, not his father, nor his brothers. As each son came before 
Samuel, he began to make judgements on the physical appearance of 
each one. But God told him not to look on the outward appearance, 
because He rejected them, for he looked upon their hearts (Samuel 
16:7). As soon as David came forward, Samuel received the word of 
God, Samuel poured out the oil to anoint David as king of Israel. From 
that moment on, the Spirit of the Lord was over David. 

We all know the story of the "would be" battle between the Israelites 
and the Philistines. King Saul and the entire army of Israel were full 
of fear and for forty days Goliath would come out and mock God and His 
"mighty army." When David reached the camp, he became enraged at 
the taunts made by Goliath and he became full of courage in his zeal 
for the Lord. 

He had a different attitude than the rest of the Israeli army. His 
foremost thought was that Goliath was mocking the Living God. Like 
David, we need to recognize where the real harm is coming from. The 
next thing that David did was that he kept his conviction when even 
King Saul tried to discourage him (Samuel 17:33). At times, there are 
people just like Saul that instead of encouraging us, they try to 
convince us to give up the fight. But David didn't listen. When Saul saw 
David's determination, he tried to dress him in his armor. Being a 
young man, Saul's armor did not fit him, so he put it aside. Let us do 
the same with what hingers us. 

We have an assured victory against today's Goliath if we do what 
David did. We must: (a) -seek divine anointing; (b) -be filled with the 
Holy Spirit; (c)-ignore discouraging words; (d)-and set aside that 
which hingers us. God has notven us a Spirit of fear, hut of power, 
of love and of a sound mind (IlTimothy 1:7).
