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Founder's Day activities, celebrating the role of the oil industry in Garza 
County's past, present and future, are scheduled for this weekend in Post. 
Scheduled as part of the three-day celebration are a "black gold" art ex-

hibit, sale and preview party, a senior steer roping competition, an open 
house/brunch and museum ribbon-cutting ceremony, a quilt show, a dinner 
and dance, and a community church service. 

Activities get under way Friday evening with the preview party for the 
"Celebration of Black Gold Art Exhibit & Sale" at the Community Center. 
The party, set to begin at 6:30 p.m., will feature heavy hors d'oeuvres and a 
cash bar, said exhibit chairperson Marie Neff. Original art, prints and litho-
graphs will also be offered. Tickets to the preview party must be purchased 
in advance and will be available through 5 p.m. Thursday at the Post Com-
merce & Thurism Bureau (formerly chamber of commerce) office. 

The exhibit and sale will open at 10 a.m. Saturday at the community cen-
ter and run through 5 p.m. Sunday's hours will be from noon to 5 p.m. 
There will be no charge for admission. 

At 11 a.m. Saturday, the Garza County Historical Museum will be the site 
of a Founder's Day open house and brunch which will be free and open to 
the public. Serving as hostesses for the event will be members of the Women's 
Division of the Post Commerce & Tourism Bureau. Scheduled as part of the 
brunch is a ribbon- cutting and dedication ceremony for the museum's newly-
created Oil Room, said museum official and brunch chairman Linda Puckett. 

The Oil Room project has been under way at the museum for several 
months. Its purpose is to provide museum visitors with a greater under-
standing and appreciation of the role the oil industry has played in the 
history of Garza County and will continue to play in its future. 

Proceeds from activities surrounding this year's Founder's Day celebra-
tion will benefit the museum and its Oil Room project. Committee members 
hope to raise at least $25,000 to benefit the museum and its new exhibit. 

At 11 a.m, Saturday, the Senior Steer Roping event scheduled as part of 
Founder's Day will get under way at the rodeo grounds. Fred Meyers, coor-
dinator for the event, said 40 seasoned seniors from Thxas, New Mexico, 
Oklahoma, Kansas, Nebraska and Colorado are expected to participate in 
the event, which will be limited to members of the Senior Steer Ropers 
Association. The organization's members include steer ropers 50 years of 
age or older, including numerous past champions. 

Introduction of the contest's ropers will begin at 11 a.m. and roping is 
scheduled to begin at noon. Each contestant will rope three steers. Times 
will be totaled and the top seven Seniors and the top six Super Seniors will 
be eligible to rope in the Short Round where the championship ropers will 
be named. Buckles, spurs and other awards will be presented to winners 
during the awards ceremony that will follow the Short Round, Meyers said. 

All tickets to the roping event will be $5 per person. Children 11 and un-
der will be admitted free of charge. The Antelope Booster Club will be han-
dling the concessions on the grounds. 

About 50 quilts and quilted items have been secured for use during the 
Founder's Day Quilt Show to be held at the Arts Center. Quilts of all types 
— antiques and contemporary offerings — will be featured in the exhibit 
which began this week and will run through Oct. 3, said event coordinator 
Opal Rudd. 

The show will be open to the public and free of charge. Hours this week-
end will be from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. Friday and Saturday and from 1-5 p.m. on 
Sunday. 

, 	Sidelining Founder's Day activities will be an extraordinary exhibit of 
western art, which opened several weeks ago, at the OS Museum. "Images 
from the West/The Illustrators' Art," from the collection Of Tom Ryan, CA, 
offers free admission and will be open Saturday from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. and 
Sunday, 1-5 p.m. 

Several additional events will take place in the downtown area over the 
weekend. In conjunction with the celebration, several downtown merchants 
are planning "celebration sales," project chairman Leslie Acker said, and 
other vendors will be setting up for the weekend in vacant downtown build-
ings. Food and drink vendors will also be on hand. 

About 500 tickets for the Founder's Day Black Gold Gala, a dinner and 
dance event which will feature music by Asleep at the Wheel and country 
newcomer Blaine Gray, had been sold by mid-morning Tuesday. The event 
is set to begin at 7 p.m. Saturday at the Rainmaker Stage area of the Old 
Mill Trade Days Park. Tickets were only available in advance and will not 
be available at the door. 

The evening will include a meal catered by Joe Allen of Abilene; the auc-
tion of a three-day trip to Jamaica, provided by Excel Travel; and recogni-
tion of the donors to the Garza County Historical Museum's newly-created 
Oil Room. 
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Vernon recovering 
from auto accident 
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Danny Mack Vernon of Post, who was injured in an automobile accident 
last Thursday southeast of Lubbock, was listed in stable condition Tuesday 
at Methodist Hospital, a hospital spokesman said. 

Vernon, 33, was injured when the Ford pickup he was driving southeast 
on US 84 at about 1 p.m. last Thursday struck the back of a tractor-trailer 
traveling in the same direction, according to Department of Public Safety 
(DPS) reports. The tractor-trailer was apparently slowing to turn right into 
a parking lot when the accident occurred just north of the US 84 intersec-
tion with Thxas 835. 

The driver of the tractor-trailer rig was not injured. 
Vernon's pickup was badly damaged, with the engine compressed into the 

cab of the vehicle. He was pinned inside for about 45 minutes and rescue 
workers were forced to use hydraulic rescue equipment to extract him from 
the pickup. 

Vernon was airlifted to Methodist Hospital and underwent surgery Thurs-
day afternoon, according to reports. 

A new budget and tax rate earned the approval of the Garza Me-
morial Hospital board at its regular 7 a.m. meeting last Thursday. 

David Nichols made a motion to adopt the 1998-99 budget as pre-
sented. The motion was seconded by David Tyler and carried. 

Approval of the budget followed a public hearing. Several citizens 
were present and voiced questions. Answers included explanations 
relative to why the contracts held between the hospital district and 
Methodist Hospital, now Covenant Health Systems, had not been 
put out for bids. It was explained that these are all service con-
tracts and legislation more recent and superseding the legislation 
creating the hospital district prohibits service contracts from being 
put out for bid. There was also a question about how EMS scholar-
ships are awarded. 

Most of the questions and comments pertained to subjects other 
than the budget. One citizen stated she was not pleased with the 
way her tax money was being spent. 

The budget approved by the board calls for $895,547.50 worth of 
expenditures, including a $32,500 fee for management agreement 
expenses; $20,000, ambulance; $34,850 for clerical salaries; $300,000 
for the Methodist Clinic contract; $150,000 for indigent care ex-
penses; $100,000 for building renovations; $31,500 for physical plant 
and maintenance;, 	$49,000, continuing education; and $49,653 for 
tax reevaluation expense. 

Revenues expected to be collected in the same fiscal year should 
total a projected $895,547.50, including more than $518,000 in tax 
revenues. 
The tax rate approved for the 1998-99 fiscal year was set at .165 

cents per $100 valuation. Nichols made the motion to set the tax 
rate, seconded by Tyler. The vote carried. 

In other business, the board: 
• Was informed that its attorney, Calloway Huffaker, has not been 

in touch concerning estimates relative to the cost to amend the Garza 
Hospital District enabling act. He is to be contacted about the esti-
mates in hopes he will be able to present this information at the 
board's Oct. 15 session. 
• Agreed to participate in the Pharmacy Assistance Program on a 

one-year trial basis. 
• Approved action on an indigent application. 
• Received several informational items, including copies of a let-

ter from County Judge Giles Dalby and district administrator 
Maritta Reed to the Bureau of Emergency Management relative to 
the Level V Trauma designation.

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Feeling lightheaded, faint and unsteady, sound familiar? 
Dizziness is the third most common reason patients over 65 
see their provider and the single most frequent complaint of 
patients over 75. 

The sense of balance is complex and depends on messages 
received from all over the body, literally from hair cells in the 
inner ear, all the way down to nerve receptors in the feet and 
many points in between. Another troubling sensation related 
to dizziness is vertigo, which is the feeling that the body or 
the environment is spinning in space. 

Causes can be as simple as an ear infection or incorrect 
prescription for corrective lenses. Medicine can be the culprit 
as many of the elderly are on multiple medications. Other 
causes are: hardening of the arteries, anemia, head trauma, 
TIA, depression, anxiety, and rarely, tumor activity in the 
brain. 

Two of the most common causes are orthostatic 
hypertension (OH) and Meniere's disease. OH is an easily 
managed condition in which blood pressure drops suddenly 
when one stands up from a seated or reclined position. 
Meniers's is an increase in fluid in the inner ear. Although 
poorly understood, it is believed to be caused by a viral 
infection and a malfunction in the immune system. It is 
almost always treated by a simple medication and many 
times resolves spontaneously. 

While usually easily treated, dizziness should not be 
ignored. The chance of a more serious underlying condition 
needs to be ruled out by a medical provider and in the mean 
time the risk of a fall and subsequent injury is just not worth 
a new pair of glasses or a simple change in medications

Immigration Controls Cause Exploitation 
the legal system unless they wish to be sent home. 

But let us be clear about the source of that power to exploit those 
vulnerable people: it is the immigration laws passed by Congress and 
enforced by the INS. Thus, they are accessories before the fact in the 
exploitation of the Mexicans in New York City, as well as in the deaths 
of other illegal immigrants who, for example, suffocate in cattle cars 
while hiding from immigration agents. Without the immigration 
laws, those victims of government policy would be alive today. 
The debate over immigration has raged for years. Opponents 

attempt to worry the American people with tales of immigrants 
committing crimes and taking welfare. The culture of the immigrants 
is said to be a threat to American culture. These are red herrings. If 
the government didn't tax productive American people to provide 
welfare, no one could go on the dole. Immigrant crime should be 
treated the same as citizen crime. As for the culture, it is robust 
precisely because it is an open mixture of so many elements. 

Immigrants enrich American culture. The policy debate, mired as it 
is in statistics, misses the key points. First, the freedom to move about 
peacefully is a natural right. Second, it is human nature to strive to 
better one's condition. As long the government tries to thwart that 
natural inclination through immigration controls, we will continue to 
see the degradation, exploitation, and death that surfaces from time 
to time. And the federal government will continue to be an accomplice 
in those offenses.

No one could help but be moved several months ago by the pictures 

of the deaf and mute immigrants from Mexico who were allegedly 
forced to work on the streets of New York City. No doubt they lived in 
terrible conditions and were subject to exploitation. If you had asked 
them whether they preferred that situation to their lives in Mexico, 
you might have been surprised by their answer. 

They must have seen the potential for a better life in the United 
States or they would not have made the risky trip. What's more, in 
time they might have achieved a better life. Earlier generations of 
immigrants had it tough, but they came here willingly, and they or 
their children prospered. Nevertheless, there is no denying that those 
wretched souls were at the mercy of those who smuggled them into the 
United States and those for whom they worked. 

What has not been noticed, however, is that the smugglers and 
exploiters had accomplices without whom they could not have carried 
out their schemes: Congress, the president, and the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service. The indispensable assistance these officials 
rendered was in the form of a legal barrier to the free movement of 
people into the United States, the right to emigrate here. We see many 
instances of what can be called the Law of Black Markets. 

If government attempts to outlaw a peaceful activity that people 
want to engage in, that activity will continue but under more horrendous 
conditions than previously. Take the 1920s Prohibition. People didn't 
stop drinking alcohol. But the liquor industry moved into the 
underworld. Violence connected with the trade abounded. 
Law-enforcement was corrupted by the black-market profits that 

reflected the risks of making and distributing liquor. The same can be 
said of the prohibition of narcotics and other drugs. How does this 
relate to immigration? Although immigration is not outlawed, it is 
restricted. Many people who want to come to the United States cannot 
do so legally. Yet human nature pushes people to strive for better lives, 
and they don't stop just because government says so. They will merely 
seek other ways to get here. 

As a result, immigrant smugglers will arise to provide a service for 
which people will be eager to pay dearly. Employers will offer them 
low-level jobs when they reach the United States. This is simply a 
matter of supply and demand. The problem is that because the activity 
is illegal, smugglers and employers have a handy means of exploitation 
at their disposal: they can threaten either to report the immigrants to 
the INS or to return them back to their native countries and living 
conditions. 

A penniless person in a strange land with a strange language would 
find it difficult to resist exploitative demands made by someone with 
that kind of power. It puts immigrants at a steep disadvantage 
regarding the terms of employment and living conditions. Promises 
can be broken with impunity. Illegals obviously have no recourse to

Is all this necessary for a nation that takes such great pride in the 
Statue of Liberty? We Libertarians don't believe so. Why not simply 
open the borders to both free trade and open immigration? Why 
shouldn't people be free to travel, trade, visit, and engage in peaceful 
activity? 
"But everyone would come to America." Not likely. It is extremely 

difficult — financially, emotionally, and culturally — to pull up roots, 
leave family and friends, and move to a foreign country, especially one 
in which people speak a different language. That's why many 
immigrants soon return to their homelands. Those who come and stay 
are usually the risk-takers —those who are willing to give up security 
for the chance of improving their lot in life. They should be cherished, 
not punished, for they bring a vitality that energizes a society. 
Moreover, the removal of American trade restrictions against other 
countries — like the embargo against the Cuban people — would 
increase economic prosperity in those countries, diminishing the 
economic incentive for people in those countries to migrate. 
"They'll take jobs from Americans." On the contrary — immigrants 

create jobs forAmericans! While often displacingAmericans in lower-
echelon jobs, their consumption of food, housing, cars, electronics, 
and other goods and services develop higher-echelon jobs forAmericans 
in those sectors. 
"They'll go on welfare." Then Congress should prohibit them from 

doing so and punish any bureaucrat convicted of distributing illegal 
welfare. There is no constitutional requirement that foreign citizens 
be entitled to use government to plunder the wealth of American 
citizens. Anyway, as many Americans have discovered, government 
welfare is a political drug that destroys the human spirit. Immigrants, 
like Americans, are better off without it. 
"They'll burden government services." Then privatize them. Notice 

that it's always the public sector — public schools, public hospitals, 
public roads — that complains about too many customers. When was 
the last time you heard Microsoft, Sears, Disney, or McDonalds 
complaining about too many customers? 
"They'll pollute our culture." American culture should be one of 

freedom —one in which everyone is free to pursue any cultural 
interest he wishes. After all, it was America's culture of freedom that 
motivated the French to give us the Statue of Liberty. 

Open borders would not only raise the standard the living of both 
foreigners and Americans. It would also help to restore a sense of 
morality and civility to American society. How can it be considered 
moral and civil to forcibly repatriate people into communist tyranny? 
To incarcerate people for wanting to work? To punish employers for 
hiring them? How can any of this be reconciled with loving thy 
neighbor as thyself? 

A decade ago, one of the ugliest walls in history was torn down. It is 
time to tear ours down as well. We don't need governmental barriers 
that separate families, friends, and businesses. We need abrazos and 
handshakes that bring people together.

Perjury 
is the criminal offense of making false statements under oath. From 
my scant legal knowledge, there are no instances where perjury is not 
criminal, even if it's about sex. 

The Clinton presidency might have two more years of life; quite 
possibly the nation can survive an immoral and dishonest presidency. 
The more important issue is whether we are going to allow Clinton's 
cover-up and abuse of power to establish a pattern for future presidents. 
You can bet the rent money that if Clinton gets away with this, some 
other president will become more arrogant and abusive.

It took 10 plays to find the end zone, with the final play coming on fourth down 
at the'12 with 18 seconds on the clock. Gorman dropped back and threw the ball 
deep to the left end zone corner, as Conner raced under the ball, reached out high 
in the air, and with a defender right at his side, pulled the ball in for the 
touchdown. It was obvious to fans on both sides of the field, that this timing pass 
play had been well rehearsed by quarterback and receiver. Any higher and it 
would have sailed out of the end zone, any lower and it would have been 
intercepted. 

With 13 seconds remaining in the first half, the extra point attempt was 
blocked, and the home team led 20-7. 

Second Half Action• 
A slight miscue early in the fourth quarter changed the tone of the game for the 

'Lopes when Eagle fullback Jackson broke out of a pack of defenders at the 50 
yard line, and raced untouched to the end zone, closing the gap at 20-14 after the 
extra point.

The 'Lope offense couldn't sustain its next possession, but the defense 
rediscovered its strength, and cut short an Eagle threat on fourth down at the 
Post 23 when Michael Ulm intercepted a pass. McCollister had pressured the 
quarterback and the ball floated into Ulm's hands at the 15, returning it to the 
25. 

An impressive drive was capped early in the fourth quarter, putting the 'Lopes 
on top 26-14 with 8:39 left in the game. The drive covered 75 yards in 13 plays, 
eating up a big chunk of time. Crawford and R. Jefferson carried the load at 
running. The drive was highlighted by a fourth down pass play from Gorman to 
Crawford at the 12 yard line. On second down Gorman faked inside to Crawford 
then threw the ball over the heads of defenders to Knight, who was all alone in 
the end zone. The two point conversion was a pass over in the left end zone to 
Daniel Fluitt. 

Following the kickoff, Knight forced a Jackson fumble, which was covered by 
Frank Reyna at the Roosevelt 33 yard line. Operating smoothly and on all 
cylinders, the 'Lopes took advantage of the turnover in three plays, scoring on a 
quarterback keeper from the 28. With 7:56 left in the game, the 'Lopes took the 
lead at 34-14, with the extra point kick sailing to the left. 

The Eagles got one more chance, but were stuffed on a fourth down desperation 
effort at the Post 47. The reserves came for Post to polish off the win.

Post Antelope fans were a little nervous early in the game last Friday when 

Roosevelt's Eric Rojas outraced defenders for a 60 plus yard touchdown run... but 
shortly afterward fans settled back to enjoy a 34-14 homecoming victory over the 
Eagles. 

On the first play following Roosevelt's opening touchdown, Raymond Jefferson 
took the pitchout around his right end, running behind great blocking on the 
sweep and a classic downfield shield by Clell Knight, Jefferson took the wind out 
of the Eagles. 

Braden Conner's point after kick tied the score, and the 'Lopes cruised through 
the first half with another 13 points, leading 20-7 at halftime. 

On Roosevelt's second possession, the Post defense figured out how to stop the 
Eagles, who used the power running of Jeff Jackson, behind a solid wall of huge 
linemen. After an exchange of punts, early in the second quarter, the 'Lopes took 
the lead at the end of a three play drive.

The ball popped loose, 
but Conner alertly fell on the ball. Billy Crawford got the call over left guard, 
standing up in the end zone for a 13-7 lead with 8:27 left in the first half. Conner's 
kick added one more for a 14-7 Antelope lead. 

Another strong defensive effort stifled the Eagles, with Clay Ashley, Clinton 
Curtis, Matt McCollister and Crawford leading the pack.
