phase (pipelines, ground storage, valving, reservoir repair, etc.) un-
dergoes the same preparations, construction should begin in mid-
March and be completed by the late summer.

The project should be online by the fall of 1999, long before any
anticipated water shortages at White River Lake.

"Without any more rain, there's enough water in the lake to last
until the spring of the year 2000," Davis said.

The $1.6 million project is being funded primarily through sepa-
rate grants received by the four member cities involved. The cities
are also supplying some matching monies. The City of Post, for ex-
ample, is being asked to cover $500,000 of the project, $350,000 of
that with grant monies received from the state. The city will kick in
approximately $150,000 more.

The project will see the creation of several new wells and the refur-
bishing of several existing wells, Davis said. The four cities are pool-
ing their resources — grant monies and matching funds — to cover
the project's construction and operation costs. "Ownership" of the
wells will be handed over to the White River Municipal Water Dis-
trict which will maintain them.

Davis said that while the bulk of expenses should be covered by the
money pool created by the four cities, any overrun the project might
experience may be covered by the White River Municipal Water Dis-
trict. District officials are expected to meet Thursday night to con-
sider such a proposal.

The project is expected to provide the four member cities with "high
quality well water" in the event that the water supply at White River
Lake is exhausted, City Manager Rick Hanna said. If heavy rains
replenish the lake's water supply in coming months, the municipali-
ties and the water district will move ahead with the project and,
once completed, the wells will be on standby in the event that the
lake's water supply disappears.

Hanna said Post's investment in the project will also see the con-
struction of a 100,000-gallon storage reservoir for local use. The ad-
dition of the new storage reservoir should take care of the added
demands for water that have been added or will soon be added thanks
to the opening of the juvenile detention center and the private cor-
rectional facility. '

"We still have the ability to bring a lot more water into Post than
we do already," he said. '

Hanna encouraged local residents with questions about the project
to call or come by city hall and to talk with him.

"] guess we're not doing a very good job getting the word out about

and how the city has no backup plan for water. Yes, we're working
on a backup water system....

"We're going to make it (get the emergency water supply project
online) without increasing water rates or taxes or anything else,"
he said. "We're really in pretty good shape."

In other city business, council members:

e Postponed action on a request for a carport variance by Diane
Zubia. After hearing Zubia's request, the council appeared ready to
grant the variance until the city attorney pointed out that such ac-
tion could leave the city with future liability problems. The council
asked the city manager and city works director to meet with Zubia
and her husband in an attempt to work out a viable solution to the
couple's request.

» Agreed to lease to the Trailblazers a two-lot property behind
Wallace Lumber. The lease, which will run 99 years, will allow the
Trailblazers to construct a facility on the site. The city, county and
school district co-own the property after a tax foreclosure sale. Be-
fore the Trailblazers can move ahead with their plans, the lease
agreement will need the approval of all three entities.

e Curtailed the city's recycling program following a recommenda-
tion by the city manager. Hanna said the Lubbock business that
accepted the city's paper and tin recyclables was destroyed by fire
recently and since then, the city has found there is no market for
such items:. It is costing Post taxpayers $83 per ton to transport the
recyclables to Lubbock while it would cost $24 per ton to transport
those same materials to
the local landfill. The
council agreed to con-
tinue the city's recycling
program for motor oil,
metal, aluminum and
tires but the recycling of
paper and tin will be "put
on hold" until that time
that a market for those
products can be found.

e Voted against a re-

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New housing construction expected to begin soon

Post could see a significant increase in housing construction by the
end of the year thanks to an expected infusion of grant monies from
the Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs.

County officials learned last week they had earned approval for a
$278,500 grant designed to cover interim construction costs, said

! Bryan Grimes, administrative assistant to the commaissioners court.

The state monies will be used to help cover startup costs on 5-10
homes in Post, Grimes said. Essentially it will provide assistance to

i homebuyers, helping them to pay down payments and closing costs

at a rate of about $5,000 per home. Once the homes are sold, the
money invested by the state will roll over and be reinvested in other
homes.

Additionally, the grant monies may also be used to help cover costs
for infrastructure improvements — paving of streets and upgrading

| the area in which the homes are being built, for example.

(Geriatric prison
put on hold

Tentative plans to construct a “geriatric” correctional facility were
put on hold last week.

County Judge Giles Dalby said that after county commissioners
met Oct. 1 with representatives of the Corplan architectural firm
and MTC, it was decided that the project be postponed for a while.

“We backed off,” Dalby said. “The Texas Department of Criminal

| Justice says they have plenty of space right now. And if they don’t

need it there’s really no need for us to go ahead with the project.”
County officials were in the early stages of the project proposal,
which called for the construction of a correctional facility designed

specifically for the housing of elderly prisoners who traditionally

require more medical attention. Plans called for construction of the

| facility to be financed through the issuance of revenue bonds, with-
il out cost to county taxpayers.

At the state’s current rate of prisoner retention, Dalby said, exist-
ing units will get full and additional facilities will be in demand.
' “This project is just on hold until we can see there is a need,” he
said.

Vs

“I am very excited about this,” Grimes said Monday. “These will be
nice homes. I think pretty much some of the nicer homes in Post.”

According to Grimes, potential homeowners will be able to choose
from more than 40 floor plans for 2-; 3- and 4-bedroom homes rang-
ing in size from 11,000 square feet to 18,000 square feet. Home costs
will be about $40,000-60,000, or what is described by the state as
“adequate and affordable housing.”

“The people (interested in buying these homes) will have some
flexibility,” Grimes said. “These homes won’t be copycats of each
other.”

South Plains Community Action will be handling the development
aspect of the project, Grimes said. A Lubbock builder will be used
and plans call for the use of as many Post-area subcontractors as
possible.

Pre-qualification of applications is expected to begin in December.
Grimes and the PEDC’s Rhonda Valdez recently attended a USDA
workshop on the application process.

Grimes said work on another project which could impact housing
starts in Post is also under way. The county has applied to a USDA
program which, if approved, would assist homeowners in securing
conventional financing by guaranteeing notes up to 90 percent.

Work on the Texas Department of Housing and Community Af-
fairs grant began in February of this year. County officials learned
of their application’s approval Sept. 30.

Why Congress should proceed with
impeachment of President Clinton

In the past few weeks several people have asked me why I haven't
commented on the torrid affairs in Washington, D.C., as they relate to
the question of President Clinton's behavior and the resulting calls for
his impeachment.

I have been reluctant, yea even resistant, to writing about this issue
because there is so much being written so much being said about this
matter that I could see no real benefit of my words being added to the
crowded room of voices.

Obviously, I do have an opinion on the subject.

It is clearly a constitutional and political question. First, the consti-
tutional issue.

The president of the United States took an oath of office to uphold the
constitution and the laws of the United States. Failure to adhere to
this oath in his private, personal or official duties is a violation of that

oath. If there is evidence that the president violated his oath, then it
1is incumbent on the congress to take appropriate action as defined by

the constitution (Article 2, Section 4).

All officers of government should be held accountable to their oaths
of office,  have written about this numerous times... and have pleaded
in those articles that elected and appointed officials of government

~take their oaths ‘of office seriously enough to actually read and
-.understand the limits of their offices. I have even gone so far as to

lament the fact that citizens have no ability to call the hand of errant
government agents who routinely violate their oaths of office... and

‘the sad truth is that it happens every day.

On the national level, only congress has the power of impeachment...
and it is used sparingly.

At the local and state level, the only recourse citizens have to control
abusive government agents operating outside of their constitutional
authority is to turn to the district attorney, who by and large is not
going to go after one of his own kind, unless the charges are of the most
egregious kind. There are no methods of impeachment, other than at
the ballot box or by retaining expensive legal representation in a civil
suit.

The political question in the case of the president is outlined in the
U.S. constitution's provision for impeachment. That document pur-
posely, I contend, does not define specifically what is a "high crime and
misdemeanor." That definition is in the hands of the House of Repre-
sentatives... a political body which is charged with the duty of
determining the specific charges.

Ifthere is an impeachment, the articles will be written by the House
and presented in a trial, with the U.S. Senate serving as the jury. A
two-thirds vote by Senate is required for conviction.

I believe impeachment is the only proper method to resolve the
questions about the president's behavior. If it is proved to the jury
that he violated his oath of office, whether by lying, obstructing
justice or abusing his office, in the end, the decision will be based
primarily on political considerations.

And that is what I believe the writers of the U.S. Constitution had
in mind. It is one more method of checking abusive executive power.

I hope that when the House of Representatives prepares its list of
impeachable offenses, it will include the president's numerous "ex-
ecutive orders" which circumvent the constitution. It is an abuse of
power that demonstrates his disdain for the constitution, which he
twice swore to uphold.

He once said, "We can't be so fixated on our desire to preserve
therightsof ordinary Americans..." (USAToday, March 11, 1993).
His behavior as president clearly shows that he does not respect the
inherent rights of individuals, and for that alone, he should be
impeached and removed from office.

Perhaps that example would be enough to ripple down through the
ranks to other government officials... and return a modicum of
security for those of us suffering under the heavy hand of abusive
government.

Government has no rights

Government has no inherent rights or
powers, either implicit nor explicit. This
constitution assigns certain functions to the
artificial entities called governments '
created by this constitution and authorizes
those artificial entities to take certain
actions necessary to accomplish the
assigned functions. No national or county
government entity shall assume any
function or authorization not specifically
assigned or authorized by this constitution.

Why? No person possesses that kind of power. You &
say: “So what, Williams? We know that. What’s your point?” The point
1s that an economy is far more complex and mind-boggling than the
behavior of the sun and rivers will ever be. If a person can’t control the
sun and river, he can forget about controlling the economy.

Think about it. There are 260 million Americans. Among ourselves,
we make trillions upon trillions of transactions. In order to run the
economy in a way that makes for a healthy, growing economy, Clinton
has to know a lot about us.

For starters, he would have to know our wants and what we're
prepared to offer in exchange for having those wants satisfied, not to
mention having to know our skills and abilities.

Take Williams for example. During Clinton’s presidency, I landed a
fun job team-teaching a course at Grove City College (which is, by the
way, an excellent, civilized college).

Motorists fork over
another $28,340 in
highway revenues

At total of $315,838.29 has been reported for the year-to-date
collections from highway travelers in Garza County caught in the
highway revenue trap. In August, the two justice of the peace courts
reported a total of $28,480.54 on the 173 criminal cases.

JP 1 reported 110 cases, netting $18,328 while JP 2 showed 73 cases
with $10,152.54 collected.

There is no effective method to determine how many of these cases
were related to commercial travel, as defined by the Texas
Transportation Code, because the reports do not specify which of the
criminals were actually being paidto carry passengers or property for
hire.

Most of the motorists tagged by revenue agents are not aware of the
fact that their modes of transportation (cars and trucks) are not
“motor vehicles” as defined by the code, but because they have
voluntarily applied for and received Certificates of Title for a Motor
Vehicle from the State of Texas, they have declared themselves as
owners of “motor vehicles,” and therefore subject to the code.

Carrying around a state driver’s license is also a severe limit on
freedom and liberty... that little piece of paper wrapped in plastic
declares the holder to be an “operator of a motor vehicle.”

Lowell H. Becraft, a nationally recognized constitutional lawyer and
authority on the right to travel, recently prepared a detailed rebuttal
to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration’s proposed
rule for requiring the use of social security numbers for state issued
driver’s licenses. Becraft's seven page letter is packed with court case
citations refuting the power of government to restrict the right of
travel.

Here's a sampling of Becraft's objections to the continuing
infringement of individual rights:

“The requirement to provide a SSN for a driver’s license will curtail
and abridge my constitutional rights. I, as every other American, have
a constitutional right to travel and the State of Alabama (put Texas in
here too) acknowledged this right to travel and does not currently
abridge this right unreasonably. '

“However, your proposed rules arbitrarily limit the right to obtain a
driver’s license to those with a SSN, which distinction is capricious as
possession of a SSN has nothing to do with the ability to safely drive
a car. But further, most Americans are not required to have a SSN,
and, in fact, most Americans are ineligible to receive a SSN. Your
agency’s rules will in effect prevent many Americans from exercising
their right to travel.”

Becraft continues, “I further have the constitutional right to travel
which is protected by the United States Constitution; see Crandall v.
Nevada, 73 U.S. (6 Wall.) 35, 49 (1868)(“We are all citizens of the
United States, and as members of the same community must have the
right to pass and repass through every part of it without interruption,
as freely as in our states”); Kent v. Dulles, 357 U.S. 116, 125, 78 S.Ct.
1113 (1958)(“The right to travel is a part of the“liberty’ of which the
citizen cannot be deprived without the due process of law under the
Fifth Amendment”); Shapiro v. Thompson, 394 U.S. 618, 629, 89 S.Ct.
1322 (1969)(“This Court long ago recognized that the nature of our
Federal Union and our constitutional concepts of personal liberty
unite torequire that all citizens be free to travel throughout the length
and breadth of our land uninhibited by statutes, rules or regulations
which unreasonably burden or restrict this movement”).

Becraft’s list of court cases is impressive and each one clearly
upholding the inherent right of travel. His work emphasizes the
voluntary nature of traffic laws which restrict travel... ifthey were not
voluntary, they could not be enforced.

So, when citizens voluntarily apply for a certificate of title to their
“motor vehicle,” they have placed themselves under the jurisdiction of
the traffic laws, which can constitutionally only apply to those who
voluntarily declare themselves owners of “motor vehicles.”

Becraft makes a great case in his letter for refusing to abide by the
federal government requirement for SSNs. "As you can see, domestic
Americans not seeking social security benefits simply are not within
the class of individuals who may lawfully obtain SSNs. Certainly I am
not in these classes because I am not an alien, I do not collect and do
not want to collect social security benefits (the system is bankrupt
anyway), and I am obviously not a child."

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Another 'nail-biter' keeps
fans on their feet at Hamlin

The Post Antelopes proved, if there was any doubt, that they are in fact a fourth
quarter team, as they ripped off a time-consuming touchdown drive late in the
game at Hamlin last Friday, dousing the Pied Pipers’ homecoming frenzy. When
the buzzer sounded, the ‘Lopes had pulled out a 14-7 victory, setting up a 4-1
record going into district play here Friday against Tahoka.

“We played really well,” Antelope coach Richard Gorman comments about last
Friday’s game, “although some fans have asked me about the overall play of the
team. Whenever we play well enough to win, that’s good enough for me.” Gorman
said that Hamlin disrupted the ‘Lope game plan by slicing through with stunts
as the ‘Lope guards would pull out for blocking assignments.

Jefferson got the call around left end behind some great blocking to the 21 and
then raced around right end to the end zone. The final 10 yards were made
possible by a blockbuster clearing block by Crawford, allowing Jefferson room to
scoot in untouched. With 1:02 left in the first quarter, the ‘Lopes led 7-0.

The ‘Lope defense shut down the Pipers again, and the fourth down punt was
blocked by Rocky Gomez, although Hamlin covered it, the Antelopes took
possession on downs at the Piper 29 yard line.
