Supreme Court decision

Garza County Hospital District
board of directors, in a three to
two vote last Thursday evening,
rejected following Attorney Gen-
eral opinions and Texas Supreme
Court decisions as they relate to

The opinion cited
a 1940 Texas Supreme Court de-
cision which clarified the limits
of authority of legislatively cre-
ated districts, determining that
those districts could not exceed
the authority stated in the legis-
lation which established the dis-
trict.

In the hospital district case,

Titus County wanted to lease
part of its building to a private
doctor. The Attorney General
quoted from the supreme court
decision: “A special purpose dis-
trict may exercise only the pow-
ers that are expressly delegated
to it by the legislature... “

“I don’t like it,” Tobias said af-
ter presenting the information,
“but it is the law, and we can only

“When you decided to close the
hospital in 1996,” Tobias asked,
“did anyone bother to look up the
law to see if the building could
be leased for a clinic? Was there
any legal research done to find
out about this in advance?”

Travis replied that he wasn't on
the board at the time, Kirkpatrick
and Tyler did not respond to the
question.

Post ISD looks at tight budget

Projected revenues and expenditures for the 1999-2000 school year
are expected to be fairly close, but school district officials are opti-
mistic about the fiscal year spending plan.

“It’'s a lot rosier picture than it was this time last year,” board
member Mark Kirkpatrick said at Tuesday night’s special session
of Post ISD trustees.

The district has projected revenues of $7,096,855 for the upcom-
ing fiscal year, with expenditures at $7,096,427. Revenue projec-
tions are based on the same tax rate as assessed in the current
fiscal year — $1.45 per $100 valuation.

Dr. Bobby Bain, superintendent, said the district should finish up
the school year “...$54,000 in the black” and commended everyone
who has worked on the budget for the coming school year.

The bulk of the increase in this year’s budgeted expenditures over
the 1998-99 school year are due to teacher salary hikes, Bain said.
The pay increases, which are mandated by the state but not funded,
will cost the district an additional $300,000.

A budget hearing on the 1999-2000 plan has been scheduled for .

Aug. 24. The tax rate for the new fiscal year is expected to be adopted
after Sept. 1, Bain said.

In other business, trustees briefly discussed several options through
which school district officials might make the Post ISD a safer place
to work and learn. Bain suggested the possibility of hooking up an
answering machine and dedicating it to calls from students, par-
ents and staff members who might be aware of existing problems. If
such a system was established, there would be no attempt to iden-
tify the caller, and incoming calls might shed light on possible “safety
issues” on Post ISD campuses.

“I don’t know how much it would be used, but it’s worth a try,” he
said.

Several board members agreed the idea was a good one, and
Kirkpatrick suggested the local MAD DADS chapter might assist

the district in accepting the same types of calls.

Bain said the Texas Education Agency is requiring school districts
to explore safety issues in light of recent episodes of violence on
school campuses throughout the U.S.

“We've taken steps and continue to try to take steps to make it a
safe place,” the superintendent said.

Middle School Principal Marita Jackson said Bobby Dean 1s creat-
ing a “Code Blue” emergency plan for such incidents as tornadoes
or disasters. Dean is working in conjunction with the local sheriff’s
department, volunteer firefighters, EMS and other entities, as well
as discussing with officials from other school districts the types of
measures they have in place.

Trustees also:
e Discussed teacher evaluation forms and approved teacher evalu-

ators and the evaluations calendar for the 1999-2000 school year.
» Approved revisions to the Student Code of Conduct.
e Approved the gradual replacement of the auditorium curtains.
Cost to replace all of the curtains would be $24,000, and the district
plans to stagger the replacement effort over a three-year period.

When the Alternative Minimum Tax was inaugurated some 30 years
ago, it was designed to trip up the really-rich who shielded all their income in
tax-exempt bonds and tax shelters. Over the years, though, the middle-
income taxpayer has been snared in the net.

The key problem is that the law treats exemptions for children and
deductions for medical expenses just like stock options and oil-well credits.
Once these "preference items” hit a certain level, the taxpayer moves from
regular income tax to the AMT. Large families, especially those with high
medical costs, are hit with huge tax bills. (Some people with high incomes

While regular income tax brackets have been indexed for inflation, the
AMT exemption has not. To do so would require raising the exemption-the
amount of preference items allowed-from the current $45,000 for a married
couple to about $57,000.

TRAVELER’S
DIARRHEA

Diarrhea, at the best of times isn’t fun, but away from home
and on business or vacation, in an unfamilidr country, makes it
down right unbearable. Here are some tips on how to avoid
traveler’s diarrhea and what to do if you get it.

In most under developed countries diarrhea comes from
drinking the water or eating uncooked food. The illness may also
cause cramping, nausea and vomiting. It is usually limited to 2
or 3 days of inconvenience and then life goes on. Fever and blood
in your stool is the sign of infectious diarrhea.

Besides watching what you eat and drink, prevention can be
increased by remembering to wash your hands with prepackaged
wipes before you eat. Keep safe bottled drinking water on the
sink for drinking and teeth brushing. Tie a ribbon around the
water faucet so you will remember not to use the tap water and
don’t gargle in the shower! REMEMBER: Don't use ice, unless
it's from bottled or boiled water. Don't eat raw vegetables or
salads and don’t eat fruit unless you peel it yourself. Avoid food
or drinks from street vendors. Don't eat unpasteurized dairy
‘products. Coffee and tea made in boiled water are safe, as are
carbonated soft drinks, beer and wine (withoutice). Foods served
hot, bread and most dry foods are safe.

If you do get diarrhea, stay well hydrated. Take more in than
goes out! Lots of clear liquids, juice or noncaffinated soda. You
can even buy oral rehydration mixes that will replace the
electrolytes your body is losing. Imodium A-D will help as long
as there is no blood in your stool and your not running a fever.
You would be wise to see your medical provider for some antibiotics
to take along, just in case. Regardless, a few precautions can
make the difference in your trip. Go, have fun, but eat and drink
smart.

Liberal Democrats in Congress and Clinton love to attack Republican
proposals for Social Security reform. In their quest for
votes, they stoke the fears of older Americans by telling
them that Republicans want to destroy Social Security
by allowing Americans choicesin providing for retirement.

Most Democrats and some Republicans rank Social
Security with God, motherhood and apple pie. Few people |
know that about 5 million Americans employed by state |f
and municipal governments donot payinto Social Security.
Under the provisions of the 1935 Social Security Act, state and municipal
governments could opt out.

This Social Security loophole was closed in 1983; however, Congress
permitted those 5 million employees, as well as about 100,000 clergy, to
remain exempt from paying into Social Security. Part of President Clinton’s
plan to “save” Social Security, and championed by Sen. John Breaux, D-
La., is to force previously exempted employees into Social Security.

If 5 million more workers are forced into the system, it would bring in an
estimated $11 billion over 5 years. Instead of Social Security collapsing in
2030, it would collapse in 2032 and there’d be 5 million more Social
Security obligations. Clinton and Breaux’s proposal is standard for any
Ponzi scheme — to keep the scheme going, you have to round up more
participants. _

Last April, 12 senators, including five Democrats — Diane Feinstein, D-
Calif.; Barbara Boxer, D-Calif.; Christopher Dodd, D-Conn.; Richard
Durbin, D-I11.; and Edward Kennedy, D-Mass. — descended on the White
House to demand that President Clinton not support forcing 5 million of
their constituents into Social Security.

They warned of the adverse impact on employees in terms of lower rates
of return and lost flexibility. J.T. Young, chief economist for the U.S. Senate
Republican Policy Committee, points out a real-life example of the inferiority
of Social Security compared to municipal pensions. San Diego city employees

arerequired to put at least 3 percent of theirsalaryinto a pension plan (and
may contribute up to 7 percent).

Say that a worker with a constant salary of $32,000 puts a minimum of
3 percent of his salary into a defined-contribution plan that goes into a
mutual fund paying an annual rate of 7 percent. Upon retirement, that
worker will have $293,385 in constant dollars.

Such a return is far superior to'Social Security’s zero to 2.5 percent rate
of return. If currently exempt workers are forced into Social Security,
they’'d also lose the flexibility of their municipal pension plans. Municipal
pension plans typically award partial benefits for partial disability. Social
Security provides benefits only when the individual becomes totally
unemployable.

People in high-pressure jobs like police and firefighting sometime require
early retirement. Under Social Security, retirement benefits are not
available until age 62. It doesn’t take a rocket scientist to figure out why
municipal employees don’t want to be in Social Security.

But what are we to make of Democrats who criticize Republicans for
proposals that would begin the process of allowing American workers to
find a deal better than Social Security while at the same time fighting to
keep their 5 million constituents from being dragged into the Social
Security rat hole?

At best, theyre a little more than forked-tongue scoundrels. When
politicians boast to you about the wonders of Social Security, you should
ask them: “If Social Security is so wonderful, how come people have to be
pulled kicking and screaming into 1t?

If it’s so wonderful how come you’re petitioning Clinton to spare your
municipal employee constituents from being pulled into 1t?” I bet they will
fork you gibberish for answers.

Possible incendiary devices
found in Waco wreckage

Could it be the fog of denial and obfuscation surrounding the cynically
motivated and deadly 1993 government tax raid on a Seventh Day
Adventist church in Waco, Texas are finally starting to clear?

Rare is the radio show I do on this subject that isn’t blessed with some
government apologist calling in to insist the Rev. David Koresh did indeed
possess automatic weapons at the Mount Carmel Church. Of course, the
government promised to display such “captured machine guns” at the
trial of the survivorsin San Antonio, and never did. Nor do the government
cronies like to admit that possessing such weapons is still perfectly legal
in this country, upon payment of a mere $200 tax. :

Do most Americans endorse government taxmen with submachine
guns firing on and incinerating dozens of innocent women and children
(after incapacitating them with a nerve gas banned under the Geneva
convention, which turns to deadly cyanide when it burns) in attempts to
apprehend a preacher suspected of being $200 behind on his tax bills —
doing so in massive armed raids organized to gain TV coverage a few
weeks before their congressional funding hearings, even after the main
subject of their investigation publicly invites said agents to drop by and
inspect his weapons at any time?

A great step forward in clearing the purposeful fog which has been laid
down here was the 1997 Academy Award-nominated documentary “Waco:
The Rules of Engagement,” which first brought to public attention
infrared footage shot by a government plane circling high overhead on the
day of the final fire, as FBI agents purposely blocked fire engines from the
scene.

That footage shows what appears to be automatic rifle fire into the back
of the compound to stop any residents from coming out or resisting the
armored vehicles as they moved in to knock down the walls and staircases
of a building known to be heated with kerosene heaters (the government
had illegally shut off the electricity) and reinforced against government
bullets with bales of hay.

But now speeds the pace at which the government snow job melts.

“The head of the Texas Department of Public Safety said Tuesday that
evidence held by the Texas Rangers since the 1993 Branch Davidian siege
calls into question the federal government’s claim that its agents used no
incendiary devices on the day that a fire consumed the sect’s compound,”
reports Lee Hancock in the July 28 Dallas Morning News.

James B. Francis Jr., chairman of the Texas Department of Public
Safety, declined to detail the evidence, but said, “With the proper experts
analyzing it, it might shed light as to whether an incendiary device was
fired into the compound that day.”

U.S. District Judge Walter Smith of Waco, the judge who oversaw the
trial of the Branch Davidian survivorsin San Antonio (they wereacquitted
of all major and capital charges, but.sentenced to decades in jail, anyway)
in a July 1 ruling refused to dismiss Davidian claims that the FBI may

have fired into the church on April 19, or allegations that FBI negligence
was responsible for the final tragedy. In fact, the judge ruled that the
claims have sufficient merit to warrant scheduling an October trial date
for the wrongful-death lawsuit filed by surviving sect members and
families of the 80 people (mostly women and children, many black and
Asian) who died when the compound burned.

“Sources close to the government’s Davidian investigation say the
current questions center on several 40 mm munitions found in the
compound wreckage,” reports Mr. Hancock of the Morning News.

“Mr. Francis said Tuesday that some FBI officials made statements to
Texas Rangers immediately after the fire ‘that are contradictory’ to the
federal government’s account of what happened. ...”

Michael McNulty of Colorado, author and co-producer of the
documentary “Waco: The Rules of Engagement,” who is planning a follow-
up documentary for release this fall, was granted access to some of the
stored evidence from the Waco site by a Justice Department public-affairs
official, Mr. Francis told the Morning News.

“In those visits, Mr. McNulty said, he and an expert assisting his film
company examined a 40 mm shell casing and two 40 mm projectiles that
he contends are pyrotechnic devices,” reporter Hancock continues.

“He said they also found that at least six items listed in Texas Ranger
inventories as silencers or suppressors were actually ‘flash-bang’ devices.
Those devices are commonly used by law-enforcement officers to stun
suspects, and they sometimes ignite fires in enclosed spaces because they
emit a loud bang and flash driven by a small pyrotechnic charge.

“Mr. McNulty said he thinks those devices could be key evidence
because Texas Rangers’ evidence logs indicate they were recovered from
areas of the compound in which the fires broke out. ...

“‘It’s our belief that these pieces of ordnance could — and probably did
— have an impact on the fire on April 19th,” he said.”

In a carefully worded denial, Attorney General Janet Reno responded
from Washington Thursday, saying she has “gone over everything and I
know of no such evidence. ... To date, I have found no basis for concluding
that the FBI was in any way responsible.”

Has seen no evidence to date. My, there’s a strident vote of confidence.

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Now children,
quit denying
the obvious

Last week our three year old granddaughter was jumping on our bed, and
when I walked into the room and spotted the “off-limits” behavior, I said
to her, “honey, please don’tjump on our bed, it’s not a trampoline you know.”

“But pappy,” she said so innocently, “I wasn’t jumping, I was playing.”

Of course, we expect that kind of denial from our children and
grandchildren, it's their way of defending themselves when they get
caught red-handed in the act of violating some rule that they just can’t or
won'’t follow. It’s so tempting to jump on the bed.

But when adults use that same kind of denial technique, most of us get
more than a little irritated. We expect adults to behave like adults, and
when caught in the act of violating some rule, we expect them to ‘fess up
toit, or at least acknowledge that they just aren’t going to bother following
that rule.

Such was the case last Thursday evening at the Garza County Hospital
District (GCHD) board of directors meeting. A citizen calmly pointed out
that the majority of the board had voted in July to scrap the former policies
relating to definitions of who can and can not be declared indigent or needy.

GCHD board president Mike Travis, and fellow board members Zoe
Kirkpatrick and David Tyler all insisted that they had not changed the
policy. “Then when did you make the change?” Charles Duncan asked.
“Has there been a board meeting since July where you reversed your vote?”

Travis replied that the board never changed the policy. Duncan asked for
areading of the motion in July, Mrs Kirkpatrick read it ... “that the Garza
County Hospital District abide by the definitions of indigent and needy as
defined by the Texas Department of Health and the district’s policies.”

“In that case,” Mr Duncan said, “the one indigent applicant who was
rejected for financial reasons should have a very strong case against you
for turning him or her down.” Duncan pointed out that the board had
clearly rejected the long-standing legal definitions of needy and indigent,
therefore, at this time there are no official board policies specifying who is
and who isn’t qualified.

“I can assure you that there are no changes in our policy,” Mr Travis
insisted, denying the obvious. “In that case,” Mr Duncan said, “you must
be saying that the previous vote, which was approved by the board and the
minutes of that meeting approved also, was not valid? Or that your vote
doesn’t count? Which is 1t?”

In defense of the decision to reject state law and its own policies, the
majority of the GCHD board now quibbles with their disagreement with
the definition of needy. They deny taking action to change the policy,
although the evidence is overwhelming that they did exactly that by
refusing to follow the law.

The law is clear, there is no ambiguity... the words indigent and needy are
used interchangeably in the statutes as well as the constitution. To claim
that their vote to reject the law does not mean they are rejecting the law
is absurd... it reminds me of President Clinton’s denial of sexual relations
“with that woman,” because he doesn’t agree with the definition of “sexual
relations.”

We expect that from children, we do not accept that kind of arrogant
denial from adults, especially those who have promised in their oaths of
office to abide by the law.

It’s time we demand our elected and appointed officers of government to
put aside their childish ways and take responsibility for their actions as
adults.

Part 2. County Administrative Council

Section 2

a. The sheriff shall maintain and operate county penal fa-
cilities where called for by two-thirds vote of qualified
voters of the county, provide bailiffs for the courts in that
county, enforce orders of the courts, and uphold the law
as defined by this constitution.

b. The county treasurer shall maintain accurate and timely
records of revenue collections and expenditures, and shall
disburse funds to support constitutionally authorized
county government functions.

c. The county recorder shall conduct an at-random lottery
of citizens every six months to serve as county grand ju-
rors, verify each grand juror’s service based on the grand
jury roll call records, provide accurate records of grand
jury proceedings, maintain accurate records of all County
Administrative Council proceedings, maintain accurate
records of qualified voters casting ballots, conduct elec-
tions, maintain all records at county expense at such
places as to safeguard said records, make records of ev-
ery County Administrative Council proceeding publicly
available after filing in an easily searchable form which
shall be open for public inspection, and ensure that
records are filed within thirty days of completion of each
County Administrative Council proceeding.

d. The precinct commissioner shall represent the people of the
precinct from which elected.

TOWN OF IDEALS

Pride in Post prompted writer to
praise its glories 47 years ago

(EDITOR’ NOTE: The following
article by the late Phoebe K. War-
ner, which appeared in the Fort
Worth Star-Telegram in 1922, has
been contributed by a Dispatcn
reader. ‘We feel it will be of in-
terest historically to today's read-
ers.)

AN IDEAL LITTLE TOWN
By Phoebe K. Warner

You wouldn’'t know there was a
town anywhere near. For miles
and miles all is quiet and serene.

The best of roads, comfortable
houses, blooming gardens, and
fields of grain. Everything in sight
bears evidence of a happy, pros-
perous people.

You can tell a lot about the kind
of folks that live in a country sim-
ply by driving through it. If you
never see a single person or hear
a single name, the paint on the
houses, the flowers in the yards,
the chickens in the barnyard, and
even the hogs on the place are all

evidence of the standards of the
' people.

Driving through such a country

' at the rate of thirty miles an hour,

you become so absorbed in the
wonderful things around you until
you forget that there is such a
thing as a man-made town until
you drop over the Caproek of the
canyon and there several hundred
feet helow a beautiful little city
stretches out before you. What a
surprise!

HID AWAY IN a beautiful valley
just its size, with a perfect road
leading right down to the heart of
the town. And when you get down
to it, the town is Post.

Did you ever see a country, or
town, that was the ripened fruit of
a dream? If you have not, then
you have no idea what this whole
world might have been If it had all
been planned and designed before
a single house, or a single little
town had ever been built. There
is one example on record where
this was done, and that is in Gar-

za County, Texas.

Many Texas people remember
when Mr. C. W. Post bought up a
large tract of land a few years ago
for the purpose of creating a per-
fect country and a perfect town, as
nearly as he could. After looking
the country over, he selected Gar-
za County, Texas, for his experi-
ment.

If you know a man or woman
who do not believe in the power of
ideals you should go to Garza
County and study what has hap-
pened in the short space of fifteen
years. In this country is written
the story of a man with an ideal,
a human ideal. An ideal of life
and living. If only more men
would get ideals in their hearts,
and go out into some bare place
in the world and go to work with"
their minds, hearts and pocket-
books to realize that dream.

THE FIRST THING Mr. Post did
was to plan enough ideal farms to
make an ideal communily, next he
carved these farms out of the raw
land he had purchased, just like
you cut a dress out of a new piece
of goods.

Did
the people buy them? Do people;

Go to Garza,
County, Texas, and see for your-
self.

Huffaker said that the Attorney
General’s opinion is merely an opin-
ion. Tobias countered by pointing out
that the opinion is backed up by a su-
preme court decision, “doesn’t that
give it more weight? Isn’t a supreme
court decision considered the law of
the land?”

Huffaker replied that it was, “but
we'll need to find out if that decision
still stands and hasn’t been over-
turned.”

Travis said that the board should not
make any changes for now.

Tobias’ motion failed, with the board
continuing to expend tax funds outside
the authority of the law.

In other matters, the board accepted
an explanation from Garza County
Central Appraisal District chief ap-
praiser Shirley Smith, that a 1980 law
eliminated conflicts on payment for
collection of taxes. The establishing
legislation for GCHD limited the
amount of payment for collection of
taxes to $5,000. GCHD has been pay-
ing $12,000 to the county and ap-
praisal district for collecting taxes.

“If someone had informed us of this
change in the law,” Tobias said after-
ward, “we could have saved a lot of
time debating this matter.” The issue
had been discussed at two previous
board meetings.

The board approved the use of re-
vised parliamentary procedures based
on Roberts Rules of Order. The revised
procedures provide for discussion prior
to entering motions.

Jason Markham of Covenant Health
Systems (CHS) introduced Byron Jor-
dan who has been appointed to serve
as practice supervisor at the clinic in
Post. That separated the duties that
interim hospital administrator Steve
Holmes has been performing.

Huffaker reported that a request has
been formally made to State Represen-
tative David Counts to get an attor-
ney general’s opinion on whether or
not the district can call an election to
decide the dissolution of the district.

During the debate on paying the
bills, Tobias pointed out that paying
$50,000 to CHS (two months) is ille-
gal. She was joined by Propst in vot-
ing against the motion to pay the bills.
Travis broke the tie with Kirkpatrick
and Tyler voting to approve.

The board agreed to delegate author-
ity for paying of regular monthly bills
to the interim hospital administrator,
but to hold payment on professional
services and indigent care until the
board reviews those . items.
Kirkpatrick pointed out that several
hundred dollars were spent on late
charges because bills were due prior
to board approval.

Although the board did not declare
an emergency, it did approve a low bid
of $16,360 from Brown Roofing to
make needed roof repairs of the hos-
pital building.

The board entered into a discussion
about the fiscal year 2000 budget,
agreeing holding a public hearing on
the matter at the September 2 meet-
ing.

A job description of the hospital ad-
ministrator was discussed at length,
with board members agreeing by con-
sensus that it should be a part time
position and to advertise four weeks
in the Lubbock Avalanche Journal and
The Post Dispatch for applicants. An
applicant review committee was cre-
ated, with Travis, Propst and Holmes
to review applications.

Travis reported that county clerk
Sonny Gossett was not interested in
conducting future hospital district
elections.

The board authorized Travis to con-
tact county attorney Leslie Acker to
see if he would be willing to advise the
hospital district. Tobias had ques-
tioned paying an outside attorney and
suggested that the county attorney,
who is already paid by taxpayers,
could answer questions by the board
on an issue-by-issue case.

Kirkpatrick, Travis and Tyler dis-
agreed, but consented to asking Acker.
Huffaker said he did not think he
should come to every meeting, but has
attended at the request of the board
to answer legal questions that have
been raised. Travis informed Huffaker,
that unless requested, he would no
longer have to attend the meetings.

Holmes reported that the clinic
served 458 patients in July and that
the Health Fair was a big success, with
150 people participating. Holmes also
said that at the end of July there were
16 residents being served as indigents.
During July one indigent application
was rejected due to failure to meet fi-
nancial standards. .

During the public comment period,
local resident Charles Duncan quizzed
the board about that decision. “Last
month you voted to reject your own
policy regarding financial qualifica-
tions, so how can you justify turning
down someone based on their finan-
cial condition?”

Travis replied that the board did not
change its policy, that the vote taken
the previous month was about defini-
tions of needy

Duncan asked that the motion be

read out loud, which Kirkpatrick did.
That motion clearly stated that the
board would abide by the definitions
of indigent and needy determined by
state law and the board’s policies. It
was rejected by the board majority.

“Did you have a vote later to change
your vote?” Duncan asked. “If not, then
you have effectively declared that you
do not have any financial restrictions.
I'd say that person who was denied
help would have solid grounds for a
law suit against you.”

Travis said there had not been an-
other vote, but insisted again that the
board did not change its policy.

“Then you must be saying that your
original vote is void, or didn't mean
anything?” Duncan replied. :

The public comment perfod ended
with no one else speaking.

In the meantime, I took an
oath of office that I take very seriously,
and in that oath I pledged to obey the
law and that is exactly what I have
done and will continue to do.

If that means that Mr Travis and
others will call me names and ridicule
me, so be it. I will not knowingly
violate my oath of office, and I want
the taxpayers and voters of this county
to know that my only agenda is see
that the district does its business
according to the law. That means that
we must stop spending tax funds to
support the notion that everyone in
Garza County is entitled to health
care at the expense of taxpayers,

We must stay
within the limits of

the law

After last week's Garza Hospital
District Board meeting, I felt that I
should clarify some things for the
voters as to my intentions in bringing
up the Attorney General’s opinion. I
want everything to be clearly
understood by all that care to read
and/or hear.

In researching laws applicable to
Garza Hospital District, I came across
an Attorney General’s opinion (JM-
258, which is based upon an earlier
Texas Supreme Court case) and
realized that what we've been doing
18, in fact, illegal.

I don’t know if anyone checked the
legality of turning the hospital into a
clinic when the hospital was closed or
not, but this opinion states that unless
it says you can, in your enabling
legislation, you can’t lease your
building for a clinic. Unfortunately,
our enabling legislation, HB 1325,
doesn’t say we can lease the building
for a clinic. We only have authority to
operate a hospital.

I am well aware that for some time
now there have been those who claim
that I and Charles Propst are wanting
to close the clinic. Nothing could be
further from the truth!

I am determined to keep a clinic in
Post and would even like to see the
hospital reopen, if economically
feasible. Whatever we do as board
members of the hospital district,
however, must be LEGAL. We must
go about this in a way in accordance
with the law... not just what seems
right and convenient at the time.
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So now, you ask “What can we do?"
Obviously, our predecessors who
penned HB 1325 intended for Garza
Memorial Hospital to be with us
always, as they didn't include plans
for any other situation. As it stands
now, though, we could either reopen
the hospital or sell the building to
some other entity to operate a clinic
legally, such as Barbara Ethridge
suggested in her letter to the editor
(7729).

Possibilities for this could be the
Post Economic Development

Corporation or the Post Hospital
Foundation, which Zoe Kirkpatrick
informed us about at a previous board
meeting. I wouldn't mind donating to
either one of these organizaitons for
supporting the clinic,

[t would be much better than paying
taxes like we are doing now to the
Hospital District, and it would
perfectly legal. Maybe the directors
of these groups should look into the
possibility of doing this and let us
know where we can make donations
toward this project.
