Tiff over employee
salaries aired at

commissioners’ court

A bit of a tiff over increased salaries for employees at the court-
house surfaced during Monday’s regular meeting of the Garza
County Commissioners’ Court. Deputy Clerk Lina Duran asked
Judge Giles Dalby if a grievance committee hearing would be set to
consider county clerk Sonny Gossett’s question about salary in-
creases in the current budget.

Judge Dalby said that the complaint had to be filed within 10
days, and that deadline had passed. “It'll have to be considered in
the next budget cycle,” he said.

The issue was raised in executive session during the January 10
meeting of the court. Although posted as a personnel matter, court-
house sources say that the executive session actually centered
around Gossett’s questioning of higher pay increases for two em-
ployees at the courthouse. Executive (or closed) sessions of govern-
ment bodies are restricted to legal, personnel or property acquisi-
tion matters.

In other action, commissioners approved the appointment of
Allison, Bass & Associates of Austin for conducting redistricting
following the 2000 Census.

County road mileage certification was delayed, pending review of
county records to compare with the 252 miles posted by the state

The court adjusted road and bridge budgets and approved paying
the monthly telephone bill of $26.80 for the Garza County Emer-
gency Response Team for the remainder of the current budget year.

Larry McDougal was appointed to represent the county during
the upcoming stock show at Fort Worth when several area youth
are to enter animals for the show. Judge Dalby, expressing frustra-
tion with the Lubbock office of the extension service, reminded the
court that the county does not have an extension agent, and will
have to rely on local citizens to assist in the program.

“They won’t return my calls,” he said about the Lubbock exten-
sion service office. “Now with Kelly Ahrens due to leave, we'll be
completely without an agent at all.”

Warrant issued for
kidnapping suspect

A warrant has been issued for the “primary suspect” in the Jan. 8
kidnapping and assault of a Post man, and the case against the
four others involved should go before a grand jury within the month.

Sgt. Tommy Binford said Tuesday a warrant was issued Jan. 17
for the primary suspect in the case, an acquaintance of the 17-year-
old victim. The suspect is wanted

for kidnapping and is believed to
have left the state. The Garza
County Sheriff’s Department 1s
consulting with other agencies out-
side of the state in an effort to lo-
cate the Lubbock County resident.

Four other individuals also have
been identified as reportedly hav-
ing been involved in the Jan. 8 in-
cident. All are from Lubbock
County. Binford said two of those
men, accompanied by their attor-
neys, gave oral statements regard-
ing the incident. The third man has
retained an attorney but has not
yet made a statement, while the
fourth individual involved is “refus-
ing to speak with investigators,”
Binford said.

A case in Lubbock is being looked
at as possibly being linked to the
kidnapping and assault case
which, according to reports, began
in Garza County and spilled over

Jerry Smith court
appeal in Amarillo

The 7th Court of Criminal Appeals, Amarillo, is considering an appeal
made on behalf of convicted murderer Jerry T. Smith.

District Attorney Ricky Smith said Tuesday said the appellate process is
Ztill under way, but an opinion should be determined within the next 90

ays.

“I'm confident we'll prevail,” Smith said.

The appeal is based on “extraneous offenses,” including testimony detailing
an assault Jerry Smith allegedly committed against his father, the district
attorney said. The testimony was introduced in the 1997 murder trial, and
the appellate court is now charged with determining whether or not that
evidence was proper.

Smith was convicted of the murder of 76-year-old Edna Blodgett of Post,
who disappeared in June 1993. Blodgett, whose body was never found, had
been living with Smith at the time of her disappearance.

Hope offered on helping
Alzheimer's Disease

most severe cases of dementia — a
progressive loss of memory and
intellectual functions. But other
factors, including small strokes,
diabetes, depression, over medication
and even the lack of certain vitamins,
could be the underlying cause of the
dementia. Sophisticated tests such
as magneticresonance imaging (MRI)
can also be used to determine the
cause of a person’s dementia.

Researchers are beginning to
develop and test new drugs that may
help postpone the development of
Alzheimer’s disease, at least for a
while, Rosenberg said. He said paying
attention to the signals of the disease
could add years of healthy, full-
fuctional living.

Recent genetic discoveries related
to brain changes in Alzheimer’s
disease offer hope that Alzheimer’s
may be conquered in the coming
century.

“With all the amazing advances
we’ve made in the last decade, we're
nearly there,” said Dr. Roger
Rosenberg, director ofthe Alzheimer’s
Disease Center at UT Southwestern
Medical Center at Dallas. “Already
there are several medications helping
patients with the disease.

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HALITOSIS

A fancy name for bad breath, halitosis can certainly be
earned by a healthy portion of some of our favorite foods. The
problem is sometimes there are medical problems leading to
our bad breath. . |

The human mouth is teaming with bacteria. The majority
are harmless, but changes in the mouths environment can
lead to bacteria that will cause food particles to ferment,
besides foul breath, this can cause local tissue inflammation
and sometimes infection secondary to periodontal disease or
gingivitis.

“Morning breath” is a result of decreased salivary action
during the night. This combined with food particles not
cleaned from the mouth the night before can lead to that
wonder breath some of us have in the morning. Also, decreased
fluid intake and some medications can lead to these same
symptoms during the day.

Although most halitosis is a result of missed hygiene or
odor producing foods, there are medical causes of bad breath.
Pus generates an offensive odor and the mouth can be a
prime site. Dental abscesses, gum disease and sinusitis can
be a cause for halitosis. In children tonsillitis and nasal
foreign bodies can lead to infections that cause bad breath.
In older people that use tobacco, bad breath can be caused by
a cancerous lesion hidden some where in the upper airway or
in the mouth.

For most individuals, a balanced diet that includes
sufficient amounts of fluids, along with conscientious cleaning
of the mouth after every meal, will prevent halitosis. If these
measures don’t work a visit to your medical provider and
perhaps your dentist are in order.

Colleges will soon begin to send out applicant acceptance letters.
Choosing the right college is an important challenge to students, who will
spend a lifetime living with their decision, and parents, who'll pick up the
tab.

- Suppose your youngster plans to become a physician

and the University of California at Berkeley — which
college would you choose? Many students and parents
would see that as a no-brainer and Pick UC-Berkeley. |g
Why? :

Berkeley is a far more prestigious college, which can
boast of having a faculty of world-class professors, Nobel Laureates and
winners of other distinguished awards. Franklin & Marshall can’t begin

_to make that claim. But here’s what Franklin & Marshall can claim: Its
. graduates score higher on exams to get into medical schools than UC-
._Berkeley graduates. Why?

Franklin & Marshall places its emphasis and resources on providing an
excellent undergraduate education, while UC Berkeley places more of its
emphasis on graduate education and faculty research. Thus, a preferable
strategy is for your youngster to attend a college like Franklin & Marshall
first, then attend a prestigious university like UC-Berkeley for post-
graduate education.

My colleague, Dr. Thomas Sowell, has pointed this out in several of his
publications, the most recent being in the April 1999 American Spectator.
For example, deans of graduate schools of engineering rank graduates of
Harvey Mudd College and the Rose-Hulman Institute over the those of
prestigious universities like University of Pennsylvania, Duke and UCLA.

In fact, graduates of Harvey Mudd College are far more likely to go on
to earn advanced degrees than graduates of Harvard University. Deans
of leading law schools have ranked graduates of Davidson College over
graduates of most Ivy League colleges. Admissions offices of prestigious

Will it now turn out the Branch Davidians retain the power to reach out
from the grave and smight their oppressors?

After completing the documentary “Waco: The Rules of Engagement” —
nominated for an Academy Award — researcher Mike McNulty continued
to delve into what appeared to be the greatest mystery of Waco: Why
would scores of perfectly sane and decent Christian Americans apparently
choose to condemn themselves and their children to death by flames,
rather than coming out and surrendering to the federal tanks and
helicopters that surrounded them?

Mr. McNulty appears to have found some answers — at least to the
extent anyone still can, given the determined after-the-fact efforts to
bleach and bulldoze the “crime scene.” Those answers are offered in
“Waco: A New Revelation,” directed by Jason Van Vleet.

The documentary video is not strident. The new evidence is piled up in
such a measured and matter-of-fact way that its full impact may not
register without a second viewing.

But at that point, any thoughtful viewer must wonder how willfully the
Congress and populace of this country must (start ital)want(end ital) to
ignore what really happened at Waco, to be able to close their eyes to facts
like these:

On the evening of Feb. 28, three Branch Davidians who had not been
present for the initial BATF raid attempted to get home to their wives and
children at Mount Carmel. They were intercepted and fired upon by 17
agents “dressed as trees.” Two were captured, but Michael Dean Schroeder
— not charged with any crime — was shot seven times and killed. As the
other two Davidians were led away they report hearing two final shots
behind them, in quick succession. An autopsy showed Michael Dean
Schroeder had two neat bullet holes immediately behind his right ear. His
body was left lying in the ravine for five days.

Far from inviting an exodus and surrender, tape recordings reveal that
by late March, FBI negotiators told the Davidians: “No one is authorized
to come out of there for any reason. ... Ifanyone tries to come out, they will

.- be treated in such a way that they’ll be forced to retreat.”

Manning sniper post Sierra 1 in the “undercover house,” Lon Horiuchi

~ (who eight months before had shot the unarmed Vicky Weaver as she

stood holding a baby in her kitchen in Idaho) swore he did not fire into the

church on April 19. But other FBI agents swore they heard fire from his

position, and four expended .308 shell casings were later found.
At 9:02 a.m. on April 19, a Branch Davidian is spotted trying to exit the
building across the roof. “Falcon 2,” an FBI helicopter, is seen approaching

students. They’ll boast of having this professor who'’s a Nobel Laureate
and that professor who’s won the Science Award.

Parents think their youngsters will be exposed to these great minds and
joyfully (or perhaps not so joyfully) fork over $25 or $30 thousand in
annual tuition and board fees. But when classes start, the youngster finds
part-timers and graduate students teaching courses, not those
distinguished professors. At some colleges, up to 50 percent of their
undergraduate classes are taught by part-timers and graduate students.

Choosing a college can be even more troublesome for black students and
parents. Well-meaning but dishonest and cowardly college administrators
admit black students whose academic credentials (SAT score and grade
point average) are far below that of the general campus community.

That’s a prescription for disaster, as demonstrated by black students
having lower grade point averages, being more often on academic probation
and having the lowest graduation rates, at some colleges as low as 20
percent. No parent, black or white, should allow his youngster to attend
acollege where the average SAT scoreis 150 to 200 points higher than his.

Black students and parents might want to check out some of the non-
prestigious black colleges. For the sixth year in a row, Xavier University
in Louisiana has led the nation in the number of black alumni who have
gone on to medical schools. Of the top six colleges, in terms of the number
of alumni who go on to become scientists, all are black colleges.

The bottom line is that parents should not be bamboozled by prestige
and admissions-office hype. In addition to getting off their butts and
finding out what goes on at colleges, there are some excellent independent
sources that can assist parents, such as “Choosing the Right College,”
published by the Intercollegiate Studies Institute, and Thomas Sowell’s
“Choosing a College.”

Making the right college choice is worth the effort.

port waist gun. Other close-range video — not high-altitude footage —
clearly shows full-sized machine guns in cradle mounts in the waist doors
of the FBI helicopters, which the government long swore were unarmed.

Branch Davidians Phillip Henry and Jimmy Riddle appear to have
been shot behind the building at this time. Neither had soot in their lungs
or carbon monoxide in their blood — both died before the fire. An autopsy
showed half of Riddle’s body torn away, which the medical examiner said
could have been consistent with “an encounter with a tank tread.”

The film’s researcher, Mike McNulty, tells me the most likely scenario
is that Henry and Riddle were shot behind the building by government
agents around 9 a.m. Then, closer to noontime, their bodies were bulldozed
back into the church dining room by tanks, and the final government
machine-gun assault began.

At that point, ground level footage clearly shows men in Kevlar army
helmets firing projectiles from an M-79 grenade launcher into the church’s
storm shelter. Seconds later, white smoke pours from the shelter.

Though the government has consistently denied the Army’s Combat
Applications Force —the “Delta Force” —was present at Waco, previously
classified Army documents reveal that four Delta Force “observers” were
deployed to Waco on March 21. Gene Cullen, a senior case officer with the
CIA’s Special Forces Group, reports “At (an April 14) CIAbriefing, we were
told there were more than 10, and that they would be actively participating”
in the April 19 attack.

Most chilling of all, Steven Barry, a retired Special Forces sergeant,
notes that Delta Force operators had penetrated the building on several
occasions, and that on one occasion, late April 17 or early on the 18th, they
saw Koresh within six feet of them. They radioed back to the Tactical
Operations Center for permission to grab him, and within minutes the
word came back from the Justice Department, “ ‘No, we already have a
plan in place,’ that being what happened on April 19.”

“People ask why we didn’t let the children out,” sobs Davidian survivor
Clive Doyle. “Ifthey saw all that was happening, and they were there with
their children, would they have sent them out to the animals outside that
were shooting at them and doing all those terrible things? No. ... When
there was shooting going on it’s kind of tongue in cheek to then turn and
say, ‘Well, why didn’t you come out?’ “

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Curfews are the first
step to tyranny

Recently we've received letters related to a petition calling for a
curfew on certain of our people, based strictly on their age.

I wonder if the people who are circulating and signing these
petitions realize that this idea of curtailing the liberty of individuals
by the force of government comes directly from the manuals of the
most dictatorial tyrants throughout the ages of civilization.

In American history, especially those years preceding the famous
revolution by the English colonial citizens, the tyrants in London
used the very same tactics to control their subjects. In fact, one of the
leading gripes by the colonial rabble-rousers and radicals was the
restriction of liberty that the British government imposed on the
colonials.

And what is the purpose of restraining the liberty of a minority? Is
it to demonstrate who is really in power? Is it for the safety of the
majority? Oris it simply the age-old effort of a few to control the lives
of those unable to defend themselves against the powerful?

In the case of a curfew, whether it be based on one’s age or the color
of one’s skin or any other characteristic, it is fundamentally un-
American. It is the same tactic used by the German government
through its National Socialist Party activists in the late 1920s and
1930s which was so effective in controlling a religious minority.

That sort of thing might be okay in China or Russia, but it’s not
what America stands for, is it? The government which has the power
to enforce a curfew on some of its people, also has the power to restrict
the liberty of any or all of its people.

What we really need is a government which respects and enforces
our liberty, not curtail it. And we need a government which will
ensure justice for those who are victimized by those who abuse their
liberty by violating the rights of others.

“Protecting” us from ourselves is the way of tyrants, itis not the way
for Americans who believe in liberty and justice for all.

The Constitution of most of our states (and of
the United States) assert that all power is
inherent in the people; that they may exercise
itby themselves;thatistheirright and duty to
be at all times armed and thatthey are entitled
to freedom of person, freedom of religion,
freedom of property and freedom of press.

Part 3. National Assembly

Section 7. The National Assembly may authorize the National
Executive Council to purchase real property in foreign nations for
embassy use only, with the title to be held in the name of the nation of
Texas.

into the City of Lubbock’s jurisdiction.

The incident reported to authorities began in Post when the victim was picked
up by the acquaintance at his grandmother’s home. The young man voluntar-
ily got into the vehicle driven by his friend, believing they were going to ride
around town, but reports indicate the joy ride quickly deteriorated when the
auto stopped in an isolated area of the county. There, the victim said he was
assaulted by the driver of the car, as well as individuals traveling in two other
vehicles.

Following the assault, the young man was shoved into the trunk of the car
and driven around for some time, reports indicate. When the trunk was opened,
he was doused with hot water but managed to get out of the vehicle and kick
his acquaintance. He ran to a nearby house for help and broke a window
before his acquaintance caught him from behind and began choking him. The
suspect disappeared when a man came out of the home and indicated the
police had been called.

The neighborhood police were called to is in the 5500 block of Fordham Street
in northwest Lubbock.

The victim was taken to University Medical Center, Lubbock, and was treated
for cuts and scrapes to the face, neck, chest and arms prior to being released.

The sheriff’s department is working closely with the district attorney’s of-
fice, the Texas Rangers and the Lubbock Police Department on the case.

New Year, New Numbers

No big tax changes are expected this year, but some small
changes may show up in your pay check. The wage base for Social
Security taxes has gone up $3,600 over last year, taking 6.2 percent
of the first $76,200 of an employee's pay; the self-employed pay
twice as much. Medicare taxes are due on all wages.

The flip side on Social Security; benefits rise 2.4 percent this
month. And beneficiaries can earn more without losing benefits;
$10,080 for those under 65 and $17,000 for those 65 to 69.

The top pay-in for 401 (k) and 403 (b) plans goes up to i
$10,500, but the defined-contribution Keogh stays at $30,000. :
Benefit limits for pension plans rise to $135,000 and plan contribu-
tions can not be based on up to $170,000 of pay.

Keep a log. The standard mileage rate for business driving goes
up to 32 and 1/2 cents a mile; driving for charity remains at 14 cents
a mile, for medical travel, 10 cents, all plus tolls and parking.
