Garza County voters in Tuesday’s Democratic primary elected
Kenny Ratke as the candidate to face Republican Jon Smith in
November’s general election.

Ratke, who currently serves as sheriff, defeated challenger Ramon
Holguin, a deputy in the Garza County Sheriff’s Department, by a
vote of 700 to 562.

Ratke carried all but three of the voting boxes. Holguin carried
the early voting box by eight votes and Voting Precinct 3 by 17 votes.
The candidates tied with 16 ballots each in Voting Precinct 5.

A total of 1,288 ballots were cast in the local Democratic primary.

County issues 90
day ban on
outdoor burning

A 90 day ban on outdoor fires has been imposed by the Garza
County Commissioners’ Court following action at the regular meet-
ing Monday morning. County Judge Giles Dalby explained that the
extended dry period and high winds has resulted in several nasty
range fires lately.

Post Volunteer Fire Department chief Ivan Line presented infor-
mation about the ban, saying that he understood the hardship this
might put on some land owners, “this is really a dangerous situa-
tion.”

The ban prohibits burning any combustible materials outside of
an “enclosure which serves to contain all flames and/or sparks, or
orders such burning by others.”

The ban affects “all unincorporated areas of Garza County.”

The commissioners’ court may extend the ban at the end of 90
days if conditions warrant such an extension.

In other action, the court approved changing insurance companies
for retiree medical benefits, saving 125 percent on the monthly pre-
miums.

Wayne McKim presented a request on behalf of the Victims’ of
Crime Act (VOCA) for a resolution to continue the $32,247 grant
from the governor’s office. The court approved the resolution.

A request for $2,046.25 in furniture for the extension service office
was also approved. Commissioner Lee Norman pointed out that old
furniture from the office would be used at the county’s service cen-
ter.

A proposal to assist in repairing the city/county park basketball
court was postponed until the city council reviewed the request.
The county and city share park maintenance expenses.

No action was taken on a suggestion by treasurer Ruth Ann Young
regarding increasing worker’s compensation insurance coverage for
county volunteers. There are currently five reserve deputies who
would be affected by the increase.

WART'S!

Everyone knows what a wart looks like. A raised rough-
surfaced growth on the skin. Although most commonly found
on the hands, warts can be anywhere. They are usually not
painful unless on the sole of the foot. True warts are caused by
a virus and are harmless. Most warts will disappear in 2-3
years without treatment or 2 to 3 months with treatment.

There are no shortcuts to the treatment of warts. The
simplest and least expensive method is to cover the wart with
adhesive or duct tape. Remove the tape once a week and wash
the skin, after drying replace the tape. This process may need
to be continued for 8-10 weeks.

Another method 1s by applying one of the over the counter
preparations, usually a weak acid. This involves soaking the
wartin warm water for 10-15 minutes, 2-3 times a week and
cutting of the dead skin. Covering the wart, as mentioned
above, shortens this method.

Perhaps the safest and sometimes quickest method is to see
your medical provider and have the wart frozen off with liquid
nitrogen. This will require more than one visit, depending on
the size of the wart.

While warts are not very contagious to other people, they can
be spread to other parts of the body by chronic picking or
sucking on the lesion. For this reason keep warts on children
covered if they persist in handling them.

Keep in mind that the rules of treating a wart change if you
are a diabetic. Do not self-treat a wart if you have diabetes.
Also, see your provider if you are not positive what you are
dealing with is a wart. If the lesion is on your face, genitals or
foot. If the wart becomes open and looks infected. If new warts
develop after 2 weeks of treatment or persist after 8 weeks of
treatment.

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Political exploitation of ignorance

- Ignorance gives politicians a free hand to exploit the politics of envy. Our

education system creates a growing surplus of that
ignorance. Politicians like Richard Gephardt, D-Mo.,
and John McCain, R-Ariz., who see high income earners
as “winnersin the lottery of life” carp that Republican tax
cuts will be on the backs of the poor to benefit the rich.

You'd think a media person might query: How much | _
taxes do the rich pay, and how much do the poor pay?” But |*&
media people are also products of our education system.
“OK, Williams,” you say, “how much taxes do the rich and poor pay?”

Using preliminary 1997 data from the Internal Revenue Service (IRS),
the Washington, D.C.-based Tax Foundation reports that the top 1 percent
of income earners are people with adjusted gross incomes of $250,000 and
over. These people earned 17.4 percent of all reported income.

So what's their “fair” share of federal income taxes? I don’t know what’s
fair, but the fact is they paid 33.2 percent of all federal income taxes. By the
way, earning $250,000 is nice, but it’s hardly what you'd call rich — it’s not
even yacht money.

What about the lowest 50 percent ofincome earners, people with adjusted

gross incomes $24,000 and below? Gephardt and McCain call these the |

“working class” people upon whom’s back's George W. Bush’s proposed tax
cuts will rest.

It turns out that the lowest 50 percent of income earners earned 14
percent of all income and paid 4.3 percent of all federal income taxes, a
trifling part of the cost of government.

The top 5 percent of earners (income over $108,00) paid 52 percent of
federal income taxes, the top 10 percent (income over $79,000) paid 63
percent, and the top 25 percent of income earners (income over $48,000)
paid 82 percent. I'd like one of these Americans, who might be paying a
mortgage, a car note and college tuition for one or two youngsters, to stand

Thugs still reign

At midday Wednesday, March 1, a 53-year-old Registered Nurse
Anaesthetist with the same name as actress Linda Hamilton —a grandmother
who's been licensed by the commonwealth to carry a handgun for the past
10 years (fingerprints, FBI check, etc.) was headed eastbound on Route 2
through the village of North Adams.

“At which point I noticed an 18-wheeler looming in my rearview mirror,”
Ms. Hamilton writes. “He drove up to within 10 feet of my Blazer, and then
lunged his truck at my vehicle as if he was going to ram it. He pulled out as
if to pass me — we were on a two-lane road — and then pulled back in behind
me. He repeated this behavior four times.

“I was in fear for my life. For over a quarter mile there is no place to pull
over. There were no other people around.”

So, Hamilton took out the snubnosed .38 Rossi she’s licensed by the state
to carry. “I put it in my right hand and put my hand back on the steering
wheel. The truck driver immediately backed off. I pulled in at the first place
there were people and a pay phone. I called the Shelburne State Police
barracks and told them of the incident, thinking, of course, that they could
intercept the trucker before he hurt someone.

“As soon as I mentioned what I had done with my gun, I was put on the
defensive by the officer on the phone. Instead of thanking me for handling
the situation in a responsible way, which protected me and hurt no one, the
issue suddenly became the gun and only the gun, and not the fact that lives
were in jeopardy from an out-of-control trucker. The trooper said to me, ‘You
should not have drawn your gun; a complaint could be filed.”

“Excuuuse me,” Ms. Hamilton writes, “but why on earth am I carrying a
gun? To keep my hip warm?”

The cops know who the trucker was, but won'’t tell Linda Hamilton or her
husband Russ. Instead, a couple of lady troopers named Robertson and
Curran flagged Ms. Hamilton down, asked her permission to search her
vehicle, searched it anyway when she refused permission, found and seized
her legally licensed revolver.

Fortunately, Russ Hamilton tells me Massachusetts (unlike many states)
has no easily misinterpreted law against “brandishing” a weapon. The Gun
Owners Action League referred the Hamiltons to attorney Robert Chesbro
in Williamstown. The Hamiltons plan to sue the state for assault and battery
(Mrs. Hamilton was frisked without evidence of any crime), theft of her
revolver (which the police still have) and concealing the name of the truck
driver who started the whole thing.

“I put them on notice they were leaving me defenseless, and that I wanted
a police escort home,” Mrs. Hamilton adds. “They refused.”

Taxachusetts, of course, has so far abandoned the tradition of Lexington
and Concord (where Redcoat efforts to seize civilian arms were not well
received) that their welcoming billboards now read: “Have A Gun, Go To
Jail.”

While Russ Hamilton says the cops are dead wrong — “Under
Massachusetts law you can keep a loaded firearm in your vehicle if you're a
licensed owner; you can have it taped to the window if you so desire,” he also
admits: “We stopped one mile short. We found a piece of land we liked, but
it’s one mile short of Vermont. In Vermont there are no gun laws whatsoever,
and it has the lowest crime rate in the U.S. We kick ourselves in the butt that
we missed it by one mile.”

up and say, “I'm rich!”

After playing the envy game, presidential contenders call for health-care
reform. That translates into more government control. Before we buy into
their promises of better health care with greater government control, we
ought to look around.

Politicians used to sing the praises of Britain’s National Health Service
(NHS). A recent study by David Green and Laura Casper, “Delay, Denial
and Dilution,” written for the London-based Institute of Economic Affairs,
concludes that the NHS delivers health-care services that are just about
the worst in the developed world.

The head of the World Health Organization calculated that Britain has
as many as 25,000 unnecessary cancer deaths a year because of
underprovision of care. Twelve percent of specialists surveyed admitted
refusing kidney dialysis to patients suffering from kidney failure because
of limits on cash. Waiting lists for medical treatment have become so long
that there are now “waiting lists” for the waiting list.

You say, “Williams, Canada’s government health-care system is what we
should have!” Canada’s government system isn’t that different from
Britain’s. For example, after a Canadian has been referred to a specialist,
the "waiting list for:" gynecological surgery is 4 to 12 weeks, cataract
réemovalis 12 to 18 weeks, tonsillectomy is 3 to 36 weeks and neuro-surgery
is 5 to 30 weeks.

Toronto-area hospitals, concerned about lawsuits, ask patients to sign a
legal release accepting that while delaysin treatment may have jeopardized
their health, they nevertheless hold the hospital blameless.

You don’t have to be a rocket scientist to figure out why Canadians flock
to American hospitals and Americans don’t flock to Canadian hospitals.

Meantime, maybe the Second Amendment isn’t dead in courts, after all.

The Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals — which overturned the original “gun-
free school zones” law — has announced it will hear oral arguments this
spring in the Emerson case.

Federal Judge Sam Cummings of the Northern District of Texas last year
dismissed an indictment against Timothy Joe Emerson for possession of a
firearm while under a temporary restraining order routinely issued during
his divorce case. In doing so, Judge Cummings specifically rejected the
government’s claim that the Second Amendment is some kind of “collective”
right pertaining only to the National Guard.

Judge Cummings’ ruling refutes the bogus “collective rights” theory, and
demonstratesin detail why the individual-rightinterpretation, significantly
known as the “Standard Model” in the academic literature and now embraced
even by liberals like Harvard’s Laurence Tribe, is proper.

Specifically, Judge Cummings ruled that the subordinate “militia” clause
in no way negates or limits the independent “right of the people” clause, and
further notes the U.S. Supreme Court has determined “the people” should
be interpreted similarly in the First, Second, Fourth, Fifth, and Ninth
amendments.

“This decision helps protect gun owners from the ever-increasing classes
of people prohibited from gun ownership,” comments Alan Gottlieb, head of

the Second Amendment Foundation. “Without a court willing to step in and
put a halt to this practice, eventually anyone with a parking or speeding
ticket could be prevented from gun ownership. This could be the pure Second
Amendment case that gun owners have been praying for over the past half-
century.”

Texas Constitution 2000

Based fundamentally on the principles defined in
the American Declaration of Independence

Article 8. General Provisions

Section 9. Each officer elected or appointed or any agent of govern-
ment shall be a Texas citizen, shall hold no citizenship in or allegiance
to any other nation, and shall affirm the following oath of office:

“I (full name), being fully aware of the consequences of exceeding
the authority of my office and being a Texas citizen holding allegiance
to no other nation, do solemnly affirm that I will adhere to the Texas
constitution in its entirety, and will perform the functions of the office
of (name of office) to the best of my abilities.”

Any officer or agent of government who does not sign and file the oath
for public record with the county recorder within ten calendar days
following the administering of the oath shall be denied the appoint-
ment or election.

Believing that the political parties are in essence private
associations, libertarians refuse to conduct their private business at
the expense of taxpayers.

Let's hope that democrats and republicans will come to their senses
and return to the traditional convention system for selecting their
candidates. Everyone will benefit from such a change.

Continuing the primary election process, at the current rate, will
accelerate the erosion of voter confidence in the electoral system. The
end result of such a system is best described in this paraphrase of an
old Russian proverb, “We pretend to vote, they pretend to serve us.”

Do elected officials
actually read our
constitutions?

Every yearelected officials stand in a solemn occassion following elections,
hold up their right hands, and repeat an oath of office. They verbally
promise to uphold the laws and defend the constitutions of the U.S. and the
State of Texas.

Iwonder how many ofthem have actually read either or both constitutions.
Sometimes I see evidence that some, maybe even most, demonstrate a
surprising lack of knowledge about the documents that they are to uphold.,

Let's take, for example, the U.S. Constitution's simple, yet profound
declaration that Congress shall make no laws abridging the right to keep
and bear arms. The next time you try to strap your pistol on your belt and
roam around town, you'll find out fairly quickly I predict, that Congress
and the State of Texas have ignored that little tidbit.

You'll also discover when you go to buy a pistol or rifle that private
businesses will not sell to you unless you agree to abide by a bundle of
regulations. Those regulations, of course, come from the U.S. Congress and
the State of Texas.

So, what's a feller to do when elected officials simply ignore the restraints
placed on them by the constitution? Fact is, right now there is no recourse
for us ordinary folks to secure our liberties and inherent rights. The
tyrannical practice of "sovereign immunity” protects government agents
from accountability when they violate our rights.

That's why Texas Constitution 2000 includes a method for abused
victims of government to seek effective redress of grievance. Article 8 sets
a high standard for every appointed or elected government agent. Ignoring
the restraints on their office will carry potentially swift and heavy
punishment through a court system designed for easy access by non-
government people.

It's time we demand government agents put our constitutional rights
ahead of statutory (regulatory, legislative) rules and regulations. We
should not have to go the expense of hiring lawyers to defend ourselves
against aggressive and abusive agents of government.

They should be the ones seeking defense for their actions when they
ignore our inherent rights. As Thomas Jefferson wrote, we have these
inalienable rights ... life, liberty and ownership of property.

our world. For example, neurosci-
entists have discovered that the
brain is not hard-wired by age two
or three, but that it is constantly
changing and remodeling itself in
response to experience, learning,
injury and aging. This finding has
important implications for every-
thing from improved learning and
optimizing fitness of the aging
brain to the treatment of symp-
toms related to stroke.

These examples are just the
tip of the iceberg. Neuroscience
research impacts virtually every
aspect of human health and well-
being—from how we learn and
process memories to the manage-
ment of chronic pain. According

to the Society for Neuroscience,
addiction, learning disorders,
stroke, depression, multiple scle-
rosis, sleeping disorders, Hunt-
ington’s disease, and epilepsy are
all examples of brain-related dis-
eases or disorders. In all, disor-
ders of the brain and nervous
system affect an estimated 50
million Americans each year.

Additional areas where neuro-
science 1s changing the landscape
of modern medicine include the
following:

sENETICS—Identification of

key genes underlying neuro-
degenerative disorders such as
Alzheimer’s and Parkinson’s has
provided new insights into

underlying disease mechanisms
and is beginning to suggest new
treatments.

BRAIN IMAGING—Revolutionary
imaging techniques, such as PET
scans and MRIs, allow scientists to
observe the brain in action, reveal-
ing which areas of the brain are
activated for our every function—
from processing a memory or emo-
tion to listening to the symphony.
Imaging is also helping to identify
what goes awry in conditions such
as schizophrenia and depression.

LEARNING AND DEVELOPMENT—
Neuroscientists have identified
specific “time windows” and activ-
ities to stimulate neuron growth

in the young mind, particularly in
the first three years. The discov-
ery of the brain’s plasticity
demonstrates that “brain build-
ing” can take place at any age. At
the same time, research on learn-
ing disabilities has increased hope
that they can be ameliorated by
treatments later in life.

ADDICTION—Advances in neu-
ropharmacology have provided a
new understanding of the mecha-
nisms of addiction and have led to
the discovery of agents that block
addiction to certain substances
such as cocaine.

MEMORY-—=Development=—of

treatment strategies that can help
to optimize “fitness” of the aging
brain. In particular, researchers

are demonstrating that severe
memory impairment with aging is
not inevitable, and new treatment
strategies are being developed to

slow cognitive decline and im-
prove quality of life.

NEW GENERATIONS OF Psy-
CHOTROPIC DRUGS—New medica-
tions for conditions such as
depression and obsessive-compul-
sive disorder are helping millions,
aided by powerful tools of brain
imaging.

PAIN MANAGEMENT—Neuro-
science is delivering important
treatments for pain relief, from
the acute pain of the dentist’s
chair to chronic, intractable pain
related to injuries and illnesses
such as cancer.

WHAT MAKES Us Tick—Neuro-
science is helping to unravel the
mysteries of human conscious-
ness, from how we process emo-
tions and dream to why some are
predisposed to violence.

Sales tax shows
big increase

The city’s sales tax payment for
the month of March was considerably
higher than that received a year ago.

According toareport from the state
comptroller’s office, this month’s
payment to the City of Post was
$20,531.01, compared to $13,904.70
received in March of 1999. The
difference represents a hike of 47.65
percent.

March’s sales tax rebates include
local sales taxes collected by monthly
tax filers in January and reported to
the comptroller’s office in February.

Statewide, a 13.4 percent increase
was realized.

Year-to-date payments to the city
are also ahead of last year’s totals,
with $64,067.94 received in the first
three months of this year, compared

Riley Miller chosen as Conservationist of the Year.,

Remarks by Shug Thomas

at the Post Commerce &
Tourism Bureau Banquet

1929 saw the great crash of the
stock market and the beginning of
the “Dirty ‘30s.” On May 28 of that
year, R. Clyde Miller and Bessie
Miller had another son whom they
named Riley. He grew up working
with his father in the cattle ranching
business, initially in Borden and
Garza counties of Texas and later in
New Mexico, Colorado, Oklahoma
and South Dakota.

Therapid settlement of West Texas
during the end of the 19th and early
20th centuries combined with the
long years of drought of the 1930s
found much of West Texas carrying
remnant wildlife populations. The
frailty of the semi-arid ecosystem
had not been realized until it was too
late. Poor farming practices and
subsistence living off the land had
taken a toll. By the start of the second

Since those early restocking
projects, Riley has worked on other
introductions as well, including Rio
Grande Wild Turkey, a 1974
transplant of Pronghorn Antelope;
the Aoudad (barbary) sheep of North
Africa; Nubian Ibex; and currently,
Red Deer. Riley has also continued to
maintain a herd of buffalo, first
started by his father in the 1930s.

Riley made another change in his
ranching practices in the early ‘70s.
The family had always raised
Hereford cattle, but the harsh West
Texas environment had proven to be
less than ideal for this breed. Riley
began to experiment with Brahman
Crossbreed cattle. He says the
Brahmans are better foragers and
that if there is a blade of grass on top
of a hill, they’ll climb up there and
getit. They can live on mesquite bark
if they have to.

Another change Riley made was
the removal of most of the cross
fencing on the ranch. herealized that

Riley came to a few conclusions. Root
plowing worked if conditions were
right, but too many times the rains
didn’t come on time so not only did
you kill the brush, but you killed the
grass as well and the brush came
back before the grass. A limited use
of herbicide seemed to be a better
alternative. Standing cover is
necessary for good wildlife habitat.
Whether the brush is dead or alive
doesn’t seem to matter much.
Although brush that has been
sprayed will usually come back, the
time that it is set back gives the turf
time to rebuild.

Over the past 70 years many pcople
have influenced Riley's outlook
toward conservation. Clyde Miller,
his father, shared his desire torestore
the land to its original state. Dr.
Harry Tubbs taught him toappreciate
the incredible variety of flora of the
area. Hislate Oklahoman friend, Jim
Jordan, taught him the value of
