AG: taxes

Tobias reminded Travis that the 
agenda item had been delivered 
to the district secretary on Mon-
day afternoon, "Plenty of time for 
it to be on the agenda. Who is 
responsible for refusing to put 
this item on the agenda?" 110

Monday's mail brought a long-

awaited letter from the State of 
Texas Attorney General regard-
ing hospital district questions 
posed last year by State Repre-
sentative David Counts. Al-
though we haven't had time to 
carefully digest the 13-page opin-
ion, the following is a preliminary 
summary. 

The opinion confirms that the 
district may expend tax funds 
only for the care of indigent and 
needy, although it is authorized 
to lease its facilities or contract 
with private providers for that 
purpose. The Attorney General 
repeats previous court decisions 
and AG opinions, emphasizing 
that indigent and needy are in-
terchangeable and are well de-
fined by the law. 

Non-indigent county residents 
may take advantage of health 
care provided by a contract with 
a private clinic, but must pay the 
"actual cost" for those services. 
The contract must be for the pur-
pose of the care of indigents. Tax 
funds may not be used to offset 
the cost of services to non-indi-
gent users of the facility.

beg the forgiveness of the court. 
"Also that we all voluntarily 

resign our offices as Directors of 
Garza Hospital District because 
of our failure to uphold the court 
ordered settlement and 'humbly 
request the court to appoint five 
other qualified Garza County 
citizens to serve as interim board 
members until such time as an 
election can be held in accordance 
with the orders of the court. 
"And that we request of the 

court that all of the current or 
former members of the Garza 
Hospital District Board of Direc-
tors who have served since the 
court settlement was signed be 
barred from seeking election to 
the same in the future." 
Earlier, the vote to accept the 

canvass of the May 6 election was 
rejected by Propst and Tobias, 
based on their objection that the 
vote itself was illegal and in di-
rect violation of the U.S. District 
Court of August 1997. 
During a discussion about the 

court order, the hospital district's 
attorney Callaway Huffaker of 
Tahoka said that the election 
change didn't take place because 
the plaintiff could not be located, 
and that the plaintiff's attorney 
did not provide adequate infor-
mation for the district to proceed. 

Roberto M. Lugo, District Direc-
tor for the League of United Latin 
American Citizens (LULAC) 
asked to address the board. He 
informed the board that the origi-
nal law suit listed Carmen Lopez 
and LULAC as plaintiffs. "You 
could have very easily have lo-
cated us in Lubbock." 
Travis told Tobias and Prospt 

that they were out of order, that 
the meeting's sole purpose was to 
verify the vote count. "This elec-
tion is a violation of civil rights," 
Propst said, objecting to the 
board president's decision to shut 
off discussion about the court or-
der.

Ensuring the availability of health insurance for all Texas children-at rates 
to fit any family's budget-is the goal of the new initiative launching in the 
Lubbock and surrounding areas. If coverage for your children has been out of 
reach this new plan offers an affordable solution.

The goal of the TexCare Partnership, a landmark cooperative effort between 
the public and private sectors, is to match families with uninsured children in 
Texas to a health insurance plan with rates that fit a family's budget.

CHIP rates range from $15 a year with small co-payments to $18 a month 
with higher co-payments.

Families with children who qualify for Medicaid pay nothing. 

Each of the health plans available through the TexCare Partnership offers 
a full range ofcoverage, including regular checkups, immunization, prescription 
drugs, eyeglasses, lab tests, x-rays , hospital visits, dental care and mental 
health care-from a broad choice of doctors. 

Families may call 1-800-647.6558 from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. Monday-Friday and 
9 a.m. to 3 p.m. on Saturday.

Alan Greenspan's Inflation Problem

Sometimes we get letters to the editor which contain inaccurate 

statements. At one time we answered the inaccuracies and questions 
from letter-writers at the end of their letters. We were heavily 
criticized and discontinued that practice. 

However, we believe we have an obligation to our readers to correct 
inaccuracies stated in letters to the editor, or we should not print 
letters which we know are inaccurate. 

Last week was one of those weeks. We received two letters which 
contained inaccurate statements. Space and time limitations 
determined that those letters would have to be considered for this 
week's edition. 
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had Greenspan so worried over the last few years. By several measures, 
the money supply has been increasing at seriously high rates over the last 
three years. Currency in circulation and basic reserves in the banking 
system available for lending purposes (known as the monetary base) has 
gone up in 1997, 1998, and 1999, by 5, 6.2 and 9.6 percent, respectively. 
Currency in circulation, checking accounts, and various types of time 
deposits and mutual funds (known as M-2) have increased during the 
same period, by 4.9, 7.3, and 7.5 percent, respectively. 

During this time, the Federal Reserve, under Greenspan's chairmanship, 
has expanded the money supply to prevent the American people from 
enjoying a higher standard of living through a wider circle of lower-priced 
goods. Consequently, it is Greenspan and the Fed who have actually 
created the danger of serious price inflation. 

Yet it is American consumers and investors who are being blamed for the 
monetary mismanagement for which no one is responsible except 
Greenspan and the other members of the Federal Reserve's board of 
governors. Unfortunately, it will be theAmerican public who will be forced 
to pay the price for this monetary mismanagement if the Federal Reserve 
starts ratcheting up interest rates in the attempt to choke off the 
consumer arid investor spending. 	• • 

What was not asked of Greenspan at his recent congressional 
reconfirmation hearings for a third term as chairman of the Federal 
Reserve System was one essential question: Can the monetary and 
banking systems of the United States be entrusted to the central planning 
to the Federal Reserve's nine-member board of governors? Or is it not time 
to rethink whether there might be some way to return the supplying of 
money to the marketplace? For example, the gold standard of an earlier 
time or, better yet, a totally free market in money. Why should the 
American people continue to rely on the limited knowledge and ability of 
a board of monetary central planners, no matter how well-intentioned?

Federal Reserve Chairman Alan Greenspan has informed the American 

people that they can expect to see higher interest rates for the rest of the 
year. In his recent testimony before the Congressional Committee on 
Banking and Financial Services, Greenspan stated that the unprecedented 
growth in production and employment in the economy is a threat to the 
future stability of the country. And to meet that threat, America's central 
bank will try to rein in growth by making it more costly for both consumers 
and businessmen to borrow. 

Several times during the past year and a half, the Federal Reserve Board 
has increased the Federal Funds rate—the rate at which banks lend 
money to each other—to try to slow down the rate of spending in the 
economy. The rationale has been that the impressive expansion in the 
quantity of goods and services has produced an unstable boom in the stock 
market and is placing dangerous pressures on an already-tight labor 
market that threatens to set off a new wave of price inflation. 

There is one big problem with Greenspan's argument. It is the monetary 
policy of the Federal Reserve that has created the danger of inflation, not 
the productive energies of the American people. For more than 107 
months, the U.S. economy has been growing due to technological innovation 
and increases in worker productivity, investineilf, arld'ciPitarformation. 
The average annual increase in real goods and services 'over most of the 
last nine years has been between 3 percent and 4 percent or better. 
Such a phenomenal trend of economic growth and productivity 

improvement has not only increased the amount of goods and services 
available to the consuming public; it has also been lowering the costs of 
production and manufacturing. What the American consumer should 
have been experiencing during this time was gently falling prices for the 
goods they buy on the market, reflecting those greater supplies and the 
lower costs at which they have been produced. 

For some goods, prices have dramatically gone down. But nonetheless, 
during the last nine years, annual price inflation has still been averaging 
between 1.5 and 2 percent. And the economy has also been awash in 
financial liquidity to feed the giant run-up in the stock market that has 
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Has America turned its back on freedom? 
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visual inspection." A citizen does not waive his privacy rights when 
he places his belongings in a piece of luggage, under the absurd 
theory that he is then inviting one and all to "feel the bag in an 
exploratory manner," the court ruled. 

The 7-2 court majority is a strong one, with only Justices Antonin 
Scalia and Stephen Breyer dissenting, on the theory that enforcing 
the Fourth Amendment could "deter law enforcement officers 
searching for drugs" (Justice Breyer absurdly adding that travelers 
who want to safeguard the contents of their luggage "from public 
touch should plan to pack those contents in a suitcase with hard 
sides." Sure. And those of us travelling by air can demonstrate our 
reluctance to "waive our privacy rights" by simply buying luggage 
with lead panels designed to block the omnipresent X-Rays ... right?) 

Fourth Amendment Deters Searches 
Indeed, the Fourth Amendment certainly does "deter law 

enforcement officers searching for drugs." It doubtless does so every 
day. But an explicit delegation of power to Congress to fight a War on 
Drugs is difficult to locate — some even arguing that the 
"unenumerated rights" protected by the Ninth Amendment must 
include the once unrestricted right to consume alcohol and other 
drugs, as our ancestors were free to do from 1600 to 1915 — lest why 
would a constitutional amendment have been required to outlaw 
alcohol in 1919? 

I believe this is a correct and sensible reading of the Ninth. But 
even if the drug war were somehow legitimate, whenever a freedom 
specifically guaranteed by the Bill of Rights comes into conflict with 
the convenience of the police, the Bill of Rights must clearly prevail. 

If the War on Drugs cannot co-exist with the Bill of Rights, then 
it is time to call a halt to the War on Drugs for that reason, alone. 

In the meantime, the 7-2 majority of the high court managed to do 
the right thing in the case of Steven Dewayne Bond (Bond vs. U.S., 
98-9349.)

As little as 50 years ago, American movie audiences could be 
expected to hiss and boo as the Nazi Gestapo agent was shown 
insinuating himself through the passenger cars of some European 
train, ominously hissing, "Papers, please?" 

Only in totalitarian police states (Americans then understood) 
were citizens subject to random searches — or any requirement that 

lars.7:.- they show their "papers" at the mere whim of a suspicious government 
official. 

Then things began to change in America. Where once the Fourth 
Amendment ("The right of the people to be secure ... against 
unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be violated") was 
presumed inviolate, now police complained such restrictions were 
making it impossible to fight the War on Drugs. 

The courts responded to the "pragmatic realities" of the Drug War 
by granting police a progressively greater presumption of"compelling 
need" to violate the terms of the Fourth — first in a few cases of 
"fleeing suspects"; then in "random traffic stops"; finally tumbling

	down the slippery slope so far that today, "It's OK that you killed 
these innocent homeowners in their beds, as long as it was your 
anonymous informant who got the address wrong. But you really 
should pay to fix the door." 

Now, finally, the U.S. Supreme Court seems to be rediscovering 
that ancient "right of the people to be secure ..." 

In 1997, Steven Dewayne Bond was a passenger on a Greyhound 
bus en route from California to Arkansas, when the bus was stopped 
at an "immigration checkpoint" in Sierra Blanca, Texas. A Border 
Patrol agent checked the passengers' immigration status, and then 
felt their luggage. 

The agent squeezed a canvas bag in the bin over Bond's seat, and 
later told the court his perception of a "brick-like object" led him to 
suspect it contained drugs. When the agent asked Bond if he could 
open the bag, the agent testified he was told, "Go ahead." 

Inside, the agent found a brick-shaped object covered in tape, later 
revealed to contain methamphetamine. 

Searching Bags without permission 
Mr. Bond was convicted of drug possession and "conspiracy" (an 

all-purpose add-on charge, these days. Unless he manufactured the 
drugs from scratch, he obviously had to have "conspired" with 
somebody.) The appeals court said the agent needed no search 
warrant, since Mr. Bond gave up any reasonable expectation of 
privacy when he "exposed" the bag to the public by putting it in the 
overhead bin. 

But on April 17, the U.S. Supreme Court overturned Bond's 
conviction, Chief Justice William H. Rehnquist writing for thelcourt 
that "Physically invasive inspection is ... more intrusive than purely

We answer: 
(1) This newspaper has laid out the facts that Texas was annexed as 

a state without constitutional authority to do so. Texas is in fact a state 
by defacto practice, but statehood has no constitutional authority, 
either by the U.S. Constitution or the Texas Constitution of 1836. Take 
a look at the U.S. Constitution Article 4, Section 3. There is simply no 
provision for annexing an independent nation. 
(2) There is no constitutional authority for the State of Texas or any 

of its corporate government subdivisions to restrict the right of travel 
by imposing its corporate rules involuntarily. Furthermore, theptatutes 
themselves may only be enforced upon those who voluntarily submit 
their property for registration with the corporation known as the 
State of Texas. 

(3) Monthly reports about traffic fines are reminders to citizens that 
they are being ripped off by a corporate scheme which gives the 
impression it is law, when in fact corporate codes are only enforceable 
upon those who voluntarily agree to the corporate rules. 
(4) This newspaper, under our management, has consistently insisted 

that all elected and appointed government agents must abide by their 
oaths of office and be held accountable for their disregard for the law. 
Individual citizens, who have not taken such an oath, have no 
obligation to abide by the corporate government codes involuntarily, 
but do have an obligation to abide by the law, if it is not in conflict with 
our inherent rights, which are guaranteed by our constitutions. 
By the way, our constitutions guarantee us a republic form of 

government, not an incorporated form, which is why so many people 
are so frustrated with government these days. Government and its 
agents consistently disregard constitutional guarantees because they 
are beholden to a corporation, not a constitution. 

We challenge the letter writer to point to any instance in which our 
editorial policy has changed in this regard. 

(5) We have answered the question of "name withheld by request" on 
letters to the editor many times before. In a democracy, such as the one 
under which we currently suffer, citizens who hold minority viewpoints, 
have good reason to fear retribution from the mob when they express 
their minority opinion. We are very proud to extend the pages of this 
newspaper to all citizens, especially those whose voices have been 
silenced by fear for too many years. We do require all letters to be 
signed, but if requested, we will maintain confidentiality out of 
respect for the rights of those who fear retribution. 

Letter # 2 
The second letter came from Debbie Bain. She wrote: 
"Now that the good citizens of Post have spoken, why don't you 

reserve your editorials for your editorial pages, and just report the 
news, unbiased. 
"I for one think that Post is one of the best communities I have ever 

lived in. I think it is time for you to show a little loyalty, after all, it is 
the citizens who support you and your family." 
We answer: 
(1) We assume the letter writer is referring to the May 6 hospital 

district election, where only 29 percent of the registered voters 
bothered to vote. Apparently the other 71 percent don't care. 

(2) We again must assume that the letter writer refers to editorials 
as opinions included in articles we published in advance of that 
election. We refer the writer to the First Amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution. 

(3) We are a bit puzzled by the statement about Post. We have 
consistently promoted the good of this community, with every issue 
packed with news and photos about our people and the good things 
they do. Perhaps the writer should be more specific. 
(4) Loyalty... hmmm. We've always maintained loyalty to our God, 

our family and our integrity. Again, this statement implies we are not 
loyal, but gives no specifics. Perhaps the letter writer is confused, 
taking a stab at us because she does not agree with our editorial stand 
on insisting that elected and appointed government agents be held 
accountable to the law. 
That's not so unusual, the U.S. president is an example of what 

happens when loyalty supersedes common sense. Loyalty to that man 
has allowed almost eight years of unlawful behavior and corruption 
that is the worst in the history of the United States. 

We'll stand by our loyalty to the concepts embodied in the American 
Declaration of Independence: that government is instituted to secure 
our individual rights, and when it fails to do so, it needs to be held 
accountable.

"I am especially pleased to be here 
on behalf of the thousands of people 
who are positive proof of the benefits 
of organ donation, proof that the gift 
oflife is the most selfless contribution 
we can make," Gill said. 

"Across the country, thousands of 
people have received this gift and 
have been given a second chance at 
life, a second chance to share love 
with their families and to share their 
stories with others. Unfortunately, 
not everyone gets that opportunity." 

The Mayorthon is the largest 
national event ever held in support 
of organ and tissue donation, with 
mayors representing nearly 1,000 
U.S. cities joining together in what 
has been called a "chain of hope" 
ac%oss America.

Keep Your Home Out Of Your Estate 
When the proverbial "empty nest" is still comfortable, and older 

parents want to continue living there and leave the house to their children 
when they die, there may be a big tax penalty. That's because the house, 
included in the estate of the last person to die, might boost assets into 
inheritance-tax country. (The current $675,000 exclusion will rise to $1 
million by 2006.) There's another option available to them. 

The parents can sell their primary residence to their children at fair 
market value and lease it back at fair market rent. If the children who buy 
cannot get a mortgage elsewhere, the parents can take back a mortgage, 
which would be repaid out of the rent. The transaction must be carefully 
structured to stay legal. 

The parents get to keep as much as $500,000 of capital gain tax- 
, free. And with the proceeds of the sale, the parents can each "gift" the 

children as much as $20,000 a year, tax-free.

"I thank all of you who voted in good 
faith for me and stood beside me dur-
ing these difficult months trying to 
bring this governing body into compli-
ance with the law. I am proud to have 
represented the interests of law-abid-
ing citizens. But to continue serving on 
a board that has been for the past three 
years elected through illegal and dis-
criminatory elections would be a slap 
in the face to all those who supported 
my candidacy. 
"I pray that Judge Cummings will

Something different to discuss 
I am very sure that most of the citizens of Post and Garza County are getting 

rather tired of hearing the issues on the Garza Hospital District. I do not agree 
nor do I disagree with all the issues. Now that I have your attention these issues 
have nothing at all to do with what I would like to say. 

As most of you know the G.C.R.T. is a dream come true for me. I have been 
storm spotting for almost 30 years sometimes alone sometimes with the help of 
a few volunteer firemen. I had the idea last August presented to me by Brad 
Cimental and John Armendariz to form a team of trained storm spotters. 

After a little thought I presented a proposal to SheriffKenny Ratke for approval 
to continue with this venture. Sheriff Ratke liked the idea as it will free up the 
Sheriff Deputies and Firemen to do their jobs if disaster should strike the Garza 
County area. I think everyone will agree it is better to have the emergency 
personnel close to town instead of 10 or 20 miles away following a storm if 
disaster should strike Post. 

The G.C.R.T. is brought to life thanks to very special volunteer group of people. 
I would like to stress the volunteer issue as all these people are willing to 
volunteer their time, personal vehicles and money to provide a very needed 
service. No member is paid or reimbursed in any way for their time or fuel cost 
which by the way can get to be very costly. 

I know I have personally spent $20 or $30 per storm for fuel not counting the 
150 or 200 or more miles we drive to intercept and track the storms from one side 
of Garza County to the other. Recently the G.C.R.T. was asked to assist Dickens 
County during a severe storm in their area. The G.C.R.T. sent four units to the 
area near Spur and a tornado warning was issued for Spur.

whether or not the board provided 

adequate notice as is required by 
statute. If 10 percent of the regis-
tered voters had petitioned the 
board, an election to close the hos-
pital would have been required. 
There is no evidence that the board 
published any notice of its decision, 
therefore, voters had no opportu-
nity to petition within the 31-day 
time limit. 

The district is authorized to con-
tinue a tax levy for hospital and 
medical care of the indigent. There 
is no authority to use tax funds to 
subsidize medical or hospital care 
for anyone other than indigent. 

It remains clear that the taxing 
authority for the Garza Hospital 
District rests squarely on its obli-
gation to provide medical and hos-
pital care for the indigent of this 
county. As of the last board meet-
ing, there were 14 county residents 
declared as indigent.
