Board of Directors, following an 
executive session last Thursday 
evening, took action to delay a 
settlement in a recent federal law 
suit challenging the district's at-
large election system. During the 
public discussion, board presi-
dent Mike Travis accused the 
plaintiff's lawyer Tom Stults of 
"blackmail," claiming that the

The law suit, which was filed in 

Lubbock's U.S. District Court, 
challenges the 1997 agreement 
between the hospital board and 
LULAC, seeking an injunction 
barring the former agreement 
from being implemented. The law 
suit was filed by Stults on behalf 
of his Garza County clients, Ber-
tha Fuentes and Frank Tobias. 

The board voted to table for fur-
ther study the issue of residency 
requirement for candidates un-
der the single-member district 
plan. Tobias abstained from vot-
ing on the motion. The majority 
board apparently objected to the 

lawyer's fees were excessive. 
Majority board members Zoe 

Kirkpatrick, David Tyler and 
Leon Miller, voting in open ses-
sion, cited opposition to the law 
suit's demand for five single 
member districts, opting for four 
single member districts and one 
at-large position. Board member 
Carol Tobias cast the lone vote 
against the measure. 

The board's lawyer, Calloway 
Huffaker, informed the board 
that he had been in contact with 
the League of United Latin 
American Citizens (LULAC) rep-
resentatives, who favor the 4-1 
plan. Huffaker did not specify the 
names of LULAC representa-
tives. Garza County has no

Amity Study Club met Oct. 24 in the Fellowship Hall ofthe First Methodist 

Church. This was very appropriate as our program was on "Hymns of Faith 
and Inspiration' by Pamela J. Kennedy. This book tells of the stories behind 
some of our most familiar hymns. 

In keeping with the theme of the night, we answered the roll call with the 
name(s) of our favorite hymn(s). Most of us couldn't stop with just one. 

I will give a condensed review of two old favorites, "A son's challenge — a 
mother's faith." Civilla and Stillman Martin were a team that worked 
together to spread the Gospel. He was an ordained Baptist minister when 
they married. She was a teacher and a musician. She would write hymn texts 
to match some ofhis sermons. They traveled, holding Bible schools, conferences 
and evangelistic meetings throughout the states. 

In 1904, they were at a training school when Civilla became ill. Stillman 
was so concerned for her that he was considering canceling the service for the 
night, but he was to preach that night. Their son had been listening. He spoke 
up and said, "Father, don't you think that if God wants you to preach He will 
take care of Mother?" 

Stillman was faithful and after his sermon many came fonvard and made 
professions of faith. He hurried home to tell Civilla what God had done. He 
was greeted by his wife who was much better. In his absence, she had 
composed a hymn text based on the words of their son. They had a small 
portable organ they used in their work. Stillman began composing a melody 
to go with the words. They completed the hymn that night and it was 
published in 1905 under the title "God Will Take Care of You." 

In England in 1840, William Walford, a near blind woodcarver, asked his 
preacher friend to write down a poem he had been composing in his head. Rev. 
Salmon made a copy for himself and tucked it away. Three years later in New 
York he gave the poem to the editor of the New York Observer who was so 
moved by the prayer/poem he published it and the story of the carver. It 
wasn't until 1861 that the poem was put to music and published with a 
collection of other hymns and "Sweet Hour of Prayer" was introduced 21 
years after it was written. 

A poem written by a poor man in Canada to his ill mother in England was 
titled "Pray Without Ceasing" and became "What a Friend We Have in Jesus" 
after it had been put to music. 

A young Baptist minister in northern England felt he had to find a more 
prosperous church for the sake of his growing family. He was very happy 
to be called to a large church in London. Daily members of the congregation 
came to tell him of their sorrow and to offer their thanks to him. On the day 
they were to leave, all their belongings loaded in the wagon, the congregation 
surrounded the wagon and prayed with their beloved young pastor. As he 
looked on the tear-stained faces, his wife clasped his hand and he saw her 
tears. He looked into the faces and said, "Let's unload the wagon." The next 
Sunday, he preached on Luke 12:15 and then read a poem, "Brotherly 
Love," he had written. Though he was never paid over $200 a year he never 
left the little church. He turned down the presidency of a large Baptist 
academy and other offers. He is best remembered for his poem that was put • 
to music and retitled, "Blest Be the Tie that Binds." 

Our hostesses were Barbara Reece and Jo Ann Miller. Patsy Bilbo was 
our song leader. Our pianist was Barbara Babb. Thank you all! 
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I cannot begin to tell all of you what a good 
time the class of 65 had this past week end. We 
had a great turnout, at last count 45 of us. I got 
to see so many I had not seen since we graduated. 
There will be more to follow, I am supposed to 
get pictures to share with everyone. 

I did receive e-mails from several commenting 
on how nice everyone in Post was to them. Well 
of course! Not only will this always be their 
home, this is Post.

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The awesome power of the word 
It wasn't until 1931, my dad tells me, that the panic hit San Angelo, Texas. 

Even though there was no Internet to carry information at the speed of light 
as there is today, bad news has never needed such a fancy medium. The 
worse the news, the greater the velocity of its distribution. 

A daughter calls her mother to tell her that a friend at the grocery store 
heard from the sacker that the bank president's wife told him that there was 
not enough money in the bank to pay everyone if they wanted to withdraw 
their cash. Each individual in that chain, except the wife of the bank 
president, who after all knows how to keep a secret, has called or spoken to 
at least five people who in turn have spoken to five and so on... They didn't 
need no stinkin' Internet! 

Before you know it, people have lined up outside the bank. It has not 
opened yet but the employees are inside working and occasionally cast a 
furtive glance towards the windows at the restless looking crowd gathering 
outside. The atmosphere around the bank is charged and it would take the 
least little provocative comment to set it ablaze with panic. 

In cities further east there have already been "runs" on the banks. 
Depositors demanding their money were being turned away. Fortunes that 
had existed for generations, at least on paper, were disappearing like 
armadillos at a racetrack. 

It was just before opening time that the Chairman of the Board of 
Directors of the bank, a well known rancher in the area, drove up in a large 
sedan followed by an even larger armored car. Out of the back of the truck 
four burley security guards stepped out, armed and ready for whatever 
might arise. More importantly, they each carried two large sacks of the type 
that bank robbers-put the loot in when robbing such places. The bags were 
obviously full and heavy as the big men strained to haul them into the bank. 

The Chairman stood with his arms folded in front of him watching the 
proceedings and gauging the mood of the crowd much like he would size up 
a herd of cattle at auction. He could tell if cattle were going to bolt, or 
whether they would calmly file into the chutes to be trucked away. He could 
sense the same type of feeling from the crowd, still a little uneasy. He 
decided to speak. 

"There is plenty of money in the bank as all of you can plainly see. Now 
go on home and back to work and let the folks inside get ready to open up," 
he said. 

At first there was no movement but then a couple of the original 
doomsayers tuned and began to walk away. The Chairman breathed a sigh 
of relief as the rest of the crowd followed, much like a herd following the lead 
cow. 

My dad tells me that to this day he is not sure whether those bags 
contained money or perhaps just a lot of old copies of the San Angelo 
Standard Times. Nonetheless, it was a bold move that paid off. There was 
no run on that bank and scores of people managed to get through the 
Depression a little better off than they would have had the bank been 
plundered. 

The same type of panic has hit us here in Lubbock and on the South 
Plains. There is a shortage of Flu vaccine. Never have I seen such an interest 
in getting flu shots. There is nothing quite like a shortage of something to 
ensure that everybody wants it. 

People that I normally have to beg are trying to bribe me for an 
injection. So for I have stood fast, which is easy because we don't have any 
either. 

The health tip? Stay calm. If you don't get a flu shot, just take more 
precautions with hand washing and hygiene and be mindful when you are 
in crowded places or avoid them when possible. If you are not in a high risk 
group, that is if you are basically in pretty good health, be mindful that your 
Doctor will try to treat those at risk for serious illness first. Be calm. Don't 
buck in the chutes. Easy now. 

If I thought I could get away with it I'd have a FedEx truck with the words 
flu vaccine pull up and unload a few large boxes. If only I thought I could....

law suit's demand that candidates must live in the districts in 
which they are to represent. 

Majority board members also opposed the law suit's demand that 
all five board members be subject for election when the new sys-
tem begins. They expressed concern that "no one would know how 
to run the district," aruilhat ab citizens would choose to run for 
office in some of the precincts-if they are required to live in those 
precincts. Tobias voted against the motion. "They apparently want 
to keep the status quo," she said. 
The board accepted Huffaker's recommendation that the early 

voting box be moved to the county clerk's office, and told the board 
that voting places in each precinct should not be a problem. 
Majority board members voted to seek more information about 

the demand for court appointed polling judges. No decision was 
made on voting locations, with the board requesting negotiation 
on the matter. 

Following the votes, the tone of the meeting turned a bit ugly as 
Travis began with his accusation that Stults' fees were "black-
mail." The board authorized Huffaker to seek a statement from 
Stults on his fees, and insisted that those fees are negotiable. 

Miler questioned if Stults even existed. Huffaker responded that 
he had checked Stults' credentials and found that the Houston 
lawyer is listed in the "blue book," but said he couldn't find Stults' 
phone number, although the two lawyers reportedly have com-
municated on numerous occasions since the filing of the law suit. 

Kirkpatrick quizzed Carol Tobias by asking if Tobias had spoken 
with Stults. Tobias replied that she had in fact spoken with him. 

In the public comment portion of the meeting, Joann Travis ex-
pressed objection to the cost of the litigation. Tobias pointed out 
that there would be no litigation had the board performed its du-
ties by implementing the 1997 agreement. She reminded board 
members that the agreement and court order required the board 
to implement the plan, in response to board member complaints 
that the failure was due to the plaintiffs. 
Travis asked Carol Tobias if she and the plaintiffs were "trying 

to punish" the district with this lawsuit. Tobias answered that 
"we are seeking legal justice, rather than punishment." 

Travis proposed that Stults' Lubbock associate in the case, David 
Moody, be contacted and pay him $15,000 to settle the suit in-
stead of Stults.

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Genesis of the 
U.S. "civil war"

If we were to recommend one work (on the Civil War] — based on 

originality, brevity, depth, and sheer rhetorical power — it would be 
CharlesAdams's time bomb of a book, "When in the Course of Human 
Events: Arguing the Case for Southern Secession" (Bowman & 
Littlefield, 2000). In a mere 242 pages, he shows that almost 
everything we thought we knew about the war between the states is 
wrong. 
Adams believes that both Northern and Southern leaders were 

lying when they invoked slavery as a reason for secession and for the 
war. Northerners were seeking a moral pretext for an aggressive 
war, while Southern leaders were seeking a threat more concrete 
than the Northern tariff to justify a drive to political independence. 
This was rhetoric designed for mass consumption. Adams amasses 
an amazing amount of evidence — including remarkable editorial 
cartoons and political speeches — to support his thesis that the war 
was really about government revenue. 

Consider this little tidbit from the pro-Lincoln New York Evening 
Post, March 2, 1861 edition: 
"That either the revenue from duties must be collected in the ports 

of the rebel states, or the port must be closed to importations from 
abroad, is generally admitted. If neither of these things be done, our 
revenue laws are substantially repealed; the sources which supply 
our treasury will be dried up; we shall have no money to carry on the 
government; the nation will become bankrupt before the next crop of 
corn is ripe. There will be nothing to furnish means of subsistence to 
the army; nothing to keep our navy afloat; nothing to pay the salaries 
of public officers; the present order of things must come to a dead 
stop." 
"What, then, is left for our government?-Shall we let the seceding 

states repeal the revenue laws for the Abietinion in thig manner? 
Or will the governnient choose to consider all foreign commerce 
destined for those ports where we have no custom-houses and no 
collectors as contraband, and stop it, when offering to enter the 
collection districts from which our authorities have been expelled?" 
This is not an isolated case. British newspapers, whether favoring 

the North or South, said the same thing: the feds invaded the South 
to collect revenue. Indeed, when Karl Marx said the following, he 
was merely stating what everyone who followed events closely knew: 
"The war between the North and the South is a tariff war. The war 
is further, not for any principle, does not touch the question of 
slavery, and in fact turns on the Northern lust for sovereignty." 

Marx was only wrong on one point: the war was about principle at 
one level. It was about the principle of self-determination and the 
right not to be taxed to support an alien regime. Another way of 
putting this is that the war was about freedom, and the South was 
on the same side as the original American revolutionaries. 

Interesting, isn't it, that today, those who favor banning Confederate 
symbols and continue to demonize an entire people's history also 
tend to be partisans of the federal government in all its present 
political struggles? Not much has changed in 139 years. Adams's 
book goes a long way toward telling the truth about this event, for 
anyone who cares to look at the facts.

Kirishima turned on her searchlights, illuminating the helpless 
South Dakota, and opened fire. Finally, standing out in the darkness, 
Lee and Davis could positively identify an enemy target. 

The Washington's main batteries opened fire at 12 midnight 
precisely. Her new SG radar fire control system worked perfectly. 
Between midnight and 12:07 a.m., Nov. 14, the "last ship in the U.S. 
Pacific Fleet" stunned the battleship Kirishima with 75, 16-inch 
shells. For those aboard the Kirishima, it rained steel. 

In seven minutes, the Japanese battleship was reduced to a 
funeral pyre. She went down at 3:25 a.m., the first enemy sunk by an 
American battleship since the Spanish-American War. Stunned, the 
remaining Japanese ships withdrew. Within days, Yamamoto and 
his staff reviewed their mounting losses and recommended the 
unthinkable to the emperor — withdrawal from Guadalcanal. 

But who remembers, today, how close-run a thing it was — the 
ridge held by a single Marine, the battle won by the last American 
ship? 

In the autumn of 1942. 
When the Hasbro Thy Co. called up some years back, asking 

permission to put the retired colonel's face on some kid's doll, 
Mitchell Paige thought they must be joking. 

But they weren't. That's his mug, on the little Marine they call "GI 
Joe." 

And now you know.

As it turned out, the American destroyers need not have worried 

about carrying enough fuel to get home. By 11 p.m. on Nov. 13, 
outnumbered better than three-to-one by a massive Japanese task 
force driving down from the northwest, every one of the fourAmerican 
destroyers had been shot up, sunk, or set aflame, while the South 
Dakota — known throughout the fleet as a jinx ship — managed to 
damage some lesser Japanese vessels but continued to be plagued 
with electrical and fire control problems. 

"Washington was now the only intact ship left in the force," 
Lippman writes. "In fact, at that moment Washington was the entire 
U.S. Pacific Fleet. She was the only barrier between (Admiral) 
Kondo's ships and Guadalcanal. If this one ship did not stop 14 
Japanese ships right then and there, America might lose the war.... 

"On Washington's bridge, Lieutenant Ray Hunter still had the 
conn. He had just heard that South Dakota had gone off the air and 
had seen (destroyers) Welke and Preston "blow sky high." Dead 
ahead lay their burning wreckage, while hundreds of men were 
swimming in the water and Japanese ships were racing in. 

"Hunter had to do something. The course he took now could decide 
the war. 'Come left,' he said, and Washington straightened out on a 
course parallel to the one on which she (had been) steaming. 
Washington's rudder change put the burning destroyers between 
her and the enemy, preventing her from being silhouetted by their 
fires. 

"The move made the Japanese momentarily cease fire. Lacking 
radar, they could not spot Washington behind the fires.... 

"Meanwhile, Washington raced through burning seas. Everyone 
could see dozens of men in the water clinging to floating wreckage. 
Flag Lieutenant Raymond Thompson said, "Seeing that burning, 
Sinking ship as it passed so close aboard, and realizing that there was 
nothing I, or anyone, could do about it, was a devastating experience.' 

"Commander Ayrault, Washington's executive officer, clambered 
down ladders, ran to Bart Stoodley's damage-control post, and 
ordered Stoodley to cut loose life rafts. That saved a lot of lives. But 
the men in the water had some fight left in them. One was heard to 
scream, 'Get after them, Washington!' "

In response to last week's public comments by Garza County Hospital 

District board members regarding the legal challenge to the current at-
large election system, The Post Dispatch asked a series of questions to 
Houston lawyer 'Ibm Stults, who is representing plaintiffs Bertha Fuentes 
and Frank abbias. 

Regarding the board's apparent refusal to accept the 5.0 district plan, 
Mr Stults said, "The 4/1 plan (which is preferred by majority board mem-
bers) might be workable, and certainly more convenient. But their dem-
onstrated fear is that any change might upset the status quo." Stults 
also pointed out that the City of Post has successfully administered a 
five district council election system for years, and the proposed hospital 
district boundaries are very similar to those established by the city. 

Concerning the board's rejection of the requirement for candidates to 
live in the district in which they intend to represent, Stults replied, "God 
forbid that a minority might get elected to the Board - which they know 
will happen under an equitable plan." 

On the issue of the board's rejection that all five board positions be 
placed on the ballot in the first election held under the new district align-
ment, Stults emphasized, "The stated reasoning is that no one will have 
enough experience to run the District. The implication, however, is that 
'the good old boys' will be gone. 

"You see, they pay out an annual $300,000 to subsidize heatlhcare here, 
and they pay an administrative staff to run the District. Board members 
set policy, administrators are paid to keep things running in good order." 

"The issue here that all of the current members of the board were elected 
through a system that has been declared unconstitutional and in direct 
violation of a court order. When the new system is implemented, all board 
members should be elected under that system, then staggered elections 
can be scheduled in the future," Stults added. 

About the board's decision to request the county clerk conduct the early 
voting, Stults said, "Ostensibly, the Board has conceded the need for a 
different location for early voting, but they also know the County Clerk 
will refuse. I, for one, am under whelmed at their concession." 

On the board's request to negotiate the location of voting places, appar-
ently preferring centralized locations instead of voting places within each 
district, Stults comments, "I fail to see what there is to negotiate here. It 
seems as if they want voters in any given sub-district to travel to some 
other location to vote for a candidate who resides in that particular dis-
trict." 
Regarding individual board member personal attacks on Stults, he re-

plied, "I'm saddened, because I believe it is beneath their dignity to at-
tack me personally. I must be doing something right, however." 

"I'm perfectly willing to let Judge Cummings decide what my fees should 
be," Stults said in response to board president Mike Travis' complaints 
about legal fees. He added, "It must be a phantom lawyer who is signing 
my name to pleadings and using my bar member number. It would be 
much better if all concerned would concentrate on the merits of the case, 
the four corners of the pleadings, the facts, and the law." 
"Carrying on 'business as usual' after Judge Cummings' Order was 

signed is what caused all this. The Plaintiffs didn't cause it, I didn't cause 
it, and the people of Garza County didn't cause it. It was a rank disre-
gard for the Law and for the best interests of the people of Garza County 
which has created this situation. Personal attacks on my clients and me, 
and ongoing efforts to cast blame elsewhere. w ill not change that."

Mrs. John Coleman is West Texan 
Who Migrates to East 

who lived on a ranch 25 miles 
northeast of here. 

. Day's Ride for Visit 	• 
When the families Visited 

each -other, it was a day's ride 
by buggy. Mrs. Coleman recalls 
passing a lonely grave on the 
way to one of the ranches. 
There was no marker or head-
stone to the grave-she just 
supposed some cowboy had died 
or been killed and was buried 
there. 

Mrs. Coleman remembers her 
first visit to the plains and her 
first sight of the place where 
Post now. is. She came with the 
Elkins family when they moved 
their cattle to a pasture on the 
plains. 

Her brother, John Mason, had 
a ranch a few miles from Polar. 
five miles from the Elkins place.  

Mrs. Coleman met her husband' 
at the home of Mrs. Dave Sims, 
who still lives here. Mrs. Cole• 
roan and her nephew, Aubrey 
Elkins, had gone to the Sims 
ranch in preparation for a barbe-
cue being held in Clairemont. 
Mr. Coleman was a carpenter 
and he was at the Simses'. 

Two years later they were mar-
ried in the Elkins home. Mrs. 
Coleman's wedding dress was 
of gray flannel, trimmed in white 
pique and satin. It was made 
with a long train. Her husband 
was from Tennessee and some-
thing of a dandy. His wedding 
suit was black broadcloth, sim• 
liar to the tuxedo of today. 

Presbvtericm Minister 
A Rev. Mr. Warner, Presbyter- 

ian minister. from Snyder, read 
the marriage ceremony. 

The couple lived in Snyder 
for the first six-years of their 
marriage. Their three oldest chil-
dren were born there. It was 
then the family went back to 
Tennessee on a visit-and stayed 
four years. It was to be a Christ• 
mas visit in Chattanooga, Mrs. 
Coleman recalls, with his people 
whom she had never seen. 

Her people kept writing about 
the opening up of Post and al? 
the carnenter work to be done 
here so much to Mrs. Coleman's 
relief, the family moved back 
to Texas. They came on the 
train to Fluvanna and then 
rode the mail hack on to Post. 

They first came to her broth• 
er, John Mason. Post was a thriv-
ing little village then, says Mrs. 
Coleman. Her husband was a 
carnenter and contractor but 
after a while he got tired of car-
penter work and they moved to 
a farm at Raetown. 

Mrs. Coleman rememtfers the 
first train that came to Post 

bringing one of her neighbors. 
Mrs. George Samson. She taught 
Mrs. Samson how to make bis• 
cult and some about sewing. 
They became fast friends. 

Fourth of July Picnic 
In 1912, there was a big Fourth 

of July picnic. The Colemar 
family loaded into the wagon 
and came to town where they 
Picked up the Samson and the 
Moppin family. They drove a 
pair of not-too-gentle mules to 
the nicnic which was on the Yel-
lowhouse river. 

A big storm came up during 
the nicnic and the three families 
loaded back into the wagon. 
Lightning flashed, thunder roar-
ed and a hard rain began to fall. 

It was too much for the mules. 
They ran away. The wagon was 
headed toward town and al-
though people in buggies and on 
horseback were having similar 
experiences, no one passed the 
Colemans and their flying 
mules. 

Each time the lightning flash• 
ed, the mules took a fresh start. 
Buggies, hacks, surries, wagons 
and horses all were pounding on 
down the road to town. "It was 
almost a riot," Mrs. Coleman re-
calls. 

The Double U company was 
improving farms and then sell-
ing them. Besides farming at 
Ragtown, Mr. Coleman kept on 
with some of his carpenter 
work. lie built many of the 
houses on the plains. From 1916 
to 1918, he was county treas. 
urer. In the meantime, the family 
had bought a farm in the Gra-
ham community and moved over 
there. 

Mr. Coleman Dies 
During his term of office, Mr. 

Coleman died. In 1918. His wid• 
ow served out his term and ran 
for election on her own that 
year. She was county treasurer 
here from 1918 to 1920. There 
were few women around this sec-
Hon in nublic office at that time, 
Mrs. Coleman recalls. •"In fact. 
I think I was the only one here." 
she remembers. 

Mrs. Coleman recalls that the 
J. Birds were living at Verbena 
when she was a young gtr' 

here. They lived in a half-dug-
out as did most of the early set-
tlers. 

Her sister. Mrs. Stokes, lives 
in Mansfield, 0., now and her 
brother-in-law, George Elkins. 
lives in Amarillo. The rest of 
her family who lived in this 
area are now dead. 

Mrs. Coleman is the mother o' 
ceven thine children. A son, 
Bruce. was killed by lightning 

in 1928. Her children are Lewis 
Coleman of Corpus Christi; Dee 
Coleman who ranches 25 miles 
northeast of Post; Mrs. Walter 
Poren. Post: twin daughters, Mrs. 
Gilbert Griffin of Granfalls and 
Mrs. W. C. Bush of Post; Mrs. 
Johnny Francis, PoSt; and Mrs. 
Thurman Francis, Post. 

She. has only- six grandchil-
dren, Carolyn, Mildred, John and-
James Boren,-Neal Francis and 
Jane Francis. 

Quite Different Today 
Post and Garza county today 

are ouite different from the 
sparsely populated area 	Mrs. 
Coleman found.  55 years ago. 
Mrs. Dave Sims is still living 
here on her ranch. She knew Mrs. 
Carl Clark and her husband be-
fore they were married. She al- 
so knew the late Willis Rodgers. 
Mrs. Samson, Jean and Jack 
visited the Colemans on their 
farm several days at a time each 
summer. Jack was the same age 
as her son, Bruce, who was kill-
ed. 

She can recall the school at 
Ragtown where her children 
went. It was a typical one-room 
red school house with a bell on 
top. On a still morning, the bell 
could be heard ringing for more 
than a mile. 
• Mrs. Ben Williams' sister, a 
Miss Brown, taught there when 
they first moved there. Later, 
Ernest Henderson was principal. 
A big commissary was maintain-
ed at Rag/own by the Double U 
company, Mrs. Coleman recalls, 
for residents to buy their gro-
ceries and such •- supplies as 
plows. • 

To Mrs. Coleman it was a de-
solate place the day the family 
moved to the farm. Snow wa, 
on the ground, she recalls. "I 
cried and cried," Mrs. Coleman 
said. 

McCrary's Are Neighbors 
The Will McCrary's were their 

first neighbors. They shared the 
usual well in the middle of the 
lane- Since their house was on 
the edge of the settlement, the 
Double U ranchland was right 
across the road. The cattle balled 
with the lonesomest sound, Mrs. 
Coleman recalls. 

Mrs. Mary rcGinty lived 
across the road from them, too. 

The family moved over to 
Graham about 1914. Their neigh• 
bors there were the Watkins 
family from Michigan who had 
bought the farm as a result of 
an ad in a Michigan newspaper, 
and the Tom Morgans. 

Both. Mr. and Mrs. Morgan 
played musical instruments and 

the three-  families would get to-
gether and have partieS. They 
square danced arid had singings.  
All members of the family par• 
ticipated.' 	• 	• - - 

Mrs. John Coleman is a real 
pioneer, coming to Snyder in a 
covered wagon in 1895. - 

There is nothing unusual 
about that. 	But the unusual 
thing about Mrs. Coleman's his-
tory is that she'is a West Texan 
who migrated to Tennessee! 

That came several years af-
ter Mrs. Coleman had moved to 
this area and lasted only four 
years-after which she was glad 
to get back to West Texas. 

As a young girl, Mrs. Cole-
man came out•from the town of 
Coleman in central Texas, to 
live with her brother-in-law and 
sister,- Mr.-and Mrs. George El-
kins, here. She came with Flkin's 
mother, Mrs. Ken Elkins and her 
small children in a covered wag-
on in 1895. Mrs. Elkins lived in 
this area but_had been in Cole-
man visiting her family. 

Her brother-In-law and sister 
lived on a ranch at Polar, at the 
foot of McKenzie mountain. Mrs. 
Coleman had never been used to 
ranch life and the method of 
travel here was new to her. All 
the young people went around 
on horseback so her brother-in• 
law bought her a new sidesad-
dle and taught her to ride a 
gentle old horse. 

Dances at Pirst• 
"At first when I came, all the 

people went to dances," Mrs. 
Coleman recalls., "1 didn't go to 
many - just one or two big 
dances.' Then they-  started . to 
having camp meetings and 
everyone got converted and start-
ed going to them all the time." 

Mrs. Coleman recalls the camp 
Meetings at Clairemont, which 
was the malor town around here, 
besides Snyder. Also they were 
held at the Schoolhouse on her 
sister's ranch.' she said. 	The 
rancheri would tak-e a cook and 
contribute, beeves and, all the 
people would eat together, al- 
though • they camped In their 
own separate outfits. 

An arbor was built and the re-
sidents of this area would spend 
a week at a time at the camp. 

"There was more to Claire-
mont then than there is now. It 
is one of the oldest towns in 
this part of the country. All the 
activity and social life of those 
days-seemed to take place over 
there," Mrs. Coleman recalls. 

Mrs. Coleman had three other 
sisters in this vicinity, then. Soon 
after she came here, one sister 
married George Bradley and they 
lived on, a ranch 20 miles _north 
of. wherg, Post -now is. Another 
was mairled it.6 Joe Stokes and 
they Jived ,-on the Spur ranch. 
The third was Mrs. Tom Byrd,

"eradicated" from 'Texas! The boll weevil 
has a native host plant along the Thxas 
Coast in environmentally sensitive 
areas.
