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And thereafter, sources of income

Last week, President George Bush sent his $1.6
trillion tax cut proposal to Congress to have it
welcomed by cries of “tax cuts for the rich”.

Sen. Tom Daschle, D-S.D., said that tax cuts
proposed for the rich would enable them to buy a
Lexus, while the tax cuts for the poor would enable
them to buy a muffler for a used car. Bush’s proposal
might be deemed unfair if you share its opponent’s vision of the
sources of income.

3 Here's that vision. Somewhere in the country there is a pile of
money. The reason some people are rich while others are not is
because greedy rich people got to the pile of money first and took
their unfair share.

A variant of that vision is there is a dealer of dollars. The reason
some people have much more money than others is because the
dollar dealer is either a racist, sexist or elitist. The dollars aren’t
fairly dealt.

It's Congress’ job to re-deal (income redistribution) the dollars,
taking the ill-gotten gains of the greedy and returning them to their
rightful owners. With either vision of the sources of income, what
Bush is proposing is grossly unfair — giving the greedy rich tax

- breaks on gains that were ill-gotten in the first place.

Let’s first look at the “rich” and the taxes they pay. The top 1 percent
of earners ($250,000 and above) paid 33 percent of all federal income
taxes; the top 5 percent of earners (income over $108,000) paid 52
percent; the top 10 percent (income over $79,000) paid 63 percent;
and the top 25 percent of income earners (income over $48,000) paid
82 percent, or $4 out of every $5 in income taxes.

How did these people really become rich? Were they “winners in the
lottery of life,” as Rep. Richard Gephardt, D-Mo., says? Did they get
to the pile of money first, or simply were beneficiaries of the unfair
dollar dealing?

In a free society, income is earned by pleasing our fellow man. The
greater our capacity to please, the more willing our fellow man is to
voluntarily give his money — and the higher our earnings will be,
whether it’s in the form of wages, rent, interest or profit.

According to Fortune magazine, Gordon Earle Moore — founder of
Intel — has a net worth of $8 billion. Is he one of Gephardt’s winners
in life’s lottery to be held up to ridicule?

Moore is a self-made man whoin 1968 developed and marketed the
integrated circuit, or microchip, that’s responsible for thousands of
today’s innovations such as MRI’s, satellite technology and your
desktop computer.

Moore and many others like him are wealthy not because they took
something from their fellow man but just the opposite: They served
their fellow man.

While Moore has benefited immensely from his development and
marketing of the microchip, his benefit pales in comparison to what
our nation has benefited in terms of lives improved and saved, and
the host of technological innovations made possible by the microchip.

Washington Post columnist E.J. Dione Jr. admits, “The wealthy
pay the most taxes.” But he adds, “They have also made the greatest
gains in the past decade.” Does Dione mean they were the greatest
producers, or they got to the pile of money first?

I’'m betting he means the latter. The only people who benefit from
class warfare are politicians and the elite; they get our money and
control our lives.

We just might ask ourselves: Where is a society headed that holds
its most productive members up to ridicule and makes mascots out
of its least productive and parasitic members?

* Bureaucratic nightmare has

Shaik Muhammad “Jay” Jawaid, 37, was brought to this country by
his father in 1985 to study for his degree in mathematics.

“I really do believe that I'm an American,” he says. “I really don’t

know what Pakistan is at this point. ... It's been since 1985 since I was

there.”
It’s also been that long since Jay has seen his mother, who remains

in Pakistan. The Las Vegas cab driver has long been afraid that if he
went to visit her he would not be allowed back into this country to see
¥  his wife and children, who are American citizens.

Jawaid was within three courses of completing his B.S. degree in
mathematics at Elmira College when his scholarship funds ran out and
he had to drop out of school. He ended up here in Las Vegas, driving a
cab.

In 1990 — the same year his father died — his student visa expired.
He applied for political asylum in 1992, but that request was turned
down. Charged with having overstayed his student visa, Jawaid was
arrested in 1995. Appearing in court without the benefit of counsel,
Jawaid was ordered to leave the country by Aug. 9, 1996. He appealed.

The brief from the appeal of Jawaid’s case to the Ninth U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals picks up the story:

“On Dec. 23, 1996, while his appeal before tHe Board of Immigration
Appeals was pending, Jawaid learned that his girlfriend. Mi Kyang
Kwak, a U.S. citizen, was pregnant with their child, and married her.
Eight months later, on Sept. 9, 1997, Jessica Jawaid was born in Las
Vegas, Nevada. ...

“On April 17, Jawaid’s wife filed a visa petition for her husband and
filed a filing fee 0of $1,280 to the INS office in Las Vegas. Included in this
filing fee was the $1,000 penalty aliens are allowed to pay to adjust their
status pursuant to section 245 (1) of the Immigration and Nationality
Act.”

The INS kept accepting the Jawaids’ money. But then they would
inform them that some technicality still prevented the husband from
getting his citizenship, or even a green card — documentation which
3 would allow him to work for a living here, or to return to this country

were he to visit his mother in Karachi.

Most folks would probably figure Jawaid’s marriage to an American
citizen should have brought this matter to an end. As we all know, any
legitimate marriage to an American citizen conveys American citizenship
— in part so both parents can live with their children in the same
country, a reasonable enough provision if everyone’s goal is to keep
families together and off welfare.

But that'’s not the way the Immigration and Naturalization Service
saw things. Since Jawaid was held to have been in violation of a
departure order at the time of his marriage, the INS considered his

marriage “fraudulent.”
“Do you really think this is a fake marriage?” I asked Tom Walter,

assistant district counsel in the Las Vegas office of the INS, late last
month.
“That’s not the case at all,” Walter insisted. “The problem is by law

this man cannot adjust his status. Number one he entered as a student,
and students under the new law since 1996 cannot adjust. And number

two he was given voluntary departure at the time of his original
hearing, and under the terms of voluntary departure if you don’t depart
at the proper time, you’re deemed to be ineligible later on for an
adjustment of status.

“By the time he got married he was ineligible because of the laws that
had passed and because he had not left at the time he said he would
voluntarily leave. So even though he is married he can’t adjust his
status in the United States. Now, that doesn’t mean he can’t get his
green card in Pakistan and become an immigrant. For the life me I can’t
understand many people who are in the same predicament that he is.”

All folks like Jawaid have to do is “go home, go to their consulate, get
a green card, and be admitted to the United States with a green card as
an immigrant. ... Ifhe’d simply gone home in 1996 like he said he would
and gotten his green card, he’d be back by now as an immigrant.”

“If he’d done that he would have waited 10 years to get back into the
country,” responds former District Court Judge Don Chairez, now a
leading local practitioner of immigration law.

After a succession of attorneys took the Jawaids’ money without
doing them much good, Jay Jawaid was either smart enough or lucky
enough to have his case cross the desk of Don Chairez.

Though Jawaid has tried to pay what he could to the former judge
(Chairez stepped down from the bench to launch an unsuccessful bid for
Congress in 1998), the taxi driver has been unable to work since his
immigration troubles escalated. He now stays home with the kids while
his wife supports the family as best she can on the modest pay of a taxi
dispatcher.

Chairez paid to print up his briefs in the case at his own expense; he
paid his own airfare to San Francisco to argue Jawaid’s case before the
Ninth Circuit.

“He would have grown up a stranger to his kids. Here’s a guy who just
wants to work and support his family, and if he'd left the country like
they said he should, that family probably would have had to go on
welfare,” explains Chairez, who charted out for the appeals court the
Byzantine thicket of regulations which the Jawaids have been trying to
navigate for the past four years.

Chairez says he got the feeling the appeals court was losing patience
with the government’s contention that the Jawaids have a “fraudulent
marriage” when the judges learned little Jessica is now three years old,
and that baby Aisha was born two months ago, on Christmas morning.

On Feb. 2, Mimi and Jessica and little Aisha Jawaid got an early
Valentine. The INS called Don Chairez to tell him the deportation case
against Sheik Muhammad Jawaid is being “terminated.”

“They even took the extraordinary measure of approving his
adjustment-of-status application, too,” a jubilant Chairez told me.

Legal services of the kind Jawaid received from the formerjudge “run
roughly $250 to $300 an hour,” Jawaid says. “I have paid him as much
as I can,” butin essence, “he did it almost for free. There is really no way
to measure what he did. But his work is very effective, and I think that’s
what I admire the most. He is an honest, hard-working man. Don
Chairez is a very devoted man, for some reason.”

Maybe because Don Chairez’s own father was also an immigrant —
a Mexican-born U.S. soldier who died while the judge was still a boy,
whose G.I. benefits were the only reason young Don was able to go to law
school, at all.

“I have learned, too,” Jawaid says,
that person take care of it.”

You and Your Health

Something not so controversial?

How about something a little less controversial this week, say, school
prayer. Not on your life! Sorry folks, sometimes I just feel the need to preach
on an issue that concerns me, like the one from last week on the drug/crime
problem. At least you don’t have to be my poor wife and kids and hear this
stuff all of the time!

I want to take a look at the other side of the issue; the person who suffers
from the disease of substance abuse. Yep, that includes good ol’ alcohol and
any other of the many legal substances of abuse. Including tobacco,
prescription narcotics and sleeping pills, and nose spray (just kidding) to
name a few. What is that all about?

Is it a disease, or just a weakness of the mind and will? Can it be cured?
Why would anybody even start using these things?

I will examine these issues through the eyes of an individual who has not
used drugs before but who will eventually become and addict. (Remember,
I say drugs, it includes ALCOHOL. I don’t want to have to say it again!)

Last question first — people take their drug of choice for the first time
typically to satisfy a curiosity that society has created by the “forbidden
fruit” nature of the deal. At this stage things are pretty good.

Many times the individual will report the sensation of having “felt normal
for the first time in their life.” This is in spite of not being overtly aware of
feeling abnormal in the first place. In my opinion it is at this point that a
“switch” is turned on deep in the brain, some place that hastbeen lying
dormant since the individuals conception when the genes of one parent
mingled with the genes of the other.

One of those genes is thought to contain the information that makes that
switch. No one really understands this, but this is one model proposed to
make some sense of it.

If this person is never exposed to a stimuli that activates the switch they
may proceed through life unscathed. In my mind, that person is still an
abuser but has been unaffected by the drug due to lack of exposure.

That is not unlike an individual who will go on to develop diabetes as an
adult. The metabolic defect is in place from conception. Should this person.
become a nutritionist prior to developing symptoms of diabetes, they may:.
never develop the disease or even know they have the defect in place.

If that same individual becomes a cheeto loving couch potato, there defect:
will become evident and declare itself as diabetes. Same kind of deal.

At the point of first ingestion of the drug, when the switch is turned on, I
think this individual is in trouble. Of course, to them, nothing could be
further from the truth. They finally are in possession of a sensation that has
subtly eluded them; they feel normal.

No longer awkward and self conscious, it is a natural progression to
continue to use their drug of choice. It makes complete sense to them. At
this point, things are still going pretty good. It's almost all upside.

They haven’t begun to loose things yet. It is practically impossible to get
someone to stop the behavior at this point. :

If they use long enough eventually things begin to accelerate. More and
more substance is required (sometimes less in the case of alcohol) to get to
that place of feeling normal. Pretty soon it’s all one can do to even get to that
place anymore. The drug has quit working it’s magic. OK, just stop it then.
By this point one probably really wants to stop and probably even tries to do
so on their own.

Some ‘evern can quit for a while only to fall back into'the trap of thinking
they can again do their drug again and that it will work like it did before. It
never does.

Now the trap that has been stretching open for all these years snaps shut!
The fellow really wants to stop but just cannot do it. As has been said, “One
1s too many, a hundred is not enough.”

Often the individual slips into a very dangerous state of mind called
denial. No, thisisnotde river in Egypt what dem peoples put de Moses child
into. (that was bad!) it is a deeply subconscious state of mind in which the
individual is blinded to any insight into their problem.

They are not lying when they claim to not have a problem with drugs, they
really believe it! After all, they could stop anytime if they wanted to.
Nicotine addicts say this all of the time. They really believe it.

So you see, these conditions are not chosen by the afflicted fellow. He does
not wake up one morning and, looking in the mirror say, “I think I will
become an alcoholic, ruin my life and take a few others down with me.”

No, not that way. Like many diseases it is insidious and before you realize
you're afflicted you are smack dab in the middle of it.

Hopeless? Not at all. While it is a fact that the natural history or
progression of the disease of addiction is to drink or otherwise drug
themselves daily until either they are institutionalized (jail, mental hospital,
etc.), or, die, neither condition is motivation enough to stop in most cases.

A friend of mine in recovery responds to the question of why he drank by
saying, “I drank because I was an alcoholic, and that is what an alcoholic
does.” What do you do, then?

Treatment is difficult but not impossible. The substances are powerful.
They entice you to use them in the face of death. These are very powerful
drugs to the addicted.

The most successful solution that has ever been devised is the program of
AA, or, Alcoholics Anonymous. As it is one of their traditions that the
érganization be anonymous at the level of the press and so I will leave 1t at
that. It is not hard to find a meeting anywhere in the world.

Treatment centers are expensive but may be worth it to the individual with
deep seeded denial. These folks are prone to relapse and just keeping their
drug away from them is helpful. The mainstay of any treatment program is,
you guessed it, AA. Remember, there are programs of this type for any type
of addictive drug, not just alcohol.

So why all of the explanation? I am just trying to provide a little insight
into the medical aspect of addiction. Itis difficult to change opinions on such
things, but I felt it was my responsibility as a medical doctor and a friend of
the addicted to give it a whirl.

Miss Myrtle Robertson was the
first tecacher at the Gossett school.
Later, Miss Lizzie Robertson
taught, .during .1918; The first
school was built by the company
at Graham in 1916, Gossett said.

They had no neighbors when
they moved to their place. The
late Mr. Graham had a house at
Graham and the Rogerses and
Whites lived in that part of the
county.

Worst Day of Life
“January 8, 1918, is the worst
day I ever lived through and I
have lived in West Texas all my
life,”” Gossett reminisces. “That

~year was the driest year I've ever,

seen on the plains. It was really
bad in February and March. It
quit dust and blew rocks.” ,

January 8 was not the coldest
day, Gossett says, although the
temperature dropped to four de-
grees below zero. But it began
snowing and sandstorming about
9 or 9:30 o'clock in the morning.
As the day grew later it got
worse,

“Miss Robertson let out the
school children about 10 o'clock,”
recalls Gossett., “Mr, Stiles had
some pretty small children so I
walked them home. They sure
cot cold and ‘squalled and car-
ried on. You could hardly walk
acainst the north winhd, The snow
and dirt were blowing and free-
zing. My cap froze to my head,
just a solid sheet of snow and
dirt around the 'edge."

Mrs. Gossett was born in Ten-
nessee but came to Throckmor-
ton at an early age with her
parents, Gossett is a native Tex-
an, born in 1869 in Coleman
county in a “little forted up
place on Hord's creek."” People
had to live-together because the
Indians were still bad in that
area, Gossett remarks. i

In 1879, he came with his
family to Throckmorton. He and
much work attached.
It was difficult in Montague be-
cause the farm  Gossett worked
‘was near the Red River and
overrun with crab grass. !

For the first few years here, he'
did not have much to do. There
were no goatheads, roots and
thistles to contend with in the
new land. He had shipped all
his tools and stock, except.the
cows from Montague. He used a
four mule team. Some of his tools
are still out at his son's farm
‘near here, &

later. In 1915, a good crop was
made. They just broke the sod,
rolled it and planted without
having to work it any -more.

The children went to ‘Graham
to school during 1915. The Gos-
sett farm was located in the Post
buaded c£~hool district but- 30
families were cut otf and made
into a new district. Gossett gave
land for the school location, so
t was known as the Gossett
school. It operated for about 14
years.

When he bought the place
from the Double U company,
Gossett says, they told him a
school would be built about
two and one-half miles up the
road. However, they went ahead
and organized ‘the- new -Gossett
district, building a school there.
Mrs. Gosseit were married there
by the county judge, Sept. 8,
1891. Mrs, Gossett's wedding cos-
tume was a brown coatsuit. Gos-
sett had arranged for a minister
to marry them, but he ran away
with a woman before performing
the ceremony. -

After the wedding, they had a
big party and supper. The Gos-
setts farmed on land in Throck-
morton county. In, 19]2, they
filed on land in New Mexico and
moved there., Their farm was
eight miles from Artesia.

They did not like New Mexico
so after six months, they mov-
ed back to, Oklahoma. After
about a wveek Gossett took the
chills and moved over to the
Texas side. They lived in Okla-
homa sporadically for about two
years before moving permanently
to Texas.

Mrs. Gossett's relatives begged
her not to move to Garza coun-

ty, telling her she could not go
to church, At first they could not
attend the Church of Christ
which was their choice. Once
they went to Spanish Fort to
church in 1917,

behind us and I just knew we
were going to get run over,”
Mrs. Gossett recalls, laughing.
Union Sunday School -

- Later a union Sunday school
was organized at the Gossett
.school and families in that area
attended. The women got to-
gether and organized to let the
young people meet at their dif-
ferent houses for parties.

The Gossetts planted a 300-tree
orchard. C. W, Post gave a prem-
ium of $25 for the best kept-up
farm, The Gossetts won the first
and only prize he gave away.
Mrs. Post presented Gossett the
check. Pictures were taken of the
pumpkins, sweet potatoes and
other produce they raised.

These were sent to Michigan to
show what could be raised in
Garza county.

“I have never been sorry I
moved here,” Gossett says, “al-
though during 1918, I got awful-
ly blue. We did not raise a thing.
That was ‘when I went into the
dairy business.”

Dairy Venture

A group of men got together
and sent Doug Morrell to Wiscon-
sin or some place to buy some
Holstein cows. According to Gos-
sett, the Santa Fe, backed this
venture, Each cow cost S154.
Some of the cows would give
eight gallons of milk daily but
it was not a paying proposition.

Feed was scarce and had to be
ought. Finally Gossett gave some
of his cows away and sold one to
Jim Power for beef. “I wanted
to get out of that as soon as I
could, Some people lost their
farms as a result of it."

Two of the Gossett's children
are dead. Lucy died as a baby.
Johnny died in 1924. The others
are Frank of Bowie and Fred,
Mrs. Ida Stewart, Mrs. John Wal-

lace, Mrs, V. M. Stone, Mrs. El-
mer Cowdrey and Buck,allof
Post. They have 30 grandchildren
and 33 great grandchildren.
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
